A glimpse on Classification:
At its thirteenth session, in 1965, the Statistical Commission, recognizing the growing need for international trade statistics analyzed by broad economic categories, recommended that data on large economic classes of commodities, distinguishing food, industrial supplies, capital equipment, consumer durables and consumer non-durables, be compiled for each reporting country and for the world and principal regions in order to supplement the summary data already compiled on the basis of the sections of the Standard International Trade Classification (SITC).1 The first version of the classification was issued in 1971, where it was designed by structural classification of foreign trade, classification were revised three times after that, the first revision  was  in 1976, the second one was  in 1986, and the last one  tackled only the technical reasons and was issued in 1989.
Structural classification:
This classification covered 19  main categories, including:  111,112, 121, 122, 21,22 ,31 ,321, 322, 41, 42, 51, 521, 522, 53, 61, 62, 63, and 7),  that were not subdivided in classification, each category is linked to commodities in HS and SITC, there were (16) Categories of them linked to matching categories of the national statistical system (SNA).
Uses of Classification: 
 The Classification was used in preparing imports and exports table by economic categories by using correspondence tables between HS and SITC Classifications to be utilized in particular by national accounts purposes.
