The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics has taken the responsibility, which is in line with 
the General Statistics Law number 4 of 2000, of the task of providing the official statistics for 
the development planners, policy-makers, decision-makers, the researchers, students, and all 
users in all social, economic, geographic, and environmental aspects of the Palestinian 
society.   
 
The survey of the current social, economic, and environmental indicators of the Palestinian 
Territory for 2006 was conducted within an integral and comprehensive project that aimed at 
providing the basic data of the social, economic, environmental, and geographic conditions 
under the current prevailing situations. The survey is in completion of the activities, which 
were carried out during the past months, to limit available data and indicators. The survey 
aims to fill in the shortage in indicators, which were specified through a number of 
discussions and debates in a workshop held by PCBS and attended by representatives of 
government institutions and NGOs in the Palestinian Territory. The project is consistent with 
the new situations in the Palestinian Territory under the unilateral Israeli measures.  
 
This report discusses a number of topics related to the social, demographic, economic, and 
geographic conditions; in addition to the outcome of the Israeli measures on the resolve of the 
Palestinian household with respect to the measures taken by such household to remain resolve 
and the time expected for such resolve to last. The report also deals with the aid the 
Palestinian households received and the source of such aid.  
 
We hope that this report will succeed in supporting the planning process, policy-making, and 
strategic decisions-making to establish a work strategy that rises to the new situation. 
Undoubtedly, the continuation of the overflow of data and indicators about this dear part of 
our occupied homeland is among the most important accesses to accurate planning and 
accurate policy-making for the development of the Palestinian people and empowering their 
steadfastness in the Palestinian Territory in order to arrive to comprehensive national 
development in this homeland.

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Executive Summary 
 
The comprehensive survey of the impact of the Israeli unilateral measures on the social, 
economic, and environmental conditions of the Palestinian households (2006) was conducted 
on a sample of 8,077 households in the West Bank and Gaza Strip by relative representation. 
The most important findings of the survey are: 
 

• The average family size of the Palestinian Territory totals 6.0 including 5.7 in the 
West Bank and 6.6 in Gaza Strip. 

• 45.8% of the total population of the Palestinian Territory are below 15 years of age; 
and 3.1% of the same population are 65 and above.   

• 43.0% of the total males and 34.3% of the total females 15 years and above have not 
been previously married. 

• The percentage of households living in housings owned by one of the household 
members in the Palestinian Territory is 85.1% including 77.7% in the West Bank and 
89.0% in Gaza Strip. 

• The average number of rooms of a housing in the Palestinian Territory is 3.2 
including 3.2 in the West Bank and 3.3 in Gaza Strip. 

• Average poverty among households in the Palestinian Territory was estimated at 
65.8% in the second quarter of 2006 (i.e. approximately 7 out of 10 households are 
below poverty line). (87.7% of Gaza Strip households suffer from poverty compared 
to 54.6% of the West Bank households).  

• 55.6% of the households in the Palestinian Territory suffer from extreme poverty (i.e. 
approximately six out of ten households are unable to provide for their basic needs of 
food, clothes, and housing). On the regional level, 79.8% of the households in Gaza 
Strip suffer from extreme poverty compared to 43.2% in the West Bank.  

• 66.8% of the households in the Palestinian Territory reduced their expenditures on 
basic needs during the past 12 months including 58.2% in the West Bank and 83.7% 
in Gaza Strip. 

• 20.3% of the households in the Palestinian Territory stated that they can go on 
economically for more than a year compared to 26.3% of households that suffered 
from precarious economic situation and did not know how to provide for their basic 
needs.  

• According to results, 51.6% of the Palestinian households' economic situation have 
been directly and indirectly affected by the unpaid salaries of the public sector 
employees (26.6% have their economic situation directly affected compared to 25.0% 
who have their economic situation indirectly affected). 

• 29.4% of the households or one/some of their members in the Palestinian Territory 
received aid during the second quarter of 2006, including 15.3% in the West Bank 
and 56.9% in Gaza Strip. 

• The military roadblocks blocked health services for 35.6% of the Palestinian 
households and the Israeli siege blocked health services for 45.0% of the households. 

• 8.5% of the Palestinian households (the household or one/some of its members) 
traveled abroad during the first quarter of 2006. 

• 23.6% of the Palestinian households in the Palestinian Territory have a garden at 
home including 27.9% in the West Bank and 15.4% in Gaza Strip. 

