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Introduction

Demographics are a vital part of development and planning for all nations and societies on
political, social and economic levels. In Palestine, demographics are especially important as
the population plays a fundamental role in comprehensive Palestinian development and
economic progress, especially in light of limited natural resources and political options. It is
within this context that the PCBS has prepared this report to serve as a database and a basic
starting point for the establishment of a Palestinian population policy.

This report contains the results of the latest official censuses and the most significant
statistical indicators on the number of Palestinians throughout the world, along with other
demographic facts. PCBS used data available from a variety of sources, including the census
and surveys conducted by PCBS, in addition to the administrative records of relevant
Palestinian ministries and institutions.

The report contains the most up to date estimates of the number of Palestinians in the
Diaspora and inside Israel and their most significant demographic features. The report also
supplies updated estimates of the number of Palestinians living in the West Bank and Gaza
Strip based on the latest available data.

The formulation of comprehensive data on the Palestinian population is a thorny and complex
issue due to objective reasons related to the sources of data and the fact that some Palestinians
who live abroad integrate into the host countries, making it difficult to obtain data on
Palestinians residing in those countries.

Despite the fact that the PCBS used the database provided by UNRWA on the number of
Palestinians in the areas where it operates outside Palestine, including Jordan, Syria and
Lebanon, these data remain incomplete due to difficulties and errors in the registration of
Palestinian refugees, added to the fact that not all Palestinians living abroad are refugees.

In the wake of more than four decades of Israeli occupation of the West Bank and Gaza Strip
following the catastrophe that scattered Palestinians throughout the world, this report is a
serious attempt by the PCBS to put the reader, the planner and the decision maker in the
overall picture of the number of Palestinians and their most significant demographic features.

We hope that those who seek information from this report will find what they need for
planning and development towards an independent Palestinian state with Jerusalem as its
capital and the return of Palestinian refugees to their homes.

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Executive Summary

- The population of Palestinians in the world at the end of 2014 is estimated at 12.10 million,
of whom 4.62 million live in State of Palestine; they constitute about 38.2% of all
Palestinians in the world.

- It is anticipated that the Palestinian population and the Jewish population in historical
Palestine will be equal by the end of 2016. By the end of 2020, Jews will make up 49.0%
of the total population: there will be 6.87 million Jews compared to 7.14 million
Palestinians.

- Data available on Palestinians living in Jordan show that the total fertility rate among
Palestinians was 3.3 births per woman in 2010. The average household size was 4.8
persons during 2010.

- Data available on Palestinians living in Syria in 2009 indicated that the percentage of the
population aged below 15 years was 33.1% and 4.4% were 65 years and over of age. The
overall fertility rate for Palestinians living in Syria was 2.5 births per woman and the
average Palestinian household size was 4.1 persons in 2010.

- Data available on Palestinians living in Lebanon in 2011 indicated that the percentage of
individuals under 15 years of age was 31.1% while those 65 years and over of age made up
6.1%. The total fertility rate for Palestinians living in Lebanon was 2.8 births per woman
and the average Palestinian household size was 4.4 persons in 2011.

- Data available on Palestinians living in Israel in 2013 indicated that the percentage of
individuals under 15 years of age was 35.4%, while the percentage of individuals 65 years
and over of age was 4.3%. The overall fertility rate was 3.4 births per woman and the
average Palestinian household size was 4.8 persons in 2013.

- In State of Palestine, 2.83 million Palestinians live in the West Bank (61.2%) and 1.79
million Palestinians live in Gaza Strip (38.8%) end of 2014.

- Data for 2014 indicate that 43.1% of Palestinians living in State of Palestine are refugees,
making up 27.3% of the total population of the West Bank. Refugees make up 68.0% of
the total population of Gaza Strip.

- Data indicated that the dependency ratio in State of Palestine has fallen from 101.3 in 1997
to 74.6 in 2014.

