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Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics
Child Statistics Program (CSP)

The ChildStatistics Program was established
by PCBS in august 1997. csp is objective is to
provide a statistical database on the conditions
of Palestinian children and to measure the
progress achieved to meet their needs as stated
at the 1989 International Convention on
Children. The availability of statistics on
children will increase the public awareness;on
related 1issues enable policy makers and
planners to define existing gaps in
informatuon and to assess the results of their
policies.

The idea of establishing a special program
for Child Statistics at the Palestinian Central
Bureau of Statistics (PCBS) emerged through
the participation of the PCBS in the meetings
of the National Steering Committee
established by the PA in order to prepare a
National Plan for Palestinian Children. This
plan was approved by the PA in 1995.

The National Plan aims to improving the
status and welfare of Palestinian children and
to ensure for them a bright future by providing

the policy makers with reliable statistical data
on the status of their social, economic and
psychological lives.

The Plan’s output Will fulfill a three- fold
purpose of a systematic monitoring of the
changes in the living standards of Palestinian
children; eliminating the existing statistical
gap; and pravision of a reliable statistical basis
for policy planning. As well we create a
national list of indicators according to
international standards and conventions taking
into account the specific circumstances of
Palestine for the purpose of monitoring the
implementation of the different components of
the National Plan of Action. The project aims
to improve the capacity of all concerned
institutions and to provide them with an
updated statistical database.

The successful implementation of the National
Plan resuires  the  collective  and
complementary  effort of all ministries,
institutions and agencies involved in
childhood issues. All activities must be
planned through direct contacts and discussion
with all concerned parties in order to meet
national needs. The program takes into
consideration the need to train potential users
of its data in order to enhance their ability to
integrate statistics in their plans.

Planned activities for 1998/1999 include
producing  annual reports  (Palestinian

Children: Issues and Statistics), pamphlets,
brochures and special topical reports on health,
education, nutrition, child labour etc.; as well
as providing regional and international
organizations with statistics and carrying out
secondary analysis.
