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Chapter One

Jerusalem Under Occupation

Background

Jerusalem, important historical city, has always attracted different peoples and civilizations.
Notwithstanding over twenty-five different attacks and sieges, Jerusalem conquered all
attempts to change its identity and vitality. Jerusalem is the cradle of three monotheistic
faiths and the holiest city of all. It is the first Qiblah of Islam (the direction to which
Muslims turn to pray), the site from which Prophet Mohammad ascended to heaven, and
the site of Christ’s resurrection.

The Jerusalem governorate lies in the center of the West Bank at longitude 35° 4’ 0” and
35° 30’ 0” to the East, and through latitude 31° 43’ 0” and 31° 53’ 0" to the North.

There are 50 communities in Jerusalem Governorate (according to the administrative
divisions of the Population, Housing and Establishments Census of 2017).

Founders and invaders of the Capital of Palestine gave it different names across history;
review of those names has historical significance for researchers. Referring to Jerusalem
under those different names in world documents and manuscripts highlights greed and
conflict over Jerusalem, which has been contested by many civilizations. This is evident
from conflict appears the different names given to the city by the Canaanites, Persians,
Greeks, Romans, and Islamic nations. The Jebusites castle, currently known as Jerusalem,
was built six thousand years ago. This name has had unique and distinctive reverberations
throughout history as a location and civilization.

Major Names of Jerusalem

1. Jebusites Castle: Named after the Jebusites.

2. Jebusites: Named after the Jebusites.

3. Urshalem: Shalem is a Canaanite deity meaning peace.

4.  Ursalem: Salem is a Canaanite name meaning peace.

12. Ya Bayti: An ancient Egyptian name originating from the Canaanite name, which
occurred in hieroglyphic writings.

13. Aelia Capitolina: The initial name of the Roman Emperor Hadrian in 135 AD who
captured Jerusalem at that time.

14. Bayt Al-Magdis: Holy Jerusalem.

15.  AIl-Quds Al-Shareef: Holy Jerusalem.

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In addition, Jerusalem had many names such as Efen, City of Rivers, City of Valleys,
Yuhestic, Nurmistik, Nur Es-Salam, Nur El-Ghasaq, Yara, Keileh, Aryana, Jepsti, Ufel,
Milo, Akra, Antokhia, etc.

Jerusalem Under Israeli Occupation

Jerusalem and other Palestinian towns fell under Israeli military occupation in 1967.
Following its occupation of the West Bank, of which Jerusalem is an integral part, on June
28", 1967, Israel issued its first illegal administrative order, which annexed East Jerusalem
(approximately seven km?) and other areas in the western part of the city (the total area of
which was around 38 km? at that time). This was followed by other illegal procedures,
including the dissolution of the Palestinian Municipal Council; distribution of Israeli
identity cards to Palestinian Jerusalemites; the nullification of Jordanian laws, courts and
banks; the imposition of Israeli curricula on the Palestinian education system; and other
actions. Such measures aimed to remove and cleanse any feature of Arab rule and subject
the land and the population to Israeli control.

In order to create a state of geographic integrity with cities inside Israel, the boundaries of
Jerusalem were extended through the expropriation of more land from the occupied West
Bank, almost a two-fold extension compared to the total area of the Jerusalem Governorate
prior to June 1967. Land annexation was accompanied with the complete destruction of any
Palestinian communities, especially on the western side of the governorate. The demolition
and complete depopulation of three Latroun villages (Emwas, Yalu and Beit Nuba) was a
flagrant example of the ethnic cleansing committed by Israel.

Illegal Israeli procedures then accelerated considerably with the tightening of a settlement
belt around Jerusalem as preventive security and a first line of defense along its borders.
This implied the adoption of a more aggressive land confiscation policy by the Israeli
government, targeting thousands of dunums of Palestinian land under different pretexts.
The final process was the building of the Expansion and Annexation Wall on the borders of
the ‘Jerusalem Municipality’. The construction of the wall in the north completely isolated
many communities (both land and population) in the Jerusalem Governorate, forcing the
population to migrate outside the borders of the wall area.

