This is
the second survey on these subject matter areas carried out by the Palestinian
Central Bureau of Statistics (PCBS).

PCBS extends its gratitude to all the households, who have contributed to the
success of this vital survey by keeping records of expenditure and consumption
for one month.

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Summary

1. Introduction:

Reliable and current statistics on consumption and expenditure are essential for national
economic and social planning, research, and policy formulation and monitoring. A national-
level survey on consumption and expenditure has not been carried out in the Palestinian
Territories (PT) since 1973. As a result, up-to-date weights for the consumer price index
were lacking. The PCBS has decided to undertake the first nation-wide survey on this topic at
an early stage of its development, filling an important gap in the Palestinian national
statistical system.

The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics (PCBS) has carried out the Second Expenditure
and Consumption Survey (PECS II) from January 1997 through December 1997.

The main purpose of this survey is to provide national-level information on standards of
living and patterns of consumption and expenditure among Palestinian households in the
West Bank and Gaza Strip. The data collected by this survey have many different uses,
including:

* Weights for the consumer price index

* Compiling the national accounts

* Social studies of levels of living and poverty

* Nutrition studies, particularly for vulnerable groups

* Market research as the basis for marketing strategies of private firms

* Social development over time

* Documentation of living conditions of the Palestinians in the PT as a unique
historical record

This report contains preliminary results for the twelve rounds of the survey, January 1997
through December 1997.

2. Concepts and Definitions:

Household: One person or group of two or more persons with or without a
family relationship who live in the same dwelling unit, who share
meals and make joint provisions for food and other essentials of
living.

Head of household: The person who usually lives with the household and is
recognized as head of household by its other members. Often,
he/she is the main decision-maker and responsible for financial
support and welfare of the household at the time the survey is
conducted.

The average household’s monthly expenditure in the Gaza Governorates is (JD
490), of which (JD 186) are spent on food.

The average household’s monthly expenditure on the level of West Bank areas:
North West Bank  (JD 524), of which (JD 205) are spent on food.
Middle West Bank (JD 775), of which (JD 293) are spent on food.

South West Bank  (JD 588), of which (JD 231) are spent on food.

* The average household’s monthly expenditure on housing is (JD 41); (JD 62)
spent on transport and communication; (JD 50) spent on clothing; (JD 33) spent
on furniture, utensils and household operations; (JD 23) spent on medical care,
and (JD 36) spent on education and recreation, (JD 71) spent on zakhat and
charities in cash, taxes in cash, gifts in cash, etc.., (JD 12) spent on personal care
and its needs and (JD 28) spent on tobacco and cigarettes.

3.2 Household Consumption for households of seven persons:

* The average household’s monthly consumption in the Palestinian Territories is
(JD 629), of which (JD 232) are spent on food.

* The average household’s monthly consumption in the West Bank is (JD 670),
of which (JD 251) are spent on food.



The average household’s monthly consumption in Gaza Governorates is (JD
535), of which (JD 189) are spent on food.

The average household’s monthly consumption on the level of West Bank
areas is:

North West Bank (JD 565), of which (JD 218) are spent on food.
Middle West Bank (JD 839), of which (JD 302) are spent on food.
South West Bank (JD 640), of which (JD 243) are spent on food.

The average household’s monthly consumption on housing is (JD 132); (JD
62) on transport and communication, and (JD 50) on clothing; (JD 33) spent on
furniture, utensils and household operations; (JD 23) spent on medical care,
and (JD 36) spent on education, (JD 12) spent on personal care, (JD 28) spent
on tobacco and cigarettes and (JD 16) spent on other non-food consumption.

The average household’s monthly consumption on bread and cereals is (JD
37); (JD 58) on meat and poultry; (JD 4) on fish and sea products; (JD 20) on
dairy products and eggs; (JD 8) on oil and fat; (JD 21) on fruits and nuts; (JD
32) on vegetables, legumes and tubers; (JD 13) on sugar and confectionery;
(JD 20) on other food; (JD 10) on take away food and meals in restaurant, and
(JD 9) on own produced food in kind consumed or given away.



4. Methodology:

4.1 The Questionnaire:

The PECS questionnaire consists of two main parts: (1) A household instrument which
includes a control sheet, household roster, housing schedule, and schedule of source of
income and consumer durable goods; and (2) a special diary for recording items purchased
or consumed.

The instruments were designed following the UN/ILO recommendations for Household
Budget Surveys practiced in most countries since the Second World War. These
recommendations follow the concept of National Accounts (SNA 1993).

4.2 The Sample and the Frame:

The target population in this sample survey comprises all private households living in the
West Bank and Gaza Strip, excluding nomads, students and workers houses.

The sample design is a stratified two-stage design for selection of households to be
interviewed. At the first stage a sample of cells (PSUs) was selected from the PCBS master
sample frame. At the second stage, a sample of households was selected after a complete
household listing of the sampled cells.

The survey sample consists of about 3,600 households distributed over a twelve-month
period, between January and December, 1997. The response rate is 96.6%, which is high in an
international perspective.

4.3 Pilot Survey:

The pilot survey designed for testing the questionnaire, fieldwork procedures and instructions,
data entry template and instructions, and the estimated costs. PECS 1 which was carried out
by PCBS in West Bank and Gaza Strip through the period “October, 95-September, 1996 was
considered as a pilot survey for this survey (PECS 2). PECS 95/96 survey results were
thoroughly evaluated and changes in the plan were made accordingly.

4.4 Field Operations:

Six teams of female interviewers, four in the West Bank and two in Gaza Strip carried out
data collection. Each team consists of a supervisor, a field editor, and 4-5 interviewers.
Fieldwork teams were distributed to the different districts according to sample allocation.

All field staff received a training session combining general theoretical and practical
components. Interviewers, supervisors and editors for the survey were selected from those
who worked in PECS1. Fieldwork procedures and organization were designed to ensure
adequate supervision and the collection of high quality data. To this end, several quality
control measures were used during fieldwork.



An interviewer undertook between 120 and 150 household visits in a month. The households
were asked to keep daily records in a diary during their recording month. The interviewer
transferred the records in a questionnaire on a weekly basis. Data on durable goods were
captured by the recall method for the last 12 months in order to avoid large variance in
estimates when the one-month approach is used.

4.5 Data Processing:

Both data entry and tabulation were performed using the ORACLE and SPSS software
programs. Data entry was organized in 6 files, corresponding to the main parts of the
questionnaire. A data entry template was designed to reflect an exact image of the
questionnaire, and included various electronic checks: logical check, range checks, consisting
checks and cross-validation. Complete manual inspection of results after data entry was
performed, and questionnaires containing field-related errors were sent back to the field for
corrections.

5. Data Quality:

The data reported here are subject to both sampling errors and non-sampling errors. Sampling
errors are due to the sample design, and are, therefore, easily measurable. The description of
estimated variance and the effects of the sample design on sampling errors will be provided in
the Final Report. Non-sampling errors, on the other hand, are difficult to measure. They
include errors resulting from non-response, sample frame coverage, coding and classification,
data processing, and response (both respondent and interviewer-related).
