The program attempts to collate and present comprehensive statistical data on the
Jerusalem governorate and the changes occurring over time to serve as a statistical
monitoring tool.

PCBS is pleased to present this Statistical Yearbook on Jerusalem noting the obstruction of
data collection because of the obstacles and challenges posed by the existing conditions on
the Palestinian society.

This Yearbook presents Jerusalem under Israeli occupation and covers different statistics on
population, demographic reality, social status, geographic and economic. It also presents
statistics about Israeli violations in Jerusalem, including settlements, the confiscation of land,
demolished buildings and confiscated Jerusalemites ID's.

We hope that this publication will be an important reference source on statistical data on
Jerusalem and will enhance the capacity of Palestinian planners, decision makers and
researchers to bring about Palestinian sovereignty of Jerusalem.

Background

Jerusalem, an important historical Islamic Arab city, has always attracted different peoples
and civilizations. It is one of the oldest cities in the world built by Jebusites, Arab Canaanites,
in 3000 B.C. Notwithstanding over twenty-five different attacks and sieges, Jerusalem
conquered all attempts to change its Palestinian identity and vitality. Jerusalem is the cradle
of three monotheistic faiths and the holiest city of all. It is the first Qiblah of Islam (the
direction to which Muslims turn to pray), the site from which Prophet Mohammad ascended
to heaven, and the site of Christ’s resurrection.

The Jerusalem governorate lies in the center of the West Bank at longitude 35° 4’ 0” and 35°
30’ 0" to the East, and through latitude 31° 43’ 0” and 31° 53’ 0" to the North.

There are 50 communities in Jerusalem Governorate (according to the administrative
divisions of the Population, Housing and Establishments Census of 2017).

Founders and invaders of the Capital of Palestine gave it different names across history;
review of those names has historical significance for researchers. Referring to Jerusalem
under those different names in world documents and manuscripts highlights greed and
conflict over Jerusalem, which has been contested by many civilizations. This is evident from
conflict appears the different names given to the city by the Canaanites, Persians, Greeks,
Romans, and Islamic nations. The Jebusites castle, currently known as Jerusalem, was built
six thousand years ago. This name has had unique and distinctive reverberations throughout
history as a location and civilization.

Major Names of Jerusalem

Jebusites Castle: Named after the Jebusites.

Jebusites: Named after the Jebusites.

Urshalem: Shalem is a Canaanite deity meaning peace.

Ursalem: Salem is a Canaanite name meaning peace.

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Jerusalem Under Israeli Occupation

Jerusalem and other Palestinian towns fell under Israeli military occupation in 1967.
Following its occupation of the West Bank, of which Jerusalem is an integral part, on June
28", 1967, Israel issued its first illegal administrative order, which annexed East Jerusalem
(approximately seven km?) and other areas in the western part of the city (the total area of
which was around 38 km? at that time). This was followed by other illegal procedures,
including the dissolution of the Palestinian Municipal Council; distribution of Israeli identity
cards to Palestinian Jerusalemites; the nullification of Jordanian laws, courts and banks; the
imposition of Israeli curricula on the Palestinian education system; and other actions. Such
measures aimed to remove and cleanse any feature of Arab rule and subject the land and the
population to Israeli control.

In order to create a state of geographic integrity with cities inside Israel, the boundaries of
Jerusalem were extended through the expropriation of more land from the occupied West
Bank, almost a two-fold extension compared to the total area of the Jerusalem Governorate
prior to June 1967. Land annexation was accompanied with the complete destruction of any
Palestinian communities, especially on the western side of the governorate. The demolition
and complete depopulation of three Latroun villages (Emwas, Yalu and Beit Nuba) was a
flagrant example of the ethnic cleansing committed by Israel.

Illegal Israeli procedures then accelerated considerably with the tightening of a settlement
belt around Jerusalem as preventive security and a first line of defense along its borders. This
implied the adoption of a more aggressive land confiscation policy by the Israeli government,
targeting thousands of dunums of Palestinian land under different pretexts. The final process
was the building of the Expansion and Annexation Wall on the borders of the ‘Jerusalem
Municipality’. The construction of the wall in the north completely isolated many
communities (both land and population) in the Jerusalem Governorate, forcing the population
to migrate outside the borders of the wall area.

Despite Palestinian, Arab and international opposition to Israeli policies, following thirteen
years of military occupation of Jerusalem, namely on July 30, 1980, the Israeli Knesset
enacted the Basic Law, which stipulated that “Unified Jerusalem is the capital city of Israel”.

