Finally, the fifth chapter discusses the features of the
Palestinians in the Diaspora concentrated in neighboring Arab countries: Jordan, Syria, and
Lebanon.

We hope that this Statistical Yearbook contributes to bridging the information gap, providing
a fundamental reference for the Palestinian official statistics that serves decision-makers and
policy-makers in formulating/drafting plans, programs, and interventions based on
professional and scientific grounds. This approach aims to support the developmental process
in the State of Palestine.

Geography of Palestine:

Historical Borders of Palestine:

Palestine is bordered to the north by the Syrian Arab Republic and the Lebanese Republic, to
the west by the Mediterranean Sea, to the south by the Arab Republic of Egypt, and the Gulf
of Agaba, and to the east, by the Hashemite Kingdom of Jordan.

Palestine’s Climate:

Palestine is located within the region of the Mediterranean climate, which is characterized by
its moderation, but the most important thing that distinguishes it is that it is hot, dry in
summer, cold, and rainy in winter. In Palestine, the climate varies with the diversity of
topography.

Bodies of Water in Palestine:
There are many springs in Palestine, where there are about 860 springs spread in the
mountainous areas and the valley.

As for the rivers of Palestine, most of them are short and seasonal, and the most important
rivers of Palestine are the Jordan River, which is 320 km long. There is a number of short
rivers that descend from the western foothills of the mountainous heights to flow into the
Mediterranean Sea, the most important of which are Al Magtaa River, Al-Qarn Valley, Al
Zarga'a River, and Al A'uja River.

Palestine overlooks the coast of the Mediterranean Sea for about 224 km and Al-Agaba Gulf
for about 10.5 km. There is also Tiberias Lake, which is the only water surface found in
Palestine. It is 21.5 km long and 12.3 km wide

The area of historical Palestine is 27,027 km?, where the area of the West Bank is 5,660 km?
and the area of Gaza Strip is 365 km2. Palestine consists of 16 governorates (Jerusalem, the
capital of Palestine, Jenin, Tubas and the northern valleys, Tulkarm, Nablus, Qalgiliya, Salfit,
Ramallah and Al-Bireh, Jericho and Al-Aghwar, Bethlehem, Hebron, North Gaza, Gaza, Deir
Al-Balah, Khan Yunis, and Rafah).

1.1.2 Vital Statistics

e The number of registered marriage contracts in 2022 in Sharia courts and churches in
Palestine reached 43,430 contracts, including 24,263 contracts in the West Bank and 19,167
contracts in Gaza Strip.

e In 2022, Tulkarm Governorate recorded Palestine's highest crude marriage rate (cases per
1000 population), with 11.1 marriage cases per 1000 population. In contrast, Jerusalem
Governorate has recorded Palestine's lowest crude marriage rate (cases per 1000 population)
at 4.7 marriage cases per 1000 population.

e  The number of registered divorces at Sharia courts in Palestine in 2022 was 9,564 cases;
5,302 cases in the West Bank and 4,262 cases in Gaza Strip.

e In2022, Qalgilya Governorate recorded Palestine's highest crude divorce rate (cases per 1000
population), with 2.5 divorce cases per 1000 population. In contrast, Bethlehem Governorate
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has recorded Palestine's lowest crude divorce rate (cases per 1000 population) at 1.0 divorce
cases per 1000 population.

Data of registered births and deaths do not include Jerusalem ID holders. The number of live
births registered in the West Bank in 2023 was 81,071 of which 41,749 male and 39,322
female.

The number of registered deaths in 2023 in the West Bank is 8,038 of which 4,739 male and
3,299 female.

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1.2 Gender
1.2.1 Equality

Data of 2023 indicate that women's representation in decision-making positions in Palestine
remains modest. The percentage of women in the Executive Committee of the Palestine
Liberation Organization (PLO) was 0.0%, reaching 10.9% in the National Council
and 22.3% in the Central Council. Women accounted for 9.1% of governors and 16.7% in
the Council of Ministers (Cabinet), whereas their representation as the heads of Local
Councils did not exceed 0.7%. In the West Bank, their percentage in the Judiciary
was 23.2%,and in  the Public Prosecution, 24.8%. In  universities, women
constituted 8.7% of student council presidents and 35.9% of student council members.