• 9.1% of the Palestinian households in the Palestinian Territory raise productive 
animals in their home gardens. 
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Chapter One 

 

Introduction 

 
 

In light of the recent developments and the Israeli unilateral measures; the collapse of the 

peace process and the continued escalation of Israeli aggression against the Palestinian people 

and land, many social and economic gains have been dealt a severe blow. Palestinian people 

have since the outbreak of the Intifada in late September 2000 until now suffered from a 

complete and oppressive siege over movement of people and goods between the Palestinian 

localities. This has led to deterioration in the living standards and to an increase in 

unemployment rates as well as the rate of Palestinian households living below the poverty line 

and increase in Palestinian economic losses. 

 

The Israeli measures and the escalation of the aggression against Palestinian people have 

affected the basic needs of children, women, and households. The economy and the 

infrastructure services lost the gains they had made over the past five years. Therefore, 

dealing with these new events requires interventions and transparent support strategy for the 

needy and the poor. The scarce resources increased the burdens of the Palestinian National 

Authority (PNA) in determining the priorities of the support and aid programs and the urgent 

interventions to alleviate the suffering of these societal sectors.  

 

Henceforth, PCBS conducted the survey in order to assist in setting up a comprehensive 

development plan under these measures. The survey is part of an integral project to provide 

social, economic, and geographic indicators, as well as other indicators, on a sample of 8,077 

households during the first half of June 2006 and as a response to the political developments. 

This project is an important step in assisting the PNA and the international community to an 

early and urgent response to the basic needs of the different sectors of the Palestinian society.

The survey aims at providing information about the following topics on the level of the

the quality of their life; and individuals' assessment of the performance of the current 

Palestinian government  
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1.2 Report structure 
 

The main objectives of the report include providing key data and indicators on the different 

aspects of the life of the Palestinian households whether economic, social, or geographic. 

Therefore, the report will enable the public and private sectors institution as well as the local 

and international NGOs to benefit from the results of the survey, which will help them in 

drawing policies and making decisions based on reliable foundations. 

 

The report contains five chapters. Chapter One constitutes of an introduction about the 

survey's topic, objectives, and the structure of the report. Chapter Two presents the concepts 

and terms used in the survey; Chapter Three contains the key findings of the survey. Chapter 

Four of the report discusses the methodology used in planning and conducting the survey; and 

Chapter Five deals with the data quality and contains the statistical tables. 
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Chapter Two 

 

Concepts and Definitions 

 
This section presents the main concepts and definitions used in this report from different 

sources.  These concepts and definitions are based on international recommendations, and 

they are the same in all subjects in Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics.  The main 

concepts and expressions mentioned in this report were as follows: 

 
Age: The completed age in years of the enumerated person, which is the 

difference between the date of birth and the date of interview.  The 

exact age is the time elapsed between the day of birth and a given day, 

including parts of a year. 

Date of Birth: It refers to the date in which the person was born. It is normally 

comprised of three cells: day, month and  year according to the official 

identification documents such as the birth certificate, passport, …etc.  

Enumeration 

Area: 

A group of housing units (about 150 housing unit) with clear 

boundaries on the ground, it may constitute one locality or part of a 

locality. 

Family 

Household: 

Consists of household members who are related to each other by 

blood, marriage, or adoption. 

Head of 

Household: 

The person who usually lives with the household and is recognized as 

head of household by its other members.  Often he/she is the main 

decision-maker or responsible for financial support and welfare of the 

household at the time the survey is conducted. 

Household 

Membership: 

Persons staying in the dwelling unit at the time of an interview are 

considered members of the household if (1) the dwelling unit is their 

usual or only place of residence, or (2) a place of residence is 

maintained for them here and elsewhere, but they spend most of their 

time in this residence. 

Reference Date: The date referred to in calculating the vital rates and ages.  In this 

survey, it is 20/07/2004. 

Average 

Housing 

Density: 

It refers to the average number of persons living in the room. This 

average calculated through dividing the total number of individuals for a 

certain category by the total number of rooms for that particular 

category.  

 

Household: The household is defined as one person or a group of persons with or 

without a family relationship, who live in the same housing unit or part 

of the housing unit, share meals and make joint provision for food and 

other essentials of living. 

 

Housing Density 

(Number of 

persons per 

Room): 

It is defined as the number of occupants per room (number of persons 

who live in the household divided by the total number of occupied 

rooms of the household).  Households, who live in housing units with 

unknown number of rooms are not considered in the calculation. 
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Housing Unit 

Type: 

This term describes one of the following: Villa, house, apartment and 

other. 

Villa: A separately established building that is usually constructed from 

clean stone. It is constructed for the living of one household and consists 

of a 2 - suite – single or double or multiple stories connected through 

internal stairs. One of the suites is constructed as bedrooms whereas the 

second suite is constructed for reception and involves the kitchen and 

other related services. In general, the villa is surrounded by a garden, 

regardless of the area of this garden, which is  surrounded by boarding 

wall or fence. Villas normally have roofed parking area (garage). Villas 

also may include separate small building or extensions as part of them. 