- Data indicate that there was a slight increase in the median age in State of Palestine in the
period 1997-2014 from 16.4 years in 1997 to 19.6 years in 2014.

- The crude birth rate in State of Palestine has fallen from 42.7 births per 1000 population in
1997 to 32.3 births per 1000 population in 2014. The rate is expected to total 29.0 births in
2020. Meanwhile, the crude death rate has fallen from 4.9 deaths per 1000 population in
1997 to 3.7 deaths per 1000 population in 2014. The rate is expected to be 3.4 by 2020.

- The population growth rate in the State of Palestine was 2.90%: 2.59% in the West Bank
and 3.41% in Gaza Strip in 2014.

- The average household size decreased to 5.2 persons in 2013 compared to 6.4 persons in
1997.

- Life expectancy in State of Palestine in 2014 was 73.2 years: 71.8 years for men and 74.7
years for women.
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Chapter One

Reporting Methodology

The formulation of development plans and social development in State of Palestine require the
availability of several indicators relating to demographic characteristics and population. The
main indicators are those on population and population distribution. As a commitment to the
Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics (PCBS) policy of periodically updating population
estimates and demographic indicators, this report was prepared to provide up to date and
reliable data on these fields for users, researchers, scholars, and planners.

The process of collecting statistical data on the Palestinian people throughout the world faces
many professional, financial, and political difficulties. Surveys and direct field studies cannot
be conducted in many of the countries hosting Palestinians. The technical framework necessary
for the selection of statistical samples or studied theory surveys and field studies is lacking. In
addition, the integration of the Palestinian people into the communities in which they reside
makes the counting process very difficult, in addition to the financial cost.

There are also political obstacles to studies and field surveys in other countries since these may
conflict with the principles of sovereignty of those states. For all these reasons, the PCBS
attempts to conduct several activities in line with prevailing conditions so that, in terms of
professionalism, they can produce the best estimates within the available resources.

1.1 Data Sources and Methodology

Data in this report are based on a number of field surveys and censuses carried out by PCBS in
Palestine and field surveys conducted in host countries. In addition, other sources were used,
including administrative records available to international organizations, studies conducted by
establishments and individuals to estimate the number of Palestinians and their demographic
and social characteristics, including the report of the Commissioner General of UNRWA, and
websites belonging to centers dealing with the Palestinian issue around the world.

Data related to the Palestinian population in Israel are based on the Israeli Central Bureau of
Statistics (Statistical Abstract) No. 65 for 2014.

It is very complicated to obtain data on Palestinians residing in Israel since the data resources
are limited to the lIsraeli Central Bureau of Statistics. Their methodology is based on the
calculation of all Arabs and Palestinians within the state of Israel, including the Syrian Golan
Heights and the J1 province of Jerusalem, in addition to the areas of Palestine occupied in
1948. Therefore, in calculating the Palestinian population in Israel, the J1* population was
excluded from the number of people in Jerusalem governorate.

In regard to Palestinians in State of Palestine, figures are taken from revised estimates based on
the latest data. The data were prepared by the PCBS from the results of the population, housing
and establishments survey of 2007 and based on a developed hypothesis of anticipated trends in
fertility, death rates, and international immigration of Palestinians into State of Palestine in
future years.

Data on Palestinians in Jordan are taken from estimates of the United Nations Relief and Works
Agency (UNRWA), in addition to surveys conducted in collaboration with a number of

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international organizations in Jordan. The UNRWA records indicate that the registered number
of Palestinian refugees in Jordan was 2,154,486 million at January 2014.

Data for the Palestinian population in Syria are based on surveys conducted in cooperation with
international organizations and reports of the Commissioner General of UNRWA and derived
from the records of the agency. The UNRWA records indicate that the number of registered
refugees in Syria was 569,645 at January 2014.2

Data for the Palestinian population in Lebanon are based on surveys conducted there in
cooperation with international organizations and reports of the Commissioner General of
UNRWA and the records of the agency. The UNRWA records show that the number of
Palestinian refugees registered in Lebanon was 483,375 at January 2014.