Despite Palestinian, Arab and international opposition to Israeli policies, following thirteen
years of military occupation of Jerusalem, namely on July 30, 1980, the Israeli Knesset
enacted the Basic Law, which stipulated that “Unified Jerusalem is the capital city of
Israel”.

From Israel’s viewpoint, it has succeeded in encircling Jerusalem and accomplishing its
long-held goal through illegal administrative regulations and measures that have imposed
its authority over the Palestinian part of the city. This includes annexation and domination
of various aspects of the living conditions of the Palestinian people via the creation of new
realities on the ground. Those measures aim to legitimize Israel’s illegal actions and
exclude Arab Jerusalem from the context of relevant UN and international resolutions.

International resolutions and conventions, primarily the Fourth Geneva Convention of

1949, completely prohibit any change in the status of occupied territories. Articles 49 and
53 of the third section of the Fourth Geneva Convention of 1949 prohibit all practices of the

[18]
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Israeli occupation, including demolition, evacuation, depopulation, and endangering the
security and lives of the population.

Communities Destroyed in Jerusalem in 1948
The Israeli occupation played a destructive role in Jerusalem with its measures of
depopulation and land domination. Indeed, it demolished the entire infrastructure of the city
it occupied in 1948. In the same war, it uprooted the indigenous population of the city,
pushing many of them to the Eastern part, while another part of the inhabitants of Jerusalem
settled in other Palestinian Governorates or immigrated to Arab and other countries. The
number of Palestinians depopulated at that time is estimated at 98 thousand persons with
property extending over 272,735 dunums.

Admissions:

A one-person— household:
It is the household comprised of one individual.

Available Beds and Rooms:
It refers to beds and rooms which are ready for use during the reference period. Rooms
closed for maintenance or repairs are excluded.

Apartment:

It is a part of a building or a house, consisting of one room or more and annexed with
kitchen, bathroom and toilet, which are all, closed by external door, leading to the road
through a stair way and/or path way. It is prepared usually for one household.

A Child:

Every human being below the age of eighteen years unless under the law applicable to the
child, majority is attained earlier. Without discrimination of any kind, irrespective of the
child’s or his or her parent’s or legal guardian’s race, color, sex, language, religion, political
or other opinion, national, ethnic or social origin, property, disability, birth or other status.

Aggressor/Ranter:
Any person who practices violence in all its types.

B

Base time:
It is the period to which the current period is being compared.

Base Prices:
Refers to the prices of goods and services in a period to which current prices are being
compared.

Bed:

Available beds in room and hospital halls, which are occupied by patients for at least 24
continuous hours for receiving medical care.
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Building:

A building is defined as any fixed construction that is temporarily or permanently erected
on the surface of the earth or water. A building is surrounded by four walls or with at least
one completed ceiling, regardless of the construction material and the purpose of
construction and utilization at the time of the visit. The building might be utilized for
habitation, for work, for both, vacant, closed, deserted, under preparation or under
construction at the time of the visit.

C

Compensation of Employees:
It is Refers to earnings by residents working abroad as well as payments to non-residents
working in inside.

Composite Family:
Refers to household consisting of at least one nuclear family with other non-relatives.

Computer Use:

For the purposes of this survey, defined as the basic use of the computer (during the last
twelve months), such as opening the computer and files, creating, copying, pasting, and
saving files.

Consumer Price:
A price paid by household to gain a commodity or service.

Consumer Price Index:

It is a statistical tool that is used to measure the average changes in the prices of goods and
services that households consume between two different periods one is called the base
period and the other is the comperison period

Country of Consignments/ destination:
It refers to the country from which goods were dispatched to the importing country, without
any commercial transaction or other operations which change the legal status of the goods
as imports from the country of purchase.

D

Depreciation:

It is the decline, during the course of the accounting period, in the historical value of the
stock of fixed assets owned and used by a producer as a result of physical deterioration,
normal obsolescence or normal accidental damage.

Discharges:

Discharged patient from a hospital after having the diagnostic and curative health care
regardless of the discharged case (cured or dead).
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E

Electric Energy:

It refers to the work done to move an electric charge in a conductor. It is measured in
kilowatt-hour.

Electric Energy = Power (KW) X Time (Hours).