From Israel’s viewpoint, it has succeeded in encircling Jerusalem and accomplishing its long-
held goal through illegal administrative regulations and measures that have imposed its
authority over the Palestinian part of the city. This includes annexation and domination of
various aspects of the living conditions of the Palestinian people via the creation of new
realities on the ground. Those measures aim to legitimize Israel’s illegal actions and exclude
Arab Jerusalem from the context of relevant UN and international resolutions.

International resolutions and conventions, primarily the Fourth Geneva Convention of 1949,
completely prohibit any change in the status of occupied territories. Articles 49 and 53 of the
third section of the Fourth Geneva Convention of 1949 prohibit all practices of the Israeli
occupation, including demolition, evacuation, depopulation, and endangering the security
and lives of the population.

There were 7 hospitals in Jerusalem Governorate with 716 beds in 2022.

The total number of discharges from Jerusalem hospitals was 50,129 in 2022.

The total number of hospitalization days in Jerusalem hospitals was 205,794 in 2022.
The bed occupancy rate in Jerusalem hospitals was 78.8% in 2022.

The average number of cigarettes consumed per day was 26 cigarettes per person in
Jerusalem governorate, compared to 19.5 cigarettes per person in Palestine in 2021.

Income from wages earned from employment in Israel was the main source of household
income for 41.6% of households in Jerusalem Governorate in 2018. Income from the
private sector made up 21.4%, and income from national insurance allowances was the
main source of income for 17.2%. Wages from the government sector represented 4.5%
of households in Jerusalem Governorate.

Around 5.3% of the Palestinian households in Jerusalem Governorate from household
point of view described their standard of living as well, 85.1% described it as “fairly
good”, 8.9% as poor and 0.7% as very poor in 2018.

Holders and agricultural holdings

The number of agricultural holders in Jerusalem Governorate reached 2,542 holders and
the number of agricultural holdings reached 2,561 holdings during the agricultural year
2020/2021.

Cultivated area with field crops, vegetables and tree horticulture

The total cultivated area in Jerusalem Governorate in the agricultural year 2020/2021
amounted to 10,306 dunums, of which the area cultivated with tree horticulture reached
9,230 dunums, i.e. (89.6 %) of the total area cultivated with crops, and the area cultivated
with vegetables 356 dunums, i.e. (3.4%) of the total area cultivated with crops, and 720
dunums, i.e. (7.0%) of the total area cultivated with field crops.

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2.4 Tourism:

The number of hotels that responded to the survey at the beginning of 2022 reached 22 hotels
in Jerusalem and 49 hotels in the South of West Bank, with an average of 6,539 rooms, and
an average of 14,026 beds.

2.5 Israeli Violations

In 2023, 51 Palestinian martyrs from the Jerusalem Governorate were killed, including
20 children.

By the end of 2023, Israeli authorities continued to withhold the bodies of 35 Palestinian
martyrs from Jerusalem in their morgues and numbered graves.

In 2023, 543 injuries were documented due to live ammunition, rubber-coated metal
bullets, and severe beatings, in addition to hundreds of cases of gas suffocation in
numerous contact points in the occupied capital that experience almost daily
confrontations.

In a clear and blatant violation of the sanctity of the Al-Agsa Mosque, settler incursions
increased in 2023, with 55,158 settlers storming the mosque.

In 2023, approximately 3,081 arrests of citizens were documented in all areas of the
Jerusalem Governorate, including 318 children and 135 women.

In 2023, the racist Israeli courts issued 330 actual prison sentences against Palestinian
prisoners from Jerusalem.

In 2023, 316 house arrest orders were issued by Israeli authorities against Palestinian
citizens from Jerusalem.

In 2023, Israeli authorities issued 740 expulsion orders and handed out 38 travel ban
orders to Palestinian citizens from Jerusalem.

Number of Settlements constructed on confiscated land in Jerusalem Governorate 26
settlements, 16 of them were in (J1) in 2022.

In 2022, around 336,272 settlers in the settlements in Jerusalem Governorate and 246,990
of them were in (J1).

14,805 Jerusalem ID's cards were confiscated between 1967 and 2022.

2022, the lIsraeli authorities demolished 151 buildings in Jerusalem Governorate (84
residential buildings, 67 nonresidential buildings).