At the level of the boards of directors of chambers of commerce, industry, and agriculture,
women represented 1.9%, and 2.9% among the members of these chambers. Women in the
Palestinian banking sector (excluding service staff) accounted for 39.8%. In the Palestinian
capital market, there was no representation of women among the directors or CEOs of
companies registered with the Palestine Capital Market Authority, with a percentage of 0.0%.
In comparison, women made up 15.3% of the members of boards of directors in these
companies. Finally, in the civil public sector at the level of Director General (A4) and above,
women represented 14.9%.

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1.2.2 Child

Children in Palestine constitute nearly half of the population, which means that investing in
this segment of society is important to guarantee their rights and provide them with
opportunities to live in dignity and safety.

The number of children under the age of eighteen, estimated in the mid of 2023 in Palestine
reached 2,393,288, of whom 1,346,888 were males and 1,046,400 were females.

1.3 Health

The number of governmental and non-governmental hospitals in the West Bank reached 59
hospitals in 2023, with a capacity of 4,378 beds.

In Gaza Strip, the number of operating hospitals reached 36 hospitals in 2022. The Israeli
aggression on Gaza Strip since October 2023 and the direct targeting of hospitals and the
health sector led to 19 hospitals being out of service, while 17 hospitals remained partially
operational. The number of beds also decreased to 1,207 beds, with an occupancy rate of
246%, while the number of beds reached 2,614 beds by the end of 2022.

In 2023, the main cause of deaths for children under-five in the West Bank was conditions in
the prenatal period, which amounted to about 47.4%, followed by congenital malformations
with a rate of 34.9%.

The percentage of individuals 18 years and above who smoke one or more tobacco products
(manufactured cigarettes, hand-rolled cigarettes, cigars, and water-pipes) in Palestine reached
31.3% of the total individuals aged 18 years and above in 2021, 40.1% in the West Bank, and
17.0% in Gaza Strip.

Data in 2019-2020 indicated that 8.7% of children under-five suffer from stunting, 2.1%
suffer from underweight, 1.3% suffer from wasting, and 8.6% suffer from overweight % of
weight gain among children.

The percentage of disability in Palestine reached 2.1% in 2017, of which 1.7% in the West
Bank and 2.6% in Gaza Strip, while this percentage was 2.0% in 2007 in Palestine, 2.2% in
the West Bank and 1.8% in Gaza Strip. This is according to the narrow definition of disability,
which includes a lot of difficulty, and can't at all.

1.4 Labour and Wages!

In 2023, the labor force participation rate in the West Bank for individuals (15 years and
above) reached 47.3%, with 75.5% for males and 18.3% for females. In Gaza Strip this rate
reached 40.3%, with 62.7% for males and 17.5% for females.

In 2023, the revised unemployment rate in the West Bank reached 18.3% in 2023, with 16.9%
for males and 24.4% for females. In Gaza Strip, this rate reached 45.8%, with 40.0% for
males and 66.7% for females.

70.8% of workers from the West Bank are wage employees compared to 80.2% in Gaza Strip
in 2023, and 94.7% of workers from the West Bank in Israel and the settlements are wage
employees compared to 98.8% of workers from Gaza Strip.

4.3% of children (10-17 years) in the West Bank were employmed compared with 1.5% in
Gaza Strip in 2023.

Expenditure Indicators in Gaza Strip

e  Average monthly expenditure per capita in Gaza Strip was JD 96.6. Monthly expenditure per
capita on food groups was JD 35.1, while total average monthly expenditure per capita on
non-food groups was JD 61.5. Regarding the share of total expenditure on food groups, it
was 36.3% in Gaza Strip, during the first three quarters (January — September) of 2023.

Poverty Indicators in Gaza Strip

e Poverty percentage among individuals in Gaza Strip according to monthly consumption
patterns reached 63.6% during the first three quarters (January — September) of 2023.
According to deep poverty, the percentage of individuals suffered from deep poverty was
43.5%.

Expenditure Indicators in the West Bank

e Average monthly expenditure per capita in the West Bank was JD 263.0. Monthly
expenditure per capita on food groups was JD 80.0, while the total average monthly
expenditure per capita on non-food groups was JD 183.0. Regarding the share of total
expenditure on food groups, it was 30.4% in 2023.