 House: A building usually established for the residence of one 

household or more; it is the typical form of residential buildings 

prevailing in Palestine. The house may be comprised of single story or 

more that is utilized by a single household. Nevertheless, if the house is 

divided into housing units each of which has its own utilities and 

occupied by a different household, each housing unit would be classified 

as an apartment. 

Apartment: It is a part of a building or a house, consisting of one room 

or more and annexed with kitchen, bathroom and toilet, which are all, 

closed by external door, leading to the road through a stair way and/or 

path way.  It is prepared usually for one household. 

Independent Room: It is a separate room with no kitchen, bathroom 

nor toilet, but sharing with other households these basic services, and it 

is prepared for living. 

Other: It refers to any type of building other than the aforementioned. 

Examples of this type include tent, marginal, cottages, caves, grottos, 

and booths occupied by a tenant during the survey. 

 

Housing Unit: A building or part of a building constructed for one household only, 

with one or more independent entrance leading to the public road 

without passing through another housing unit. The unit might not be 

constructed for living purposes but found occupied with a household 

during the enumeration. Likewise, the unit might be utilized for 

habitation or for work purposes or both purposes. Also, it might be 

closed, vacant or occupied by one or more households during the 

survey. 

 

Rent: The amount paid periodically (weekly, monthly, etc.) for the space 

occupied by the household. 

 

Room: 

 

 

 

 

 

The housing unit or part of the housing unit surrounded with walls and 

has a ceiling, provided that its area is not less than 4m
2
. If the area of the 

glassy balcony equals or surpasses more than 4m
2 
and is used for living 

purposes, it is considered a room. Likewise, the salon or living room is 

considered a room. The kitchen, bathroom, paths and toilet are not 

considered rooms. Areas allocated for animals and poultry along with 

those used for work purposes only, are not considered rooms. 
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Tenure of 

Housing Unit: 

This section refers to the household tenure of the Housing unit that 

could be one of the following categories: 

1. Rented: If the housing unit is rented. 

2. Owned: This category applies when the household or one of the 

household members (usually live therein) owns the Housing unit.  

3. Without Payment: If the housing unit is used without any payments.  

4. For Work: If the housing unit is offered to the household as a result of 

working relation with one member of the family or more. 

 

Outbound 

Tourism 

Outbound tourism comprises the activities of persons traveling to and 

staying in places outside their usual permanent places of residence for 

not more than one consecutive year for leisure, business and other 

purposes.  In this sense the term outbound tourism is the reverse, with 

the residents of a certain country traveling across its border to other 

countries. 

 

Tourism Trip 

Traveling to and staying in places outside their usual environment for 

not more one consecutive year for leisure, business and other 

purposes. 

 

Consumption 

of the Trip 

It consists of all the trip needs to buy, including the transportation, 

food, gifts and else. 

 

Sewage Network 

System of collectors, pipelines, conduits and pumps to evacuate 

wastewater (rainwater, domestic and other wastewater) from any of the 

location paces generation either to municipal sewage treatment plant or 

to a location place where wastewater is discharged. 

Public Water 

Network 

A net of pipes for the purpose of providing clean water to households.  

It normally belongs to a municipality, the council or to a private 

company. 

 

Marital Status  

The status of those 12 years old and over in terms of marriage 

traditions and laws in the country.  

Single( Never married): It applies if the person aged 12 years has not 

been married or. Legally engaged (according to customs and traditions 

applicable in the country) 

legally engaged: It applies if the person-aged 12 years has an official 

marriage document (issued by a competent court) but has not been 

actually married yet according to customs and traditions applicable in 

the country. The divorced, widowed, and married twice do not belong 

to this category. 

Married: It applies if the person aged 12 years is actually and 

officially married (according to customs and traditions applicable in 

the country) irrespective of his \ her past marital status as well as of 

whether the couple were together during the reference period or not. 

The person married to more than one wife is classified married. 

Widower: The married person aged 12 years whose marriage was split 

by the death of the spouse and was not married again. 

Divorced: The person aged 12 years who previously married and 

legally divorced but was not married again. 
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Separated: The individual 12 years old and over who was married, but 

his/her marriage was revoked for some reason without any legal or 

official registration, and he/she did not marry again.  

 

Main 

Occupation 

The main job or type of work performed by the employed person or 

used to be performed by the unemployed ever worked person. The 

occupation refers to the activity in which the employed works more 

than half of work hours or the most frequent job during the last three 

months before reference data.  