Data on the Palestinian population in other Arab states and foreign countries are derived from
the estimates of researchers, associations and Palestinian centers.

1.2 Population Projection Assumptions
1. Palestinians in State of Palestine: Projections of the number of Palestinians in State of
Palestine are based on the following assumptions:
e The decline of the total fertility rate by 30% during 2007-2025 in the West Bank
and Gaza Strip.
e Decline of infant mortality rates by 50% during 2007-2025 in both the West Bank
and Gaza Strip.
e The presumption of net international immigration equal to zero from 2007 to the
end of the projection period in 2025.
2. Palestinians in Israel: The current annual growth rate is adopted, which is 2.2%
according to data from the Israeli Bureau of Statistics.
3. Palestinians in Arab states: It has been assumed as a steady growth rate of 2.2%.
4. Palestinians in foreign countries: It has been assumed as a fixed growth rate of 1.5%.

1.3 Report Structure

The report constitutes a preface and four chapters. Chapter one comprises the methodology.
Chapter two presents a report on Palestinians in Diaspora and in historical Palestine (estimating
the number of Palestinians in the world and the demographic characteristics of Palestinians
living in Jordan, Syria, Lebanon, and Israel). Chapter three focuses on end of year estimates of
the Palestinian population in Palestine, the percentage distribution of population by selected
age groups, sex ratio, refugee status, and other specific demographic characteristics. Finally,
chapter four presents the concepts and definitions.

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Chapter Two

Palestinians in Diaspora and in Historical Palestine

This chapter presents a summary of the most important demographic and population indicators
of Palestinians in the Diaspora and in historical Palestine.

2.1 Estimated World Population of Palestinians

12.10 Million Palestinians in the World at the End of 2014

There are estimated to be 12.10 million Palestinians in the world at the end of 2014, distributed
according to location as follows: 4.62 million in Palestine, which is 38.2% of the Palestinian
world population; 1.46 million in Israel 12.1%; 5.34 million in Arab countries 44.1%; and 675
thousand in foreign countries 5.6%.

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2.2 Estimated Number of Palestinians and Jews in Historical Palestine

7.14 Million Palestinians Compared to 6.87 Million Jews in 2020 in Historical Palestine

PCBS estimates indicate that there were around 6.08 million Palestinians living in historical
Palestine at the end of 2014. There were 6.10 million Jews at the end of 2013 according to
estimates by the Israeli Central Bureau of Statistics and the number is expected to reach 6.21
million Jews by the end of 2014. The number of Palestinians and Jews will total about 6.42
million each by the end of 2016 providing current growth rates remain constant. However, the
number of Palestinians in historical Palestine will total 7.14 million compared to 6.87 million
Jews by the end of 2020.3

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2.3 Demographic Aspects of Palestinians in Diaspora and Israel

e Palestinians in Jordan

Data indicate that the size of Palestinian households is 4.8 persons and the annual growth rate is
2.2%. The average fertility of Palestinian women in Jordan is around 3.3 births per woman
with a crude birth rate of 29.2 births per thousand. The infant mortality rate in Palestinian
refugee camps in Jordan was 22.6 deaths per thousand live births in 2010, while the mortality
rate of children up to five years of age was 25.7 deaths per thousand live births in 2010.*

The socio-economic conditions of the Jordan's Palestinian camp refugees study 2011, which
prepared by FAFO shows that 39.9% of persons in the palestinian camps refugees in Jordan
aged under 15 year old , while the percentage of elderly (65 years and over) was 4.3%, and the
average of household size was 5.1 persons.

e Palestinians in Syria

The data available on Palestinians living in Syria showed that 33.1% of the population were
below the age of 15 while 4.4% were aged 65 years and over in 2009.° Data also indicate that
the size of a Palestinian household was 4.1 individuals in 2010 and population growth was
1.6% for the same year. The total fertility in 2010 of Palestinians in Syria was 2.5 births for
each woman and the crude birth rate was 29.2 per thousand of total population. The infant
mortality in 2010 was 28.2 deaths per thousand live births and the mortality rate among
children below five years of age was 31.5 deaths per thousand births.’