Establishment:

An establishment is an enterprise, or part of an enterprise, that is situated in a single
location and in which only a single productive activity is carried out or in which the
principal productive activity accounts for most of the value added.

Employment:

Persons in employment comprise all persons above a specified age who during a specified
brief period, either one week or one day, were in the following categories: paid
employment; self-employment.

Employed Person:

Persons aged 15 years and over who were at work at least one hour during the reference
period, or who were not at work during the reference period, but held a job or owned
business from which they were temporarily absent (because of illness, vacation, temporarily
stoppage, or any other reason) he\ she was employed, unpaid family member or other. The
employed person is normally classified in one of two categories according to the number of
weekly work hours, i.e. 1-14 work hours and 15 work hours and above. Also the absence
due to sick leave, vacation, temporarily stoppage, or any other reason considered employed
from 1-14 hours.

Employer:

A person who work in an establishment that is totally or partially belonging to him\ her and
hires or supervises the work of one or more waged employees. This includes persons
operating their projects or contracting companies provided they employ a minimum of one
waged employee. Shareholders are not considered employers even if they are working in it.

Economic Activity:
Referring to a process consisting of actions and activities carried out by a certain entity that
uses labor, capital, goods and services to produce specific products (goods and services).

Extended Family:
A family of at least one nuclear family together with other relatives.

Exports:

It refers to whole commodities (goods and services) that are exported or re-exported outside
the country, conditioned with ownership transcription to another economy or to free
customs regions as a discount from the national economy, which results from transaction
with a non-resident economy.
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Elderly:

Is a person who reached 65 years of age and above, and who can no longer carry out his /
her households or work roles because of physical decline. Without discrimination and
irrespective of elder’s age, gender, economic contribution, racial or ethnic background,
disability or other status.

F

Fixed Assets:
Fixed assets are produced assets that are used repeatedly or continuously in production
processes for more than one year.

For Work Housing:
If the housing unit is offered to the household as a result of working relation with one
member of the family or more.

G

Government School:
Any educational institution run by MOE or any other ministry or governmental instrument.

Gross Domestic Product (GDP):

Indicator measures the total value added of all economic activities, which consists output of
goods and services for final use produced by both residents and non-residents, (local factors
of production) and regardless of the distribution of this production, locally or externally.
During a specific period of time and does not include deductions for depreciation of Fixed
capital or deterioration of natural resources.

Guests:
It refers to visitors staying in the hotels and using their facilities. Records of new guests are
based on the number of visits regardless whether it’s the same person or different.

H

Health:
Many definitions exist. As defined by the World Health Organization: “A state of complete
physical, mental and social well-being and not merely the absence of disease or infirmity”.

Health Insurance:

A contract between the insured and the insurer to the effect that in the event of specified
events occurring (determined in the insurance contract), the insurer will pay compensation
either to the insured person or to the health service provider.

Hospital:

An institution whose primary function is to provide services (diagnostic and therapeutic)
for a variety of medical conditions, both surgical and non-surgical. Most hospitals also
provide some outpatient services, particularly emergency care.
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Hotel Beds:

Is the single beds in the hotel and prepared for use by guests with the exception of the beds,
which added to the hotel upon request. A double bed is counted as two beds inside the hotel
room.

Hotel Workers:
It refers to all persons working in the hotel on full or part time bases including owners and
paid or unpaid household members.

Household:

The household is defined as one person or a group of persons with or without a household
relationship, who live in the same housing unit share meals and make joint provision of
food and other essentials of living.

Household Expenditure:

It refers to the amount of Cash spent on purchase of goods and services for living purposes,
and the value of goods and services payments or part of payments received from the
employer, and Cash expenditure spent as taxes (non-commercial or non-industrial), gifts,
contributions, interests on debts and other non-consumption items.

Household Consumption:

It refers to the amount of Cash spent on purchase of goods and services for living purposes,
and the value of goods and service payments or part of payments received from the
employer, and own-produced goods and food, including consumed quantities during the
recording period, and Imputed rent.

Housing Unit:

A building or part of a building constructed for one household only, with one or more
independent entrance leading to the public road without passing through another housing
unit. The unit might not be constructed for living purposes but found occupied with a
household during the enumeration. Likewise, the unit might be utilized for habitation or for
work purposes or both purposes. Also, it might be closed, vacant or occupied by one or
more households during the survey.