Poverty Indicators in the West Bank

e  Poverty percentage among individuals in the West Bank according to monthly consumption
patterns was 11.5% in 2023. According to deep poverty, data indicated that 4.3% of
individuals in the West Bank were suffering from deep poverty in 2023.

e  The total number of schools in the West Bank in 2023/2024 was 2,428

e The total number of students in the West Bank was 791,546 students: 639,621 students at
the basic stage and 151,925 students at the secondary stage.

1.7.1 Availability of ICT Tools

29.1% of households in Palestine had computer (Desktop, Laptop, Tablet), 35.5% in the West
Bank and 18.2% in Gaza Strip in 2023.

93.5% of households in Palestine had Internet service at home, (94.0% in the West Bank and
92.6% in Gaza Strip in 2023.

98.0% of households in Palestine have one or more mobile phones; 98.1% in the West Bank
and 97.8% in Gaza Strip.

The percentage of households in Palestine that one of its members has a smartphone reached
94.0%; 95.2% in the West Bank and 92.0% in Gaza Strip in 2023 .

1.7.2 Using Internet:

The percentage of individuals (10 years and above) who used the internet from anywhere
reached 86.6% in Palestine in 2023, 91.1% in the West Bank and 79.8% in Gaza Strip. This
percentage reached 87.0% among males and 86.3% among females.

An analysis of the use of the internet indicator by age groups provided a clear picture of
the use of the internet in Palestine, where results showed that 96.5% of the youth (18-29
years) use the internet.

1.8.1 Reported Criminal Offenses

The number of reported criminal offenses in 2023 in Palestine reached 31,365 in the West
Bank. (excluding Jerusalem J1)

Criminal Offenses were concentrated in assault on others by 24.7%, thefting 13.5%,
threatening 13.1%, assault on private and public property 10.9%, harming\ immoral offenses
10.7%, while the rest of the criminal acts were distributed among crimes against public order,
drug crimes, fraud and forgery, crime of breach of trust\ corruption, prejudice the course of
justice and other criminal Offenses.

1.8.2 Juvenile

The number of juveniles who were referred to the Juvenile officer in the West Bank reached
1,646 in 2023, and the largest number of juveniles was in Ramallah & Al- Bireh Governorate,
with 277 juveniles.

The crimes committed by these juveniles were distributed among 580 harm/threatening, 284
cases of robbery and theft, 154 cases of road accidents and the rest were various crimes such
as destroying other properties, participating in assualt\ scrimmage, assualt public employees
and others.

1.8.3 Road Traffic Accidents:

The number of road traffic accidents in the West Bank reached 16,562 in 2023.

Road traffic accidents resulted in 11,200 injuries, distributed as 10,143 mild injuries, 708
moderate injuries, 228 serious injuries, and 121 fatal injuries.

Most road traffic accidents occurred during 2023 were in Ramallah & Al-Bireh Governorate,
with 4,223 accidents.
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1.8.3 Civil Court Matters*:

The number of civil court matters received in Palestine reached 135,246 cases (70,140
matters in the West Bank, and 65,106 matters in Gaza Strip) for 2023.

The percentage of decided matters out of the total of civil court matters received and carried
from the previous year in Palestine was 43.4% (30.9% in the West Bank and 66.3% in Gaza
Strip).

2. land and Enviorment Statistics
2.1 Agriculture

The number of agricultural holders in Palestine reached 138,339 holders during the
agricultural year 2020/2021.

114,048 holders are in the West Bank, representing 82.4% of the total number of agricultural
holders, and 24,291 holders are in Gaza Strip, representing 17.6% of the total number of
agricultural holders in Palestine, compared to 110,104 holders during the agricultural year
2009/2010, with an increase of 28,235.

By gender, 127,332 holders are males (92%) and 10,653 holders are females (7.7%) and 354
holders of non-household holdings (0.3%) in the agricultural year 2020/2021.

The number of agricultural holdings reached 140,568 in the agricultural year 2020/2021, of
which 115,814 were in the West Bank (82.4%) of the total number of agricultural holdings
and 24,754 were in Gaza Strip (17.6%), compared to 111,310 holdings in 2009/2010 (an
increase of 29,258 holdings).