Employee 

It refers to the person(aged 10 years and above) engaged in a certain 

productive activity or work, irrespective of whether he \ she was 

employer self employed, wage employed, unpaid family member or 

other. The employed person is normally classified in one of two 

categories according to the number of weekly work hours, i.e. 1 – 14 

work hours and 15 work hours and above. 

Unemployed 

It refers to all persons who did not work at all during the reference 

period, who were not engaged in a certain work (although they are able 

to work) and were available for work and actively seeking work during 

the reference period. Those temporarily absent from work are 

considered unemployed although they are expected to resume work or 

ready to return to work upon demand. The unemployed persons are 

normally divided into two categories: Unemployed ever worked and 

unemployed never worked. 

Educational 

Attendance  

Attendance means registering the person in any formal education stage 

irrespective of whether it took the form of continuous attendance or 

distant learning. Formal education stages include the elementary stage, 

preparatory stage, (both of which are referred to as the basic stage), 

secondary stage, and higher education stage  

Years of 

Schooling 

Completed  

For persons currently attending, attended and left, or successfully 

graduated, reference shall be made to the successfully completed 

formal educational years (completed years.) It neither includes drop 

out years, failure years nor on – going educational year. Educational 

training courses are not included among the years of regular study. 

 

Educational 

Attainment 

It refers to the highest successfully completed educational attainment 

level. The educational level for persons aged 10 years and over .

3.1 Household and population 
 

The average size of the household in the Palestinian Territory reached 6.0 including 5.7 in the 

West Bank and 6.6 in Gaza Strip. The percentage of households whose affairs are run by a 

female in the Palestinian Territory reached approximately 8.3% of the total Palestinian 

households, including 8.9% of the total households in the West Bank and 7.0% of the total 

households in Gaza Strip. The percentage of nuclear households in the Palestinian Territory 

arrived to 81.2% of the total households, including 82.9% and 77.8% for the West Bank and 

Gaza Strip, respectively. 

 

The percentage of the population of the Palestinian Territory under the age of fifteen is 

45.8%; whereas the percentage of the population aged 65 and above is only 3.1%. The 

percentage of males aged 15 and above who have not been married before in the Palestinian 

Territory is 43.0% compared with 34.3% of the female population of the same age category. 

 

3.2 Housings and housing conditions 
 

According to the survey findings, 1.6% of the Palestinian households live in housings of a 

villa type; 55.6% live in a house type of accommodation; and 40.8% live in apartments. The 

data indicate that the percentage of households that live in a house type of accommodation in 

the refugee camps of the Palestinian Territory is 59.2% compared to 46.2% in urban areas and 

72.2% in rural areas. The percentage of households that live in an apartment type of 

accommodation in urban areas is 50.2% compared to 23.3% in rural areas and 38.9% in 

refugee camps who live in the same type of accommodation.  

 

The percentage of the households that live in housings owned by a member of the household 

in the Palestinian Territory is 81.5% including 77.7% in the West Bank and 89.0% in Gaza 

Strip. The percentage of the households that live in rented housings in the Palestinian 

Territory is 11.5% including 13.9% in the West Bank and 6.8% in Gaza Strip. Findings 

indicate that the percentage of the households that live in housings owned by a member of the 

household in the rural areas of the Palestinian Territory is 89.6% compared to 76.3% in the 

urban areas. The percentage of the households that live in rented housings in the urban 

localities is 16.6% compared to 4.2% and 6.1% in rural areas and refugee camps, respectively.  

 

The survey results indicate that the average number of rooms in a housing in the Palestinian 

Territory is 3.2 rooms including 3.2 in the West Bank and 3.3 in Gaza Strip. Data indicate that 

23.9% of the households of the Palestinian Territory live in housings of 1-2 rooms, including 

24.7% in the West Bank and 22.5% in Gaza Strip. 

 

The survey results show that the average housing density (number of persons living in a 

room) in the Palestinian Territory is 1.8 including 1.8 in the West Bank and 1.9 in Gaza Strip. 

Data indicate that approximately 21.2% (24.1% in Gaza Strip and 19.6% in the West Bank) of 

the households in the Palestinian Territory live in housing units of a housing density of 3 or 

more per room. 
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According to results, the average housing density at the refugee camps of the Palestinian 

Territory is high and stands at 2.0 per room compared to 1.8 in urban and rural localities. 

Results also show that 25.7% of the refugee camp households have a housing density of 3 or 

more persons per room. 