In 2006, in the Palestinian population aged 15 years and over in Syria, 48.3% of males were
unmarried and 40.8% of females. The highest percentage of unmarried individuals was in the
15-19 age group: 100% of males and 92.7% of females. Widows in the Palestinian population
living in Syria made up 4.2% of females widowers compared to 0.5% of males widowers.?

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e Palestinians in Lebanon

Data available on Palestinians living in Lebanon in 2011 showed that 31.1% of the population
were below the age of 15 and 6.1% were aged 65 years and over. The sex ratio was 98.2 males
per hundred females in 2011. The data also indicated that the percentage of unmarried female
Palestinians in Lebanon (12 years and over) was 43.7%; the percentage of married women was
52.2%, the percentage of divorced women was 2.3%, the percentage of widows was 1.7% and
the percentage of separated was 0.1% in 2011.

Data available for 2011 indicate that the average Palestinian household size was 4.4 persons,
the total fertility rate was 2.8 births per woman, the infant mortality rate was 15.0 per thousand
live births and the mortality rate for children below the age of five was 17.0 per thousand live
births in the same year.®

e Palestinians in Israel

The estimated number of Palestinians living in Israel at the end of 2014 was 1.46 million. Data
available on Palestinians living in Israel in 2013 show that 35.4% of the population were below
the age of 15 and 4.3% were aged 65 years and over.

The total fertility rate for Palestinians living in Israel was 3.4 births per woman in 2013. This
rate is higher than the Israeli fertility rate of 3.1 births per woman for the same year. The
Palestinian household size was 4.8 persons in 2013. The crude birth rate was 23.5 births per
thousand of total population and the crude death rate was 2.7 per thousand. The infant mortality
rate in 2013 was 6.1 per thousand live births and the sex ratio was 102.2 males per hundred
females.™

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Chapter Three

Palestinians in State of Palestine

This chapter summarizes the most important population and demographic indicators in State of
Palestine at the end of 2014 based on a variety of sources.

4.62 Million of Population in State of Palestine at the End of 2014

The estimated population of Palestinians in State of Palestine at the end of 2014 was 4.62
million: 2.83 million in the West Bank 61.2% and 1.79 million 38.8% in Gaza Strip. The
highest population was in Hebron with 15.1% of the total population, followed by Gaza
governorate with 13.4% and the Jerusalem population with 9.0%. Jericho and Al Aghwar had
the lowest population rate of 1.1%.

Percentage Distribution of Population in State of Palestine by Governorate,
End 2014
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43.1% of Palestinian Population in State of Palestine are Refugees

Estimates for 2014 indicate that 43.1% of the total Palestinian population in State of Palestine
are refugees, estimated in number at 1.99 million: 772 thousand in the West Bank (27.3% of
the total West Bank population) and 1.22 million in Gaza Strip (68.0% of the total population
of Gaza Strip).

39.6% of Population in State of Palestine Below Age of 15 Years

Palestinian society is young with 39.6% of the population aged below 15 years at the end of
2014. There were distinct regional differences: 37.4% in the West Bank compared to 43.1% in
Gaza Strip. The percentage of those aged 65 years old and over was 2.9%: 3.2% in the West
Bank and 2.4% in Gaza Strip.
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Sex Ratio in State of Palestine is 103.3 Males per 100 Females

At the end of 2014, there were 2.35 million males in State of Palestine compared to 2.27
females, a sex ratio of 103.3. In the West Bank, there were 1.44 million males and 1.39 million
females, a sex ratio of 103.3. In Gaza Strip, there were 909 thousand males and 881 thousand
females, a sex ratio of 103.3.