House:

A building usually established for the residence of one household or more; it is the typical
form of residential buildings prevailing in Palestine. The house may be comprised of single
story or more that is utilized by a single household. Nevertheless, if the house is divided
into housing units each of which has its own utilities and occupied by a different household,
each housing unit would be classified as an apartment.

Imports:

It refers to whole commodities (goods and services) entering the country by air, land and
sea that are used in consumption, for conversion in the manufacturing sector and for re-
exportation.
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Income:
Cash or in kind revenues for individual or household within a period of time; could be a
week or a month or a year.

Independent Room:
It is a separate room with no kitchen, bathroom nor toilet, but sharing with other households
these basic services, and it is prepared for living.

Information and Communication Technology (ICT):

It is used to describe the tools and the process to access, retrieve, store, organize
manipulate, produce present and exchange information by electronic and other manual
automated mean.

Intermediate Consumption:

Consists of the value of the goods and services consumed as inputs by a process of
production, excluding fixed assets whose consumption is recorded as consumption of fixed
capital.

Internet:

A worldwide public computer network. It provides access to a number of communication
services including the World Wide Web and carries e-mail, news, entertainment and data
files.

Internet Use:

For the purposes of this survey, defined as the basic uses of the Internet (during the last
twelve months), such as access to certain sites, reading newsletters, and downloading files
or programs from the Web.

J

Jerusalem J1 & J2

For pure statistical purposes, Jerusalem Governorate was divided into two parts. (Area J1)
includes those parts of Jerusalem which were annexed by Israeli occupation in 1967. Those
parts include the following localities: (Kafr A'gab, Beit Hanina, Shu'fat Camp, Shu'fat, Al
'Isawiya, Sheikh Jarrah, Wadi al Joz, Bab as Sahira, As Suwwana, At Tur, Jerusalem (Al
Quds), Ash Shayyah, Ras al 'Amud, Silwan, Ath Thuri, Jabal al Mukabbir, As Sawahira al
Gharbiya, Beit Safafa, Sharafat, Sur Bahir, Umm Tuba.). (Area J2): Includes the following
localities: (Rafat, Mikhmas, Qalandiya Camp, Qalandiya, Beit Duqqu, Jaba’, Al Judeira, Ar
Ram & Dahiyat al Bareed, Beit A'nan, Al Jib, Bir Nabala, Beit ljza, Al Qubeiba, Kharayib
Umm al Lahim, Biddu, An Nabi Samwil, Hizma, Beit Hanina al Balad, Qatanna, Beit
Surik, Beit Iksa, A'nata, Al Ka'abina (Tajammu' Badawi), Az Za'ayyem, Al 'Eizariya, Abu
Dis, A'rab al Jahalin (Salamat), As Sawahira ash Shargiya, Ash Sheikh Sa'd).

K

Kindergarten:
Any educational institution licensed by MOE offering education to four or five year olds.
Kindergarten Consists of the first and second grades.
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L

Labor Force:
All persons aged 15 years and above who are either employed or unemployed.

Laspeyres Equation:

An equation used for calculating price indices, which measures comparative period prices
in relation to base period prices multiplied by proportional weight of commodity or goods
groups throughout the base year.

Library:

Any organized collection of printed books and periodicals or of any other graphic or audio-
visual materials, and the services of the staff to provide and facilitate the use of such
materials as are required to meet the informational, research, educational.

Live Birth:
It is any live birth who shouted, cried or shown any signs of live upon delivery, irrespective
of whether he died after that or not.

Local Authority:
The authority that serve the infrastructure services to the locality and is approved by the
Ministry of local Government.

M

Main Economic Activity:
Is the main work of the enterprise based on the (ISIC Rev4) and that contribute by the large
proportion of the value added whenever more than one activity exist in the enterprise.

Main Telephone Lines:
It is a telephone line connecting the subscriber’s terminal equipment to the public switched
network and which has dedicated port in the telephone exchange equipment.

Mixed Holding:

Where the holder has plant and animal holdings, according to the definition of plant and
animal holdings, providing both animal and plant activities and sharing the same means of
production such as labour, farm buildings, machinery, or draught animals.