As for the number of holdings by type of holding, data showed that 103,143 holdings (73.4%)
were plant holdings. 19,909 holdings (14.2%) were animal holdings, while 17,516 holdings
(12.4%) were mixed holdings from the total number of agricultural holders in Palestine.

e The total cultivated area in Palestine in the agricultural year 2020/2021 amounted to
1,096,321 dunums, of which 979,752 dunums (89.4%) in the West Bank, and 116,569
dunums (10.6%) in Gaza Strip, compared to 911,556 dunums in 2010, with an increase of
184,765 dunums.

e  The cultivated area with field crops in Palestine amounted to about 217,206 dunums, (19.8%)
of the total area cultivated with crops, compared with 241,936 dunums in the agricultural
year 2009/2010, with a drop of 24,730 dunums.

e The area cultivated with vegetables reached 202,285 dunums. (18.5%) of the total area
cultivated with crops, compared with 127,257 dunums during the agricultural year
2009/2010, with an increase of 75,028 dunums.

e The area cultivated with tree horticulture reached 676,830 dunums, (61.7%) of the total area
cultivated with crops in the agricultural year 2020/2021, compared to 542,363 dunums in the
agricultural year 2009/2010, with an increase of 134,467 dunums.

e  The number of cattle as on 01/10/2021 in Palestine reached 67,760 heads, of which 53,182
heads (78.5 %) in the West Bank and 14,578 heads (21.5 %) in Gaza Strip, compared to
33,925 heads on 01/10/2010. This number increased by 33,835 heads.

e  The number of sheep as on 01/10/2021 in Palestine reached 771,168 heads, of which 713,271
heads (92.5%) in the West Bank and 57,897 heads (7.5%) in Gaza Strip, compared to 567,236
heads on 01/10/2010, with an increase of 203,932 heads

e  The number of goats as on 01/10/2021 in Palestine reached 239,966 heads, of which 231,328
heads (96.4%) in the West Bank and 8,638 heads (3.6%) in Gaza Strip, compared to 219,364
heads on 01/10/2010, with an increase of 20,602 heads.

2.2 Environment and Natural Resources

2.2.1 Land Use

e The cultivated land area in the State of Palestine reached about 1,021.5 km? during 2021,
representing about 17.0% of the total area of the State of Palestine, of which 676.9 km? is a
permanent cultivated land area and 344.6 km? is a temporary cultivated land area, while the
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irrigated cultivated area amounted 230.1 km?, representing about 22.5% of the total cultivated
land area.

e  The cultivated land area in the West Bank was about 937.4 km?, representing about 91.8% of
the total cultivated land area, while the cultivated land area in Gaza Strip was about 84.1 km?,
representing about 8.2% of the total cultivated land area. Cultivated land area in Jenin
Governorate was the highest percentage of Cultivated land area with 25.9%, followed by
Hebron Governorate with 13.1%.

o Asforthe lowest percentage of cultivated land area was in Gaza Strip and Jerusalem (include
J1) Governorates with a percentage of 0.9 and 1.0%, respectively, of the total cultivated land
area.

2.2.2 Water

e The quantity of annual available water in 2022 was 448.1 MCM, of which 298.5 MCM was
pumped from water pumped from Palestinian wells, 94.6 MCM was purchased from the
Israeli Mekorot water company, and 45.4 MCM was discharged from water springs.

2.2.3 Meteorological Conditions
e The highest amount of rainfall from the beginning of the current rain season 2023/2024 till
21/03/2024 was 867 mm in Tulkarem station.

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2.2.4 Energy

e  The amount of imported electric energy in Palestine amounted to about 7.2 million MWh,
and the amount of imported gasoline reached about 425.3 million liters, and about 1,123
million liters of diesel and about 2 million liters of kerosene, in addition to about 227.7
thousand tons of liquefied petroleum gas during the year 2022.

2.2.5 Emissions

e The amount of emissions generated from the energy, agriculture and waste sectors in
Palestine during 2022 was estimated at about 6,484 thousand equivalent tons of carbon
dioxide (CO2).
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2.3 Buildings and Housing Conditions

2.3.1 Housing Density

e Results showed that the average housing density (number of persons per room) in the West
Bank in 2023 was 1.4 persons per room: 1.4 persons per room in urban areas, 1.5 persons per
room in rural areas, and 1.6 persons per room in refugee camps.

2.3.2 Type of Housing Unit

o  45% of the West Bank households live in apartment type of housing units, 54% of the
households live in houses, and less than one percent of the households live in villas, and less
than one percent of the households live in other types of housing units as an independent
room, tent, marginal...etc, in 2023.