 

3.3 Poverty in the second quarter of 2006  
 

The survey of the impact of the Israeli unilateral measures on the social, economic, and 

environmental conditions of the Palestinian households estimates poverty average among 

Palestinian households at 65.8% during the second quarter of 2006 (or seven out of ten 

households are below the poverty line). The survey results show also that 87.7% of the 

households in Gaza Strip and 55.6% of the households in the West Bank suffer from poverty. 

Moreover, approximately 55.6% of the households in the Palestinian Territory suffer from 

extreme poverty (or six out of ten households are unable to provide for their basic needs of 

food, dress, and housing). Results according to region show that 79.8% of the households in 

Gaza Strip suffer from extreme poverty compared to 43.2% in the West Bank.  

 

The percentage of households whose income decreased compared with  the percentage before 

the Intifada in the West Bank and Gaza Strip. According to data, 62.7% of the total of the 

Palestinian households in the Palestinian Territory decreased their income during the Intifada 

in the second half of 2006 (63.7% in the West Bank and 60.5% in Gaza Strip). 

 

The survey results show that 66.8% (58.2% in the West Bank and 83.7% in Gaza Strip) of the 

households in the Palestinian Territory reduced their spending on basic needs during the past 

12 months; mainly clothing and food. The percentage of household that reduced spending on 

clothes is 96.2% and the percentage of household that reduced spending on food is 87.9%.  

 

Data indicate that a high percentage of households in the Palestinian Territory changed the 

pattern of food consumption, which they used to have before the Intifada. 98.0% of the 

Palestinian households reduced their consumption of meat; 95.4% of the households reduced 

the type of food they used to consume; 96.1% of the households of the Palestinian Territory 

reduced the amount of fruit they used to consume; and 81.8% reduced the amount of food 

they used to consume before the Intifada.  

 

3.4 Economic steadfastness strategies if the Palestinian households 
 

Results indicate that the households in the Palestinian Territory relied in their economic 

steadfastness during the past 12 months on a number of sources/ways. 80.3% of the 

households said that they relied on their monthly income to be able to hold on during the past 

12 months, including 80.4% in the West Bank and 80.2% in Gaza Strip. 74.3% of the 

households stated that they postponed bills payment, including 70.3% in the West Bank and 

82.1% in Gaza Strip. 71.9% of the households (65.2% in the West Bank and 85.0% in Gaza 

Strip) said they reduced their monthly expenditures. 

 

20.3% of the households in the Palestinian Territory stated that they can hold on from an 

economic perspective for more than a year compared to 26.3% of households that suffered 

from dangerous economic situation and did not know how to provide for their basic needs. 

21.8% of the West Bank households said they could not hold on economically during the 

coming period for more than a year compared to 17.3% of the Gaza Strip households. 
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According to results, 51.6% of the Palestinian households' economic situation have been 

directly and indirectly affected by the unpaid salaries of the public sector employees (26.6% 

have their economic situation directly affected compared to 25.0% who have their economic 

situation indirectly affected). 57.0% of the poor households stated that their households' 

economic situation have been directly and indirectly affected by the unpaid salaries of the 

employees (27.7% have their economic situation directly affected compared to 29.3% who 

have their economic situation indirectly affected).  

 

For the households that have been affected by the unpaid salaries to cover their expenditures, 

they relied mainly on reducing their expenditures, postpone bill payment, buy on credit, and 

give priority to children needs on adults account. Noticeably, the percentage of households 

that relied mainly on their savings dropped, which means that most households have used up 

their savings. 

 

3.5 Humanitarian aid 
 

29.4% of the households or one/some of their members in the Palestinian Territory received 

aid during the second quarter of 2006, including 15.3% in the West Bank and 56.9% in Gaza 

Strip. 84.8% of the households that received aid were poor households (approximately 25.3% 

of the total households in the Palestinian Territory).  

 

47.8% of the households stated that they received a total of 200 Israeli shekels in aid during 

the second quarter of 2006 compared to 27.7% that received 300 shekels. The average 

amount of monthly aid that households received from different sources totaled 489 shekels 

(143 shekels per household) compared with 420 shekels for the poor households that received 

aid (160 shekels per poor household in the Palestinian Territory).  

 

The UNRWA occupied the first place with respect to the frequency of giving out aid at 

45.6% followed by aid from the Authority institutions (including Social Affairs) at 19.5%, 

from family and friends at 16.3% and from charitable and religious organizations including 

the Zakat committees at 4.6%. 

 

According to results, 77.9% of the type of aid was food (including 62.4% in the West Bank 

and 86.7% in Gaza Strip). 17.7% of the aid was cash including 31.1% in the West Bank and 

10.2% in Gaza Strip. 