High Dependency Ratio in State of Palestine

Data indicate that the dependency rate decreased in State of Palestine from 101.3 in 1997 to
74.6 in 2014, but there was a distinct difference between the West Bank and Gaza Strip. The
rate decreased in the West Bank from 94.7 in 1997 to 69.3 in 2014, while in Gaza Strip the rate
decreased from 114.5 in 1997 to 83.8 in 2014.

19.6 Years is the Median Age in State of Palestine

There has been a slight increase in the median age in State of Palestine during 1997-2014: the
median age increased from 16.4 years in 1997 to 19.6 years in 2014. In the West Bank, the
median age increased from 17.4 years in 1997 to 20.6 years in 2014, while in Gaza Strip it
increased from 14.8 in 1997 to 18.1 years in 2014.

Decline in Crude Birth Rates in State of Palestine

Population projections indicate that the crude birth rate in State of Palestine will decline from
32.3 births per thousand of population in 2014 to 29.0 births in 2020. The crude birth rate
varied between 29.4 births in the West Bank and 36.8 births in Gaza Strip in 2014,

Decline in Crude Death Rates in State of Palestine

Crude death rates are relatively low compared to those prevailing in Arab countries. Crude
death rates are expected to decline from 3.7 deaths per 1000 population in 2014 to 3.4 deaths
per 1000 population by 2020. The crude death rate should decrease from 3.8 deaths per
thousand population in 2014 in the West Bank to 3.5 deaths per thousand population by 2020,
while in Gaza Strip it should decrease from 3.5 deaths per thousand population in 2014 to 3.1
deaths per thousand population by 2020. This indicates improvements in the quality of life and
public access to medical services.

The Population Growth Rate in State of Palestine was 2.90%

The population growth rate of population increase in State of Palestine in 2014 was 2.90%:
2.59% in the West Bank and 3.41% in Gaza Strip. It is anticipated that this growth rate will
remain stable over the coming five years since the mortality rate is declining and fertility rates
remain high, despite a tendency to slow. This will therefore require appropriate economic and
social policies to deal with the population increase in coming years.

Decline in Household Size in State of Palestine

Data indicate that the household size in State of Palestine decreased from 6.4 in 1997 to 5.2 in
2013. In the West Bank, the average household size decreased to 4.9 persons in 2013
compared to 6.1 in 1997. In Gaza Strip, the average household size decreased to 5.8 persons in
2013 compared to 6.9 in 1997.
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High Fertility Rates in State of Palestine during 2011-2013

The fertility rate in State of Palestine is high compared to other countries due to early marriage,
especially for females, and the desire to have children, in addition to the customs and traditions
prevailing in Palestinian society. However, there are indicators that the fertility rate has begun
to decline over the past decade. According to the results of the Palestinian Multiple Indicator
Cluster Survey 2014 (PMICS), the total fertility rate had decreased to 4.1 births during 2011-
2013 compared to 6.0 births in 1997. The fertility rate continued to be high in Gaza Strip
compared to the West Bank during 1997-2013: 3.7 births during 2011-2013 in the West Bank
compared to 5.6 births in 1997. In Gaza Strip, the fertility rate was 4.5 during 2011-2013
compared to 6.9 in 1997.

The total fertility rate in State of Palestine is high compared to Arab countries: 3.5 births in
Jordan, 3.0 births in Egypt and 2.2 births in Tunisia in 2013.*

Increased Life Expectancy in 2014

As a result of the decrease in the mortality rate in State of Palestine, the life expectancy for
individuals has increased to 73.2 years: 71.8 for males and 74.7 for females in 2014. This
varied by region with life expectancy of 73.6 years in the West Bank: 72.2 years for males and
75.1 for females, while in Gaza Strip life expectancy was 72.6 years: 71.2 years for males and
74.1 for females. Reasons for the increase in life expectancy include improvements in health
care and the gradual decrease of mortality rates among infants and children.

| An increase in Registered Marriages in Palestine by 6.0% in 2013 compared to 2012 |

Data showed that the number of registered marriages in 2013 in Palestine increased in 2012
and reached 42,698 marriage contracts in 2013, compared to 40,292 marriage contracts in 2012
(an increase by 2,406 marriage contracts compared to 2012). The number of registered
marriages in 2013 in West Bank was 25,388 contracts (59.5% of the number of registered
marriages in Palestine), with an increase byl,624 contracts as compared to 2012. In Gaza
Strip, the number of registered marriages amounted to 17,310 contracts in 2013 (40.5% of
number of marriages in Palestine), with an increase by 782 contracts in 2012.