Monthly Work Days:
Number of days at work during the month, excluding week-ends, holidays, sick and other
paid or unpaid leaves. One hour of work in a given day is considered as one work-day.

Mortality:
Deaths as a component of population change.

Motor Vehicle:
A vehicle fitted with auto propulsive engine, it is normally used for carrying persons or
goods, and drawing vehicles.
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N

Nuclear household:

It is the living household comprised of a couple only; a couple and a son or a daughter (own
not adopted son or daughter) or more; or a male head of a household with a son or a
daughter or more; or a female head of a household with a son or a daughter or more. It is
worthy to note that no other relatives or non — relatives live with this household.

Non-Residential:
When the building is not prepared for residential purposes or more than half of its area was
for residential purpose then it must be classified as industrial, commercial,
educational,...est.

Non-Registered Refugees:
It applies to unregistered refugees who do not hold refugee registration cards issued by
UNRWA.

Non-Refugee:
It applies to any Palestinian not categorized under any of the two aforementioned statuses

O

Occupation:

Occupation refers to the kind of work done during the reference period by the employed
person, or the kind of work done previously if unemployed, irrespective of the Economic
Activity or the employment status of the person. Occupations are grouped together mainly
on the basis of the similarity of skills required to fulfill the tasks and duties of the job.

Output:

It is defined as the goods and services produced by an establishment, excluding the value of
any goods and services used in an activity for which the establishment does not assume the
risk of using the products in production, and excluding the value of goods and services
consumed by the same establishment except for goods and services used for capital
formation (fixed capital or changes in inventories) or own final consumption.

Ownership of the enterprise:

This refers to the ownership of the majority of the capital of the institution (or 51% or
more) can be a special national or foreign private sector or my family or company a
national government or a company foreign government.

Owned Housing:

This category applies when the household or one of the household members (usually live
therein) owns the Housing unit.

P

Persons Outside Labor Force:

The population not economically active comprises all persons 15 years and above, who
were neither employed nor unemployed accordingly to the definitions over. Because they
don’t have any desire to work or because of the availability of another source of income.

Population Register:

A mechanism for the continuous recording of selected information pertaining to each
member of the resident population of a country or area, making it possible to determine up-
to-date information about the size and characteristics of the population at selected points in
time.

Porous Cesspit:
A well or a pit in which night soil and other refuse is stored, constructed with porous walls.

Paid-employed (wage employee):

A person who works for a public or private employer or under it's supervision and receives
remuneration in wage, salary, commission, tips, piece rates or in kind ...etc. This item
includes persons employed in governmental, non — governmental and private institutions
along with those employed in a household enterprise in return for a specific remuneration.

Price Index:
It is statistical tool used for measuring changes in prices of purchased goods and services
during different temporal intervals.

Private School:
Any licensed local or foreign non-governmental educational institution.

Private Car:
A motor vehicle, other than motorcycle intended for the carriage of passengers and
designed to seat no more than 9 persons (including the driver).

Public Water Network:
A network of pipes for the purpose of providing clean water to households. It normally
belongs to a municipality, council or to a private company and for different domestic uses.

Pumped Water:
It is quantity of water that pumped from groundwater wells.

R

Re-Export:
It refers to whole commodities exported outside the country in the same state as they were
imported.

Refugee Status:
This status relates to the Palestinians who were forced to leave their land in Palestine which
occupied by Israel in 1948. It applies to their male sons and grandchildren.
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Registered Refugees:
It applies to registered refugees holding refugee registration cards issued by UNRWA.

Relative Weights:

The percent which reflects the relative significance of economic commodities and services
within the consumer basket or any component of index number which used in mathematical
calculation for the index.

Rented Housing:
If the unit is rented. And the payment is paid on a monthly or annually base. Rented unit
may be with furniture or rented unit without furniture.

Residential:

The building is considered residential if more than half of its total area is prepared for
residential purposes. The building could consist of:  Complete dwellings. Rooms added
to the dwellings. Extension of other facilities, e.g. kitchen, bathroom, cesspool, garage.