2.3.3 Tenure of Housing Unit

e  81% of the households in the West Bank live in owned housing units in 2023.

e In addition, 8% of households in the West Bank live in rented housing units. Results also
showed that 11% of households in the West Bank live without payment and as in exchange
of labour in 2023.

2.4 Tourism

e The number of hotels at the beginning of 2023 was 85 operating hotels, with an average of
6,368 rooms, and an average of 14,063 beds.

e During 2023, the total number of guests in operating hotels in the West Bank was 551,339.
The total number of guest nights was 1,506,790 during 2023 .

e  The average number of employed persons in hotels were 2,607: 1,959 males and 648 females
during 2023.

e  Average room occupancy percentage was 20.2% in 2023.

e  Average bed occupancy percentage was 29.4% in 2023.

2.5 Israeli Violations

2.5.1 Israeli aggression (The time reference for all data in this section is from October

7th, 2023 to December 17, 2024)

e The total number of martyrs in Palestine reached 45,742. The total number of martyrs in Gaza
Strip was 44,930, including 17,881 children, 12,154 women, 1,059 medical personnel, 193
journalists, 254 UN staff members, 88 civil defense members, and 755 educational staff. Also,
the total number of martyrs in the West Bank was 812, including 169 children and 18 women.

e The total number of missing persons in Gaza Strip reached 11,000 citizens. The total number
of detainees in Palestine reached 17,100: 12,100 in the West Bank and over 5,000 in Gaza
Strip.

e According to a report by the UNOSAT Center for Satellite Image Analysis as of December
1%, 2024, Gaza Strip has experienced massive destruction across various sectors. A total of
60,368 buildings were completely destroyed, while 170,812 buildings sustained partial
damage, exceeding 1% of damage. Approximately 300,000 housing units were directly
affected. As of December 9", 2024, 34 hospitals were completely out of service, while 819
mosques and 3 churches were destroyed. Additionally, 211 public buildings were destroyed,
and 132 schools were completely destroyed, with 348 schools sustaining partial damage.

e According to data as of December 9", 2024, Gaza Strip infrastructure was severely damaged
due to the Israeli occupation attacks. Approximately 3,130 kilometers of electricity networks
and 125 ground distribution transformers were destroyed, leading to widespread power
outages. The damage also affected water and sewage networks, with 330,000 meters of water
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networks and 655,000 meters of sewage networks destroyed, resulting in a severe water and
sanitation crisis. Furthermore, 2,835,000 meters of roads and streets were destroyed, nearly
paralyzing movement. The Israeli occupation also destroyed 717 wells, deepening the water
crisis, in addition to destroying 40 sports facilities, including stadiums and gyms. The total
destruction in Gaza Strip reached 86%, and the initial direct economic losses amounted to
USD 37 billion, reflecting the scale of the disaster affecting various basic life sectors and
infrastructure. This calls for urgent international action for reconstruction and alleviating the
suffering of the population.

As of December 10™, 2024, the education sector in Palestine has faced severe violations by
the occupation, including targeting students and educational institutions in both the West Bank
and Gaza Strip. In the West Bank, more than 83 students were martyred, while in Gaza Strip,
the number of martyred students exceeded 11,750, with 18,449 injured. In addition, more than
761 university students were martyred in Gaza Strip, and 35 in the West Bank.

Schools and universities in both the West Bank and Gaza Strip have faced widespread
violations and attacks by the Israeli occupation. In the West Bank, 109 schools and 7
universities were targeted, with many educational institutions subjected to vandalism and
repeated incursions. In Gaza Strip, 171 public schools were severely damaged, and over 77
public schools were completely destroyed, along with 65 UNRWA schools affected by
bombing and vandalism. Higher education institutions were also targeted, with 20 institutions
suffering significant damage, including the complete destruction of 51 university buildings
and partial destruction of 57, in addition to the looting of their contents. These violations
reflect a systematic targeting of educational institutions, exacerbating the educational crisis in
Palestine and threatening the future of the coming generations.

Local production of the private sector’s enterprises in Palestine decreased by 55% in 2024.
The private sector within the Palestinian Economy endured huge losses, as a result of the halt
or decline in the production cycle, where these losses were estimated at about USD 8 billion,
excluding the severe destruction in assets, property and infrastructure.

Moreover, the local production in the West Bank recorded a decline of 51% during the same
period, while it declined in Gaza Strip by 84%.