 

Results indicate that 44.7% of the households in the Palestinian Territory during the second 

half of 2006 expressed need for food as a top priority; 13.0% of the households expressed 

need for work; 19.7% expressed need for money; 6.2% expressed need for education; and 

8.5% expressed the need for medical treatment as a top priority. 

 

3.6 Access to health services 
 

According to results, the military roadblocks blocked health services for 35.6% of the 

Palestinian households and the Israeli siege blocked health services for 45.0% of the 

households. 51.3% of the households pointed out that the increase in treatment prevented 

access to medical treatment. 24.9% of the households stated that the distance of the health 

center constituted a barrier to obtaining health services. Moreover, 27.7% of the households 

stated that the failure to arrive on behalf of the medical teams blocked obtaining health 

services. 
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3.7 Outbound tourism 
   

8.5% of the Palestinian households (the household or one/some of its members) traveled 

abroad during the first quarter of 2006. According to results, the main reason for such 

traveling outside the Palestinian Territory is to visit relatives at 34.3% followed by 31.2% 

who traveled in order to receive medical treatment. The average Palestinian household 

spending during outbound tourism is according to results 1,109.8 US dollars including 859.0 

dollars for Gaza Strip households compared to 1,283.7 for the West Bank households. 

 

The average of staying abroad totaled 19.2 nights including 20.2 for the West Bank and 17.8 

for Gaza Strip. According to results, 81.9% of the household organized their own outbound 

tourism; whereas 12.0% of the households relied on travel agents to organize their trips and 

6.1% relied on other ways. 91.5% of the Palestinian households did not go on tourism trips 

during the first half of 2006 mainly because of the economic situation of the Palestinian 

households. The percentage of households that could not travel because of economic and 

financial conditions reached 51.3%; whereas 42.9% of the households could not travel 

because they did not need to do so. 

 

3.8 Home gardens 
 

23.6% of the Palestinian households in the Palestinian Territory have a garden at home 

including 27.9% in the West Bank and 15.4% in Gaza Strip. According to results, 67.7% of 

the home gardens in the Palestinian Territory are of an area of 1-200 square meters. The 

average area of a garden in the Palestinian Territory is 251 square meters. Upon comparing 

the West Bank to Gaza Strip, it is found that the average area of a West Bank Garden is 274 

square meters and for Gaza Strip is 173 square meters. 

 

The highest percentage of households with a home garden is in Salfeet governorate at 51.8% 

followed by Tubas region at 39.8%. Results indicate that 91.6% of the households with home 

garden in the Palestinian Territory have more than one type of gardening trees; however, the 

percentage of households that have olive trees only totaled 2.8% and the households with 

vine trees only 2.0%. 

 

The percentage of households that carry out agricultural activities and have vegetables and 

field crops in the home garden in the Palestinian Territory is 89.9% of the households with 

home garden. The percentage of households who have vegetables only totaled 6.3% and 

those with field crops only reached 3.9%. 

 

9.1% of the Palestinian households in the Palestinian Territory raise productive animals in 

their home gardens including 9.4% in the West Bank and 8.5% in Gaza Strip. The 

governorate with most raising of productive animal is Salfeet governorate at 19.6% followed 

by Qalqilia governorate at 17.8%. The percentage of households that raise poultry in the 

home garden in the Palestinian Territory is 40.5% of the households that raise productive 

animals in their home gardens. The percentage of households that raise a multiplicity of 

productive animals in their home garden is 23.5%. 

 

3.9 Quality of life 
 

Under the current conditions, which the Palestinian people undergo, talking about the quality 

of life is like a dream that every Palestinian dreams of for a better tomorrow and a brighter 

future and data support this notion. According to data, one quarter of the individuals aged 15 
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and above are unhappy with their health conditions including 22.6% in the West Bank and 

23.9% in Gaza Strip. The extent of desperation Palestinian live in is prevailed in the fact that 

approximately one third of those individuals are unsatisfied with their sleep including 28.6% 

in the West Bank and 38.4% in Gaza Strip. Moreover, 61.5% of those individuals do not 

have the money to pay for their daily needs and more than half of them do not feel secure in 

their daily life or have a feeling of little security.  
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Chapter Four 

 

Methodology 
 

The survey of the impact of the Israeli unilateral measures 2006 included a number of steps. 

The first step was forming a technical committee of the experts of PCBS. Work started with 

specifying the needs and objectives through meetings and discussions with different relevant 

parties and reviewing of the international recommendations and countries experiments in 

conducting surveys. The designing of the shape and content of the questionnaire followed; 

this was carried out within teamwork framework.  