\ An Increase in Crude Marriage Rate in 2013 |

Crude marriage rate reached 9.7 per 1,000 of the population in 2013 in Palestine ( 9.3 cases
in West Bank and 10.2 in Gaza Strip) . Also, it reached 9.4 marriages per 1,000 of the
population in 2012 in Palestine, (9.0 in West Bank and 10.1 in Gaza Strip) .

| Anincrease in registered divorce by 8.2% in Palestine in 2013 compared to 2012 |

The number and incidence of registered divorce in Sharia courts reached 7,114 during 2013 in
Palestine compared to 6574 incident in 2012 (an increase of 540 incident compared to 2012),
on the other hand the number of registered divorces in the Sharia courts in 2013 in West Bank
reached 4,095 cases (representing 57.6% of the number of registered divorces in Sharia courts
in Palestine), with an increase for 2012 of about 346 cases . In Gaza Strip, the number of
registered divorces in the Sharia courts reached 3,019 cases (42.4% of the number of registered
divorces in the Sharia Courts in Palestine in 2013), with an increase of 194 cases in 2012.

Stability in Crude Divorce Rate in Palestine

Crude divorce rate in Palestine amounted to 1.6 divorces per 1,000 of the population in 2013 by
1.5 cases in West Bank and 1.8 cases in Gaza Strip, while in 2012, it reached 1.5 divorces
per 1,000 of the population in Palestine, ( 1.4 in West Bank and 1.7 in Gaza Strip).
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Chapter Four
Concepts and Definitions

Average household size: (Indicator)
An indicator that measures average household size in the target population.

Crude Birth Rate: (Indicator)
The number of live births per 1,000 population in a given year.

Crude Death Rate: (Indicator)
The number of deaths per 1,000 population in a given year.

Crude Marriage Rate (CMR): (Indicator)
The number of marriages per 1,000 population in a given year.

Crude Divorce Rate (CDR): (Indicator)
The number of divorces per 1,000 population in a given year.

Dependency Ratio: (Indicator)
Number of dependants per 100 persons of working age (15-64 years).

Infant Mortality Rate: (Indicator)
Indicator that measures the probability of dying between birth and one year exactly.

Life Expectancy: (Indicator)
Indicator measures the average number of years a born might live if current mortality trends by
age were to continue as it is, and until the death of all members of the borns regiment.

Median Age: (Indicator)
Age that divides the population into two parts of equal size, that is, there are as many persons
with ages over the median as there are with ages below the median.

Growth Rare: (Indicator)
An indicator that measures the difference between the crude birth rate and the crude death rate.

Refugee Status:
This status relates to Palestinians who were forced to leave their land in Palestine when it was
occupied by Israel in 1948. It applies to their male sons and grandchildren.
Registered Refugees: It applies to registered refugees holding refugee registration cards
issued by UNRWA.
Non-Registered Refugees: It applies to unregistered refugees who do not hold refugee
registration cards issued by UNRWA.
Non-Refugee: It applies to any Palestinian not categorized under any of the two
aforementioned status types.

Sex Ratio: (Indicator)
An indicator that measures the number of males per one hundred females in a given year.

Total Fertility Rate: (Indicator)

Indicator that measures the average number of children a hypothetical cohort of women would
have at the end of their reproductive period if they were subject during their whole lives to the
fertility rates of a given period and if they were not subject to mortality.
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