Room:

The housing unit or part of the housing unit surrounded with walls and has a ceiling,
provided that its area is not less than 4m2. If the area of the glassy balcony equals or
surpasses more than 4m2 and is used for living purposes, it is considered a room. Likewise,
the salon or living room is considered a room. The kitchen, bathroom, paths and toilet are
not considered rooms. Areas allocated for animals and poultry along with those used for
work purposes only, are not considered rooms.

S

School:
Any educational institution excluding kindergartens, regardless of students’ number and
grade structure.

Sewage Network:

System of collectors, pipelines, conduits and pumps to evacuate wastewater (rainwater,
domestic and other wastewater) from any of the location paces generation either to
municipal sewage treatment plant or to a location place where wastewater is discharged.

Self-Employed:

A person who work in an establishment that is totally or partially belonging to him\her
(partner) and do not hires any wage employees. This includes self-employed who work to
own selves outside establishments.

Solid Waste:

Useless and sometimes hazardous material with low liquid content, solid wastes include
municipal garbage, industrial and commercial waste, sewage sludge, wastes resulting from
agricultural and animal husbandry operations and other connected activities, demolition
wastes and mining residues.
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Springs:
It is water that discharged from the ground at an intersection point between the topographic
surface and the ground water table; it could be permanent or seasonal.

Supplied Water:

It is the quantity of water which has been distributed from its different resources after
collection and treatment for consumers (industrial and commercial establishment, irrigation
utilities and public institutions).

T

Tight Cesspit:
A well or a pit in which night soil and other refuse is stored, constructed with tight walls.

Theft:

The removal of property without the property owner’s consent. Theft includes burglary and
house breaking; it includes the theft of motor vehicles, shoplifting and other minor offenses,
e.g. pilfering and petty theft may or may not be considered as thefts.

The Hotel:

It is defined as an accommodation establishment providing overnight lodging for the
visitors in a room or unit. It should hold a number of persons exceeding that of an average
single family. The establishment must be under one management, and provides various
facilities and services to visitors.

The Boundary Wall:
This is when boundary wall undergoes separate licensing. If the building license includes
the wall, then it is not included herein.

Type of Housing Unit:
Housing unit type may refer to (villa, house, apartment, independent room, marginal, tent
or other).

U

Underemployment:

Underemployment exists when a person’s employment is inadequate in relation to
alternative employment, account being taken of his\her occupational skills. The
underemployed persons are classified into two groups: 1. Visible Underemployment:
which refers to insufficient volume of Employment: Persons worked less than 35 hours
during the reference week or worked less than the normal hours of work in their
occupation were considered as visibly underemployed.2. Invisible Underemployment:
refers to a misapplication of labour resources or fundamental imbalance as between labour
and other factors of production, such as insufficient income.

Unemployed (According to the ILO Standards):
Unemployed persons are those individuals aged 15 years and over who did not work at all
during the reference period, who were not absent from a job, were available for work and
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actively seeking a job during the reference period by one of the following methods
newspaper, registered at employment office, ask friends or relatives or any other method.

Unpaid Family Member:
A person who works without pay in an economic enterprise operated by a related person
living in the same household.

UNRWA School:
Any school run or supervised by UNRWA.

\

Value Added:

Value added is a central concept of production and refers to the generated value of any unit
that carries out any productive activity. Gross value added is defined as the value of gross
output less the value of intermediate consumption. The net value added is defined as the
gross value less the value of fixed capital consumption.

Villa:

A separately established building that is usually constructed from clean stone. It is
constructed for the living of one household and consists of a 2 - suite — single or double or
multiple stories connected through internal stairs. One of the suites is constructed as
bedrooms whereas the second suite is constructed for reception and involves the kitchen
and other related services. In general, the villa is surrounded by a garden, regardless of the
area of this garden, which is surrounded by boarding wall or fence. Villas normally have
roofed parking area (garage). Villas also may include separate small building or extension
as part of them.

w

Wage:
Cash net wage paid to the wage employees for time worked.

Without Payment housing:
If the housing unit is used without any payments.

Y

Yesha Council:

It refers to the council that represents settlers in the West Bank except those parts of
Jerusalem which were annexed by Israeli occupation in 1967. Yesha is also the
representing body of a number of regional councils.
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