Furthermore, results indicated that the construction sector is one of the most affected economic
sectors in Palestine, as the decline in production in this sector reached 60% (56% in the West
Bank, and 100% in Gaza Strip), followed by the industrial activity by 56% (52% in the West
Bank, and 86% in Gaza Strip), while the internal trade and other services activity declined by
54% (51% in the West Bank, and 78% in Gaza Strip).

A sharp decline in employment rates in the Private and Non-Government sectors in Palestine
by about 24% during 2024.

Data indicates a decline of 24% in the number of employed persons in Palestine (20% in the
West Bank, and 82% in Gaza Strip)

At the sectoral level, the number of employed persons in the construction sector in Palestine
decreased by 29% (21% in the West Bank, and 100% in Gaza Strip). Also, the number of
employed persons declined in the industry sector by 28% (22% in the West Bank, and 83% in
Gaza Strip), followed by the internal trade and other services sectors by 21% (15% in the West
Bank, and 75% in Gaza Strip).

2.5.2 Settlements

There were 151 settlements in the West Bank by the end of 2023; of which 26 settlements
were in Jerusalem Governorate distributed as follows: 16 settlements in Jerusalem (J1), and
10 settlements in Jerusalem (J2).

Data indicate that there were 770,420 settlers in the West Bank by the end of 2023. The
majority of those settlers (336,304) live in Jerusalem Governorate. This figure comprises
240,516 settlers within Jerusalem Governorate (J1).

The Israeli aggression on Gaza Strip during the last quarter of 2023 had the greatest impact on
the rise of consumer prices to record a sharp increase of 5.87% in Palestine in 2023. In
addition, the Ukrainian-Russian war negatively affected the prices of imported goods,
especially corn oil, sugar and flour, and thus the Consumer Price Index increased by 3.74%
during 2022, while the Palestinian economy had not yet recovered from the repercussions of
the COVID-19 pandemic, where Consumer prices increased by 1.24% during
2021.Accordingly, the Palestinian Consumer Price Index increased by 11% in the past three
years, which led to a decline in the purchasing power by 10% and thus a sharp erosion in the
salaries and wages of Palestinian households.

The changes in the Palestinian CPI for 2023 were traced back to changes in prices of the

Producer Price Index:

The overall PPI in Palestine with its base year (2019=100) reached 111.09 in 2023, which
indicates a sharp increase by 5.48% compared to 2022.

Prices of PPI for 2023 sharply increased due to the increase in the prices of goods in the
following major activities: Agriculture, forestry and fishing activities by 15.75%, electricity,
gas, steam and air conditioning supply activities by 8.40%, mining and quarrying activities by
2.59%, and manufacturing activities by 0.51%. While, water supply, sewerage, waste
management and remediation activities decreased by 0.37% in 2023 compared to 2022.

The prices of locally consumed products sharply increased by 6.04% and the prices of local
exported products increased by 0.38%.

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3.2 Business Statistic

3.2.1 Construction

e There were 3,979 employed persons in the construction activity in 2023. The value of the
enterprises output in the construction activity was USD 166.6 million; intermediate
consumption totaled USD 80.5 million; and the value added was USD 86.1 million in 2023.

Building Licenses:

o A total of 9,657 building licenses were issued in 2023, where the area of licensed buildings
(residential and non-residential) totaled 4,498 (1000 m?).

o The total number of building licenses issued in 2023 decreased by 15% compared with 2022,
where the number of new dwellings in 2023 decreased by 15% compared with 2022.
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3.2.2 Industrial Sector

e There were 74,978 employed persons in the industrial activity in 2023, and the value of the
enterprises output in industrial activities was USD 4,281.3 million, intermediate consumption
totaled USD 2,287.4 million, and the value added was USD 1,993.9 million in 2023.

3.2.3 Transportation

e There were 5,031 employed persons in the transport and storage activity in 2023, and the value
of the enterprises output in transport and storage activities was USD 109.7 million;
intermediate consumption was USD 32.1 million; and the value added was USD 77.6 million
in 2023.

Licensed Vehicles:

e The total number of licensed vehicles at the end of 2023 in the West Bank was 335,269
vehicles and the highest percentage of licensed vehicles was for private cars, which amounted
to 86.1% of the total licensed vehicles in the West Bank, followed by trucks and commercial
cars, which amounted 8.0%, followed by taxis with a rate of 2.8%, while the remaining
vehicles formed 3.1%.