 

4.1: The Survey Questionnaire: 
 

In light of specifying the data needs, the questionnaire was developed after reviewing 

international recommendations and experiments in this area. This included holding a 

workshop at PCBS within the framework of debate among producers and users. The 

workshop was held on May 29, 2006 to discuss the survey indicators. 

 

The Questionnaire for this survey, 2006, consists of the following parts in addition to the 

introductory data and quality control: 

 

1. Household members' data section:  

Identification data and quality control criteria, household members' data that include data on 

demographic, social and economic characteristics such as: the relationship with the head of 

the household, age, sex, refugee status, education, main profession, and migration. 

 

2. Household section: 

Household section includes information on the household such as the characteristics of the 

housing of the household such as the number of rooms, ownership of the housing, connection 

with public services such as water, electricity, sewers. Also, the section includes information 

on availability of long-lasting goods such as television, telephone line, refrigerator…etc. and 

the reality about the households' holding on under the Israeli measures with respect to the 

length of being able to hold on and the measures taken by the household to hold on and the 

aid the household received and the provider of such aid. 

 

3. Opinion trends section: 

This section includes the opinions of the individuals aged 15 and above about the life of the 

household in general, the quality of the life of the individuals, and an assessment of the 

performance of the current Palestinian government.  

 

4.2: Sample and Sampling Frame 
 

4.2.1: Target Population 

The target population consists of all Palestinian households that usually reside in the 

Palestinian Territory.   

 

4.2.2: Sampling Frame 

The sampling frame is the list of enumeration areas peculiar to the 1997 Population, Housing 

and Establishment Census.  Enumeration areas are residential areas containing about 150 

housing units in average. 
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4.2.3: Sample Size 

The sample size is, 8,077 households  

 

4.2.4: Sample Design 

The sample strata have been designed on two levels: 

1) First level: the governorate (16 governorates). 

2) Second level: type of locality (urban, rural and camps). 

 

4.2.5: Sample Distribution 

The sample was distributed by allocation proportionally.   

 

4.2.6: Weighting 

Weights have been calculated for each sampling unit.  Weight reflects the sampling 

procedures.  To make the weighing procedure feasible and simple, we assumed that the 

households have been selected directly within the EA. 

 

Adjusted weights are important to reduce bias resulting from non-responses. Also “adjusting” 

has given consideration to demographic changes since the time of the Population, Housing 

and Establishments Census, 1997 and the time of carrying out the survey. 

 

Furthermore, when adjusting weights and estimation of the size of population in the 

Palestinian Territory and their distribution according to age groups in the midst of the second 

quarter, 2006. Therefore, the results, changes and ratios of this survey represent the reality in 

the Palestinian Territory during that period. 

 

4.2.7: Variance Calculation 

It is necessary to compute standard errors of the principal survey estimations, so that a user 

can identify the accuracy of estimations and the survey reliability.  Total error of the survey 

can be divided into two kinds: statistical errors; and, non-statistical errors.  Non-statistical 

errors are related to the procedures of statistical work at different stages such as the failure to 

explain questions in the questionnaire, unwillingness or inability to provide correct responses, 

bad statistical coverage, etc. These errors depend on the nature of the work, training, 

supervision, efficiency of design, and conducting with all the various related activities. 

 

The working team in the spared no effort at the different stages, to minimize non-statistical 

errors; however, it is difficult to estimate numerically such errors due to absence of technical 

computation methods based on theoretical principles to tackle them. 

 

On the other hand, statistical errors can be measured. Frequently they are measured by the 

stranded error, which is the positive square root of the variance.  The variance of this survey 

has been computed by using the “programming package” CENVAR whereby the method of 

Ultimate Cluster is used to calculate variance. 

 

4.3: Reference Date: 
 

The survey was conducted between June 4, 2006 and June 15, 2006. The reference date for 

the survey was the interview date. 
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4.4: Field Work Operations 

 

4.4.1: Instructions and Training manual 

The training manual covered all aspects dealing with fieldwork and filling in questionnaires. 

Moreover, it dealt with the tasks of each fieldworker, interviewing, and questionnaires’ 

completion.  More training manuals for supervisors and editors were prepared in order to 

secure team training and success of project.  A training course was held in Ramallah and in 

Gaza city on May 28
th
, 2006, and was completed on June 1

st
, 2006 with the participation of 

155 trainees.  Training lasted for 4 days for fieldworkers and additional one day for 

supervisors, editors, and assistants.  

 

The training of trainees was divided into two parts: The first part discussed general issues 

such as designing statistical surveys, reaching selected households, interviewing, tasks and 

duties and running the fieldwork. The second part emphasized the objectives of the Survey 

and allowed exercises on filling in questionnaires. 