New Registered Vehicles:

e The total number of new registered vehicles at the end of 2023 in the West Bank was 29,286
vehicles, and the highest percentage of registered vehicles was for private cars, which
amounted to 84.1% of the total registered vehicles in the West Bank, followed by trucks and
commercial cars, which amounted to 6.8%, followed by taxis with a rate of 2.5 %, while the
remaining vehicles formed 6.6%.

3.2.4 Information and Communications

e There were 6,887 employed persons in the information and communications activity in 2023.
the value of the enterprises output in information and communication activities was USD
511.8 million; intermediate consumption was USD 90.4 million; and the value added was USD
421.4 million in 2023.

3.2.5 Services

e There were 102,130 employed persons in services activities. The value of the enterprises
output in the services activities was USD 2,158.2 million; intermediate consumption totaled
USD 490.7 million; and the value added was USD 1,667.5 million.

3.2.6 Finance and Insurance

e There were 17,213 employed persons in financial intermediation enterprises in 2023, and the
value of output in financial intermediation enterprises was USD 1,207.6 million in 2023.
While the value of intermediate consumption in financial intermediation enterprises was USD
315.0 million in 2023, the gross value added in financial intermediation enterprises was 892.6
USD million.

3.2.7 Internal Trade

e In 2023, there were 115,281 employed persons in the internal trade activity. The value of the
enterprises output in internal trade activities was USD 3,933.4 million; intermediate
consumption totaled USD 674.8 million; and the value added was USD 3,258.6 million.
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3.3 External Sector
3.3.1 Registered Foreign Trade

Imports:
e The total value of registered imported goods in 2023 was USD 8,270.5 million, which marks
an decrease of 9% compared to 2022.

Exports:
e The registered exported goods totaled USD 1,521.4 million in 2023 marking a slightly
decrease of 0.2% compared to 2022.

Trade Balance:
e The deficit in the trade balance in goods (the difference between exports and imports) totaled
USD 6,749.1 million in 2023, showing an decrease of 11% compared to 2022.

3.3.2 Balance of Payments

Current Account:

e The balance of payments in 2023 recorded a deficit of USD 2,897 million in current account
(goods, services, income, current transfers) compared with a deficit of USD 2,036 million in
2022 reflecting a decrease of 42%.

e The trade balance of goods recorded a deficit of USD 7,113 million. This reflects an decrease
of 6% compared with the deficit in 2022. The trade balance deficit with Israel was the main
cause of the overall trade balance deficit.

e Service account recorded a deficit of USD 1,112 million compared with a deficit of USD 1187
million in 2022. The decrease in the services balance deficit was caused by an decrease of
imports in travel and transport services.

Income Balance:

e Asurplus of USD 3,238 million was recorded in this account, representing an decrease of 28%
compared with 2022. The increase in this surplus was caused mainly by the decrease of the
compensations of employees working in Israel, which totaled USD 3,040 million, reflecting
an decrease of 30% compared with 2022. Investment income received from abroad totaled
USD 273 million, reflecting an increase of 7% compared with 2022.

o Balance of Current Transfers: The balance of current transfers (voluntary or compulsory, not
a result of an economic transaction) recorded a surplus of USD 2,090 million in 2023,
reflecting an decrease of 3% compared with 2022, current transfers by donors represented
16% of the total value of receipts from abroad (inflows to Palestine)

Capital and Financial Account:

e This account recorded a surplus of USD 2,095 million in 2023, mainly due to the surplus in
the financial account (direct investments, portfolio investments, other investments and reserve
assets), which totaled USD 1,691 million as a result of the surplus in currency and deposits in
other investments, while the capital account achieved a surplus of USD 404 million.

3.3.3 International Investment Position

¢ International Investment Position (external assets — foreign liabilities) for Palestine at the end
of 2023 revealed that the net IIP amounted to about USD 4,244 million.

e The total stocks of External Assets for Palestine amounted to USD 10,399 million, the Foreign
Direct Investment abroad contributed to 3%, Portfolio Investments abroad reached 16%, while
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Other Foreign Investments abroad (mainly currency and deposits) reached 68% and Reserve
Assets amounted to 13%.

At sector level, the external investments of banks sector represented a large share of the
external assets, standing at 67% of the total value of external assets.

The total stocks of Foreign Liabilities in Palestine (Stocks of non-residents invested in
Palestine) amounted to USD 6,155 million.