 

4.4.2: Main fieldwork 

A plan for the fieldwork for both regions was placed.  At this stage, the fieldwork team and 

the tools (questionnaires, maps, sample lists) were prepared. Two teams were set up to carry 

out the fieldwork: 

 

Team one: It included 73 interviewers, 15 supervisors, and 9 assistants. They were divided in 

the northern, middle, and southern areas of the West Bank. 

 

Team two: Included 38 interviewers, 6 supervisors and 4 assistants.  They were divided in the 

northern, central, and southern parts of Gaza Strip. 

 

4.4.3: Data editing in the field 

The project’s management developed a clear mechanism for editing the data and trained the 

team of editors accordingly. The mechanism was as follows: 

 

• Receiving completed questionnaires on daily basis; 

• Checking each questionnaire to make sure that they were completed and that the data 

covered all eligible individuals.  Checks also focused on the accuracy of the answers 

to the questions. 

• Returning the uncompleted questionnaires as well as those with errors to the field for 

completion. 

      

4.4.4: Following up and supervision 

Special follow-up patterns were designed for handing in and receiving questionnaires for all 

levels as well as the daily accomplishments of the interviewers. Supervisors had the task of 

allocating work to the teams using the map and the list.  They provided daily and weekly 

reports to the fieldwork coordinator and the project’s administration explaining the completed 

interviews, refusal cases, the inapplicable cases such as vacant housing units, interviews were 

results were not determined, and the cases that could not be communicated (after three contact 

attempts). The reports also included the technicians and coordinators’ supervisory field visits.

4.5: Data Processing  
 

4.5.1: Preparation of Data Entry Program 

At this stage data entry program has been prepared using ACCESS package.  Data entry 

screens have been designed. Also, rules of entry have been put, in a manner that guarantees 

successful entry of questionnaires and verification instructions to check data after each entry. 

These instructions examine the variables on the questionnaire level. 

 

4.5.2: Data Entry 

 

After having designed the data entry program and testing it to verify readiness; and, after 

having trained staff on dealing with data entry program, data entry started on June 10
th
, 2006 

and finished in May 25
th
, 2006. The process of data entry was correlated with receipt of 

questionnaires from the field, whereby 20 staff members have been engaged in data entry and 

verification of questionnaires.  Data entry has taken place during two shifts, morning and 

evening, to secure achievement of data entry on time. 

 

Final tabulation of results was performed using the statistical package SPSS for Windows 

(version 12.0). 
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Chapter Five 
 

Data Quality 
 
5.1: Introduction 
Since the data reported here are based on a sample survey and not on complete enumeration, 

they are subjected to two main types of errors: sampling errors and non-sampling errors.   

 

Sampling errors are random outcomes of the sample design and are, therefore, easily 

measurable. 
 
Non-sampling errors can occur at various stages of the survey implementation in data 

collection and data processing and are generally difficult to be evaluated statistically.  They 

cover a wide range of errors, including errors resulting from non-response, sample frame 

coverage, data processing and response (both respondent and interviewer-related).  The use of 

effective training and supervision and the careful design of questions are measures that have 

direct bearing on the magnitude of non-sampling errors and, hence, on the quality of the 

resulting data. 

 

5.2: Evaluation of Demographic and Social Data 

There are different methods to evaluate data varying according to subjects and they include: 

1. Frequency of missing values and responses like “other” or “Do not know” and examining 

data inconsistency between the different sections like birth date and other sections. 
 

2. Comparison of survey data with other external sources of countries similar in situation to 

the Palestinian Territory; and also, with results of surveys related that have been 

completed in the Palestinian Territory like the Population, Housing and Establishments 

Census-1997 and other Surveys. 
 

Demographic Characteristics Related to Birth Date: 

Eligible individual is identified according to birth date obtained from birth certificate, identity 

card or any other official document.  There could be some errors in age of individuals with no 

such documents. Accuracy in identifying birth date is due to the fact that the survey focuses 

on specified age groups, as age is all-important in shaping the individual’s opinion. We have 

based our computation of age on the individual’s birth date and date of interview 20/04/2006. 

 

Errors on recording age result from age reporting while providing information; the lack of 

comprehending the question peculiar to age; and, error of data entry on age. Most important: 

the ignorance of actual age by the respondent. Errors of reporting age are common to all 

surveys and this survey is no exception. However; the level of errors committed and the risk 

encountered varies from one survey to another. It is worth noting that when questions relating 

to the whole number of years of age and birth dates have been posed, official documents have 

been used to obtain data for this survey.