The Foreign Direct Investment in Palestine contributed to 54%, Portfolio Investments in
Palestine reached 11% and Other Investments in Palestine (mainly loans and deposits from
abroad) amounted to 35%. According to sectoral level, the foreign investments in banks sector
contributed with a major value in the foreign liabilities, represented by 34% of the total value
of foreign liabilities on the Palestinian economy.

3.3.4 External Debt

The Gross External Debt on different sectors of the Palestinian economy reached USD 2,139
million increased by 7% compared with previous year.

The debt on government sector represented 62%, while debt on banks sector reached 35%,
and debt on other sectors (Nonbank financial corporations, non-financial corporations, NGOs
and households sectors) amounted to 2%, and the lending between affiliated companies
reached 1%.
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Palestinians in the Occupied Palestinian
Territory in 1948

Palestine Catastrophe (Nakba) of 1948 resulted in the occupation of more than three quarters of
Palestine. Thus, Israel was established on that part of Palestine occupied in 1948, which represents
78% of historical Palestine. The Palestinian population who remained in their homeland came
under direct and complete Israeli sovereignty. They were considered Israeli citizens and were
subject to various policies and practices that sought to obliterate the Palestinian identity and
culture.

Statistically speaking, all data on Palestinians living in this part of historical Palestine occupied in
1948 were considered part of the Israeli statistical system. Thus, all Israeli statistical issues and
publications include data on the Palestinian population.

The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics strove hard to compile, tabulate and disseminate
statistical data on the Palestinians living in Israel despite the difficulties, including the scarcity of
separate data available on those Palestinians, in addition to the complications associated with
compiling statistical data about them.

Nevertheless, data disseminated in this chapter constitutes a general statistical diagnosis of the
Palestinian reality in Israel. This chapter presents statistics on the Palestinians in Israel including
demographic, educational and labor force characteristics. It is worth noting that such statistics are
derived from the reality of living conditions in Israel. Thus, any possible comparisons for any of
the statistical indicators should be made with those pertinent to the population in Israel and not
with the Palestinians in other places. Some changes occurred in the data of this chapter which
refer to revision and modification as in their sources.

The data of this chapter do not include Palestinians and Arabs residing within the borders of the
territories occupied in 1967 and subsequently annexed to Israel, which are determined mainly in
that part of Jerusalem Governorate, which was annexed by the Israeli occupation by force
following its occupation of the West Bank in 1967 and the Syrian Golan Heights.

Population:

e The total population of those areas at the end of 2023 was 1.640 million (excluding the
residents of occupied East Jerusalem and the Golan Heights).

e The total fertility rate for Palestinian women during 2022 was 2.75 births.

o The average size of the Palestinian household was 4.17 persons in 2022.

Labour Force:
e The labour force participation among the youth (18 -35 years) was 64.7%: 77.8% among
males, and 51.1% among females in 2020.

Education:

e Education data for the scholastic year 2023/2024 indicate that the number of schools provide
primary education reached 667 schools, including 586 primary schools and 81 schools for
children with special needs. The number of schools providing preparatory education reached
228, while the schools providing secondary education totaled 414 schools.
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Palestinians in Dispora

Population:

e The number of Palestinian refugees registered in the records of the United Nations Relief and
Works Agency for Palestine (UNRWA) in Jordan, Syria, Lebanon and Palestine reached about
6.5 million refugees in December 2021.

Health:
e There were 27 primary healthcare centers in Lebanon, 23 in Syria, and 25 in Jordan and 65 in
Palestine at the end of 2021.

Education:

e The total number of UNRWA schools was 161 schools in Jordan, 102 schools in Syria and 65
schools in Lebanon and 374 in Palestine at the end of 2021/2022.

e The total number of refugee students in UNRWA schools was 119,781 in Jordan, 39,144 in
Lebanon and 49,431 in Syria and 336,354 in Palestine at the end of 2021/2022.

e The total number of teaching staff in UNRWA schools was 4,557 in Jordan, 1,876 in Syria
and 1,786 in Lebanon and 11,658 in Palestine at the end of 2021/2022.

e The number of vocational and technical training centers was 10 centers: 3 centers in Jordan, 1
in Syria and Lebanon, and 5 in Palestine; 3 centers of which are in the West Bank and the
other 2 are in Gaza Strip.
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
