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Introduction

Demographics is a vital part of development and planning for all nations and societies on
political, social and economic levels. In Palestine, demographics is largely important as the
population plays a fundamental role in comprehensive Palestinian development and economic
progress, especially in light of limited natural resources and political options. It is within this
context that PCBS has prepared this report to serve as a database and a basic starting point for
the establishment of a Palestinian population policy.

This report contains the results of the latest official censuses and the most significant statistical
indicators on the number of Palestinians throughout the world, along with other demographic
facts. PCBS used data available from a variety of sources, including the census and surveys
conducted by PCBS, in addition to the administrative records of relevant Palestinian ministries
and institutions.

The report contains the most up to date estimates of the number of Palestinians in Diaspora and
inside 1948 Territories and their most significant demographic features. The report also
provides updated estimates of the number of Palestinians living in the West Bank and Gaza
Strip.

The formulation of comprehensive data on the Palestinian population is a thorny and complex
issue due to objective reasons related to the sources of data and the fact that some Palestinians
who live abroad integrate into the host countries, making it difficult to obtain data on
Palestinians residing in those countries.

Despite the fact that PCBS used the database provided by UNRWA on the number of
Palestinians in the areas where it operates outside Palestine, including Jordan, Syria and
Lebanon, those data remain incomplete due to difficulties and errors in the registration of
Palestinian refugees, added to the fact that not all Palestinians living abroad are refugees.

In the wake of more than five decades of Israeli occupation of the West Bank and Gaza Strip
following the catastrophe (Nakba) that scattered Palestinians throughout the world, this report
is a serious attempt by PCBS to put the reader, the planner and the decision maker in the overall
picture of the number of Palestinians and their most significant demographic features.

We hope that those who seek information from this report will find what they need for planning
and development towards an independent Palestinian state with Jerusalem as its capital and the
return of Palestinian refugees to their homes.

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Executive Summary

- The population of Palestinians in the world at the end of 2024 is estimated to be about 14.89
million, of whom 5.49 million live in the State of Palestine; they constitute about 37.0% of
the total number of Palestinians in the world.

- The number of the Palestinian population in historic Palestine at the end of 2024 was about
7.3 million, which is thus more than the number of Israelis in historical Palestine.

- Data available on Palestinians living in Lebanon in 2017 indicated that the percentage of
individuals under 15 years was nearly 29% while those (65 years and above) was 6.4% of
the total percentage of Palestinians living in Lebanon. The total fertility rate for Palestinian
women living in Lebanon was 2.7 births per woman and the average Palestinian household
size was 4 individuals in 2017.

- Data available on Palestinians living in the 1948 Territories at the end of 2022 indicated that
the percentage of individuals under 15 years was 31.4% for males and 30.3% for females. It
also showed that the percentage of individuals (65 years and above) was 4.9% for males and
6.0% for females. The total fertility rate for Palestinian women living in the 1948 Territories
was 2.9 births per woman and the average Palestinian household size was 4.2 individuals in
2022.

- In the State of Palestine, there are 3.36 million Palestinians living in the West Bank (61.2%)
and 2.13 million Palestinians living in Gaza Strip (38.8%) at the end of 2024.

- Data for 2017 indicated that 42.2% of Palestinians who live in the State of Palestine are
refugees, of which 26.3% in the West Bank and 66.1% in Gaza Strip.

- Data indicated a decrease in the dependency ratio in the State of Palestine, where it dropped
from 78.7 in 2010 to 68.2 in .2024

- Data indicated that there was an increase in the median age in the State of Palestine during
the period (2010-2024), where it increased from 18.5 years in 2010 to 21.4 years in 2024.

- The population growth rate in the State of Palestine was 2.4%: 2.1% in the West Bank and
2.7% in Gaza Strip in 2023.

- The average household size decreased to 4.9 individuals in 2023 compared to 5.5 individuals
in 2010.
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Chapter One
Report Methodology

The formulation of development plans and social development requires the availability of several
indicators related to demographic characteristics and population, where the main indicators are
those on population and distribution of population. In line with the Palestinian Central Bureau of
Statistics (PCBS) policy on updating population estimates and demographic indicators
periodically, this report was prepared to provide up-to-date and reliable data on those fields for
users, researchers, scholars and planners.

The process of collecting statistical data on the Palestinian people throughout the world faces
many professional, financial and political difficulties. For example, surveys and direct field
studies cannot be conducted in many of the countries hosting Palestinians. Also, it lacks the
technical framework necessary for the selection of statistical samples for conducting surveys and
field studies. In addition, the integration of the Palestinian people into the communities in which
they reside makes the enumeration process very difficult as well as the financial cost.

There are also political obstacles to studies and field surveys in other countries since they may
conflict with the principles of the sovereignty of those countries. For all those reasons, PCBS
attempts to conduct several activities in line with the prevailing conditions so that, in terms of
professionalism, they can produce the best estimates within the available resources.

1.1 Data Sources and Methodology

Data in this report are based on a number of field surveys and censuses carried out by PCBS in
Palestine and field surveys conducted in host countries. In addition, other sources were used,
including administrative records available at international organizations as well as studies
conducted by establishments and individuals to estimate the number of Palestinians and their
demographic and social characteristics, including the report of the Commissioner General of
UNRWA, and websites that belong to centers dealing with the Palestinian cause around the
world.

On the other hand, data on the Palestinian population in the 1948 Territories are based on the
Israeli Central Bureau of Statistics (Statistical Abstract) for 2023.

It is very complicated to obtain data on Palestinians residing in 1948 Territories since the data
sources are limited to the Israeli Central Bureau of Statistics. Their methodology is based on the
calculation of all Palestinians within Israel, including the Syrian Golan Heights and the J1 of
Jerusalem Governorate?, in addition to the Palestinian Territories Occupied in 1948. Therefore,
when calculating the Palestinian population in 1948 Territories, the J1* population was excluded
from the number of people in Jerusalem Governorate.

With regard to Palestinians in State of Palestine, figures depend on revised estimates based on
the latest data of the Population, Housing and Establishments Census, 2017 and based on a
developed hypothesis of anticipated trends in fertility, death rates and international immigration
of Palestinians in the State of Palestine in future years.

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Data on Palestinians in Jordan depends on estimates of the United Nations Relief and Works
Agency (UNRWA), in addition to surveys conducted in collaboration with a number of
international organizations in Jordan. UNRWA records indicated that the registered number of
Palestinian refugees in Jordan was 2,390,000 in August 20232,

Data on the Palestinian population in Syria depends on surveys conducted in cooperation with
international organizations and reports of the Commissioner General of UNRWA and derived
from the records of the agency. UNRWA records indicated that the number of registered refugees
in Syria was 586,842 in August 2023.

Data on the Palestinian population in Lebanon depends on surveys and censuses conducted there
in cooperation with international organizations and reports of the Commissioner General of
UNRWA and the records of the agency. UNRWA records showed that the number of Palestinian
refugees registered in Lebanon was 493,201 in August 2023.

Data on the Palestinian population in other Arab states and foreign countries depends on the
estimates of researchers, associations and Palestinian centers.

1.2 Population Projection Assumptions
The population projections are prepared according to the final results of the Population, Housing
and Establishments Census, 2017 and according to the following assumptions:
1. Palestinians in State of Palestine: Projections of the number of Palestinians in State of
Palestine are based on the following assumptions:
e A decline of the total fertility rate by 33% during 2012-2050 in the West Bank and
Gaza Strip.
e A decline of the infant mortality rates by 50% during 2012-2050 in both the West
Bank and Gaza Strip.
¢ Negative net international migration by 8,000 migrants annually for the next ten years
(2017-2027), and zero net migration for the rest of the years until 2050.

2. Palestinians in 1948 Territories: The current annual growth rate is 2.1% according to data
from the Israeli Central Bureau of Statistics.®

3. Palestinians in Arab states: It has been assumed as a steady growth rate of 2.2%.

4. Palestinians in foreign countries: It has been assumed as a steady growth rate of 1.5%.

1.3 Report Structure

The report contains a preface and four chapters. Chapter one covers the methodology. Chapter
two presents data on Palestinians in Diaspora and in historical Palestine (estimating the number
of Palestinians in the world and the demographic characteristics of Palestinians living in Jordan,
Syria, Lebanon and 1948 Territories). Chapter three focuses on the end of year estimates of the
Palestinian population in State of Palestine, the percentage distribution of population by selected
age groups, sex ratio, refugee status and other specific demographic characteristics. Chapter Four
covers the impact of the Israeli war against Gaza Strip. Finally, chapter five presents the concepts
and definitions.

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Chapter Two

Palestinians in Diaspora and in Historical Palestine

This chapter presents a summary of the most important demographic and population indicators
of Palestinians in Diaspora and in historical Palestine.

2.1 Estimated Population of Palestinians in the World

14.9 Million Palestinians in the World at the End of 2024

Palestinians in the world are estimated to be about 14.88 million at the end of 2024: 5.49 million
in the State of Palestine, which is 37.0% of the total population of the Palestinians in the world,
1.79 million in the 1948 Territories (12.0%), .640 million in Arab countries (43.0%) and 1.2
million in foreign countries 8.0% (See Table 1).

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2.2 Estimated Number of Palestinians and Israelis in Historical Palestine

7.3 Million Palestinians in historical Palestine at the End of 2024

PCBS estimates indicate that there were around 7.3 million Palestinians living in historical
Palestine at the end of 2024*. While the number of Israelis reached 7.1 million based on estimates
by the Israeli Central Bureau of Statistics at the end of 2022, it is expected that their number will
reach 7.3 million by the end of 2024°.

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2.3 Demographic Aspects of Palestinians in Diaspora and 1948 Territories

e Palestinians in Jordan

Available data on Palestinians living in Jordan in 2010 showed that the total fertility rate of the
Palestinian women in Jordan was 3.3 births per woman, while the crude birth rate was 29.2 births
per 1000 of total population. The infant mortality rate in the Palestinian refugee camps in Jordan
was 22.6 deaths per 1,000 live births, while the mortality rate of children under five was 25.7
deaths per 1,000 live births in 2010.°

The study of the socio-economic conditions of the Jordan's Palestinian camp refugees in 2011,
which was prepared by FAFO, showed that 39.9% of the total number of individuals in the
Palestinian camps in Jordan aged under 15 years, while the percentage of elderly (65 years and
above) was 4.3%. In addition, the average household size was 5.1 individuals.’

e Palestinians in Syria

Data available on Palestinians living in Syria showed that 33.1% of the population were under
the age of 15, while it was 4.4% for those aged 65 years and above in 2009.% Data also indicated
that the average size of the Palestinian household is 4.1 individuals in 2010 and the population
growth was 1.6% for the same year. On the other hand, the total fertility rate in 2010 among
Palestinian women living in Syria reached 2.5 births per woman. In addition, the crude birth rate
was 29.2 per 1000 of the total population. Moreover, the infant mortality was 28.2 deaths per
1000 live births and the mortality rate among children under five years was 31.5 deaths per 1000
live births.®

In 2006, the percentage of the Palestinian population in Syria aged 15 years and above, who have
never been married was 48.3% among males and 40.8% among females. In addition, the
percentage of Palestinian widowed females living in Syria is high, as it reached 4.2% compared
to 0.5% of widowed males.*°

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e Palestinians in Lebanon

The results of the Palestinian Refugee Camps and Localities Census in Lebanon 2017 showed
that the percentage of individuals under 15 years reached about 29%, while the percentage of
those aged (65 years and above) is 6.4%. Results also indicated that Palestinian refugees in
Lebanon are concentrated in Sidon with (35.8%), followed by the North area (25.1%), Tyre
(14.7%), Beirut (13.4%), Al Chouf (Mount Lebanon) (7.1%) and Bekaa (4.0%). Results also
indicated that (4.9%) of the Palestinian refugees have a nationality other than the Palestinian.

The Average Household Size was 4 individuals. Also, the percentage of female-headed
households was 17.5%. The total fertility rate of Palestinian women in Lebanon was 2.7 births.

Results indicated that 7.4% of the Palestinian refugees (11 years and above) are illiterate (cannot
read or write). The percentage of enrollment in education for individuals aged 3 years and above
was 33.7%, and the percentage of those who hold a university degree and higher reached 11.9%.

Furthermore, results showed that the unemployment rate among Palestinian refugees at the age
of 15 years and above in Lebanon was 19.4% of the total number of individuals participating in
the labor force.

e Palestinians in 1948 Territories

The estimated number of Palestinians living in the 1948 Territories at the end of 2023 was 1.8
million. Data available on the Palestinians living in the 1948 Territories at the end of 2022
indicated that the percentage of individuals under 15 years old was 31.4% for males and 30.3%
for females, while the percentage of individuals aged (65 years and above) was 4.9% for males
and 6.0% for females.

Moreover, fertility rates among Palestinian women living in 1948 Territories were 2.9 births per
woman in 2022 compared with 3.0 births for the Jewish woman. Data also showed that the
average Palestinian household size was 4.2 individuals'?.

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Chapter Three

Palestinians in the State of Palestine

This chapter summarizes the most important population and demographic indicators in the State
of Palestine at the end of 2024 based on data of surveys and administrative records.

5.5 Million Palestinians in the State of Palestine at the End of 2024

The estimated number of the population of the Palestinians in the State of Palestine at the end of
2024 was 5.49 million: 3.36 million in the West Bank (61.2%) and 2.13 million (38.8%) in Gaza
Strip. The highest population was in Hebron Governorate with 15.0% of the total population,
Jerusalem Governorate with 8.9%. While Jericho and Al - Aghwar Governorate had the lowest
population percentage of 1.0%. (See Table 3).

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42.2% of the Palestinian Population in the State of Palestine are
Refugees

Data of the Population, Housing and Establishments Census, 2017 showed that 42.2% of the total
Palestinian population in the State of Palestine are refugees; as their number is estimated at 1.98
million: 741 thousand in the West Bank (26.3% of the total population of the West Bank) and
1.24 million in Gaza Strip (66.1% of the total population of Gaza Strip). (See Table 2).
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37 % of Population in the State of Palestine are Under 15 Years Old

Palestinian society is a young society, as 37% of the population are under 15 years old at the end
of 2024. There are distinct regional differences as this percentage reached 43.8% in the West
Bank compared to 40.3% in Gaza Strip. Whereas, the percentage of those aged (65 years and
above) was 3.4%: 4.0% in the West Bank and 3.0% in Gaza Strip. (See Table 5)

Sex Ratio in the State of Palestine is 102.7 Males per 100 Females

At the end of 2024, there were 2.78 million males in the State of Palestine compared to 2.71
million females, a sex ratio of 102.7. In the West Bank, there were 1.71 million males and 1.65
million females, a sex ratio of 103.6 In Gaza Strip, there were 1.07 million males and 1.06 million
females, a sex ratio of 101.4. (See Table 4)

A Decline in Dependency Ratio in the State of Palestine

Data indicated that the dependency ratio decreased in the State of Palestine from 78.7 in 2010 to
68.2in 2024. However, there was a distinct difference between the West Bank and Gaza Strip,
as this ratio decreased in the West Bank from 73.7 in 2010 to 63.5 in 2024, while it decreased
from 87.4 in 2010 to 76.1 in Gaza Strip in 2024. (See Table 10).

21.4 Years is the Median Age in the State of Palestine

There has been a slight increase in the median age in the State of Palestine during (2010-2024).
It increased from 18.5 years in 2010 to 21.4 years in 2024. In the West Bank, the median age
increased from 19.4 years in 2010 to 22.7 years in 2024, while it increased from 17.2 in 2010 to
19.6years in Gaza Strip in 2024. (See Table 10)

A Decline in Average Household Size in the State of Palestine

Estimates indicate a decline in the average household size in Palestine compared to 2010, as the
average household size declined to 4.9 individuals in 2023 compared to 5.5 individuals in 2010.
On the other hand, this average declined in the West Bank to 4.7 individuals in 2023 compared
to 5.2 individuals in 2010, while in the Gaza Strip, the average household size declined to 5.3
members in the year 2023, compared to 6.4 in 2010. (See Table 10).

Fertility Rates are Declining on a Constant Basis in the State of Palestine

During the last decade, the fertility rate in the State of Palestine began to decline. The results of
the Palestinian Multiple Indicator Cluster Survey 2019-2020, indicated that the total fertility rates
in Palestine have been declining since 1999 up to 2019. They decreased from 4.6 births per
woman to (5.8 in the Gaza Strip and 4.1 in the West Bank) to 3.8 births per woman during the
period 2017-2019 (3.9 in the Gaza Strip and 3.8 in the West Bank). (See Table 10).

A Decrease in Marriage Contracts Registered in the State of Palestine in 2022 by
about 3.5% Compared to 2021

Data showed that the number of registered marriages in 2022 in the State of Palestine reached
43,430 marriage contracts compared to 45,018 marriage contracts in 2021 (That is, a decrease of
1,588 contracts). The number of registered marriages in 2022 in the West Bank was 24,263
contracts (55.9% of the total number of registered marriages in the State of Palestine), which is
less by 180 contracts compared to 2021. The number of registered marriage contracts reached
19,167 contracts in Gaza Strip in 2022 (44.1% of the total number of marriages in the State of
Palestine), which is less by 1,408 contracts compared to 2021 (See Table 6).

A Decrease by 2% in the Registered Divorce Cases in the State of Palestine in 2022
Compared to 2021

The number of registered divorce cases in Sharia Courts reached 9,564 in the State of Palestine
during 2022 compared to 9,794 cases in 2021 (a decrease of 230 cases compared to 2020). On
the other hand, the number of registered divorce cases in the Sharia Courts in the West Bank in
2022 reached 5,302 cases (representing 55.4% of the total number of registered divorces in Sharia
Courts in the State of Palestine), which is less by 303 cases compared to 2021. Furthermore, the
number of registered divorce cases in the Sharia Courts in Gaza Strip in 2022 reached 4,262 cases
(44.6% of the total number of registered divorces in the Sharia Courts in the State of Palestine in
2022), with an increase of 73 cases compared to 2021. (See Table 7).
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Chapter Four

Impact of the Israeli aggression on Gaza Strip

The Demographic Reality of the Population of Gaza Strip on the Eve of the Israeli
Occupation Aggression

On October 71, 2023, the Israeli occupation raged a brutal war against Gaza Strip, targeting all
kinds of life there; humans, buildings, and vital infrastructure. Cities became rubble, and bombs
branded houses, walls, memory, and pages of history with destruction, as entire neighborhoods
became history, entire families were erased from the civil register. There are catastrophic human
and material losses, yet this brutal aggression against all of Gaza Strip continues. The West Bank
wasn’t spared from this brutal aggression, where it suffered from the continuous Israeli arrests,
raids, closures, and movement constraints . This brutal aggression is an extension of the Israeli
aggression against Palestine in general, and Gaza Strip in particular. After more than 17 years of
severe collective punishment, events are escalating, throwing Gaza Strip into the crater of a
crushing war that rains bombs of death on it every now and then, killing every soul and every
type of life.

Data indicate that on the eve of the Israeli occupation aggression against Gaza Strip on October
7t 2023, about 2.2 million Palestinians were residing in Gaza Strip on an area of 365 km?,
representing about 41% of the population of the State of Palestine, most of them refugees (66%
of whom are refugees) who were displaced from their villages and cities after the 1948 war.

The Population of Gaza Strip will Decrease by 6% at the End of 2024

According to figures released by the Palestinian Ministry of Health, 45,484 Palestinians were
martyred in Gaza Strip, including about 17,581 of them were children and about 12,048 women,
in addition to about 11,000 missing persons. More thane 100,000 Palestinians have left Gaza
Strip since the beginning of the Israeli aggression, and about 108,090 other citizens were injured
until mid-December 2024 as a result of the ongoing brutal Israeli aggression. In the West Bank,
the Israeli occupation continued its aggression, as 835 citizens were martyred and 6,450 others
were injured as a result of attacks by the Israeli occupation forces and settlers.

Based on the above data, the estimated population of the State of Palestine at the end of 2024
reached 5.5 million Palestinians (3.4 million in the West Bank, while the estimated population
of Gaza Strip decreased for 2024 by about 160 thousand Palestinians to reach 2.1 million (a
decrease of 6% of the population estimates for Gaza Strip for the 2023), including more than one
million children under the age of eighteen, constituting a percentage 47% of the population of
Gaza Strip. The age structure of the population in Gaza Strip indicates that it is a very young
society.

The percentage of individuals under the age of 18 is about 47% of the population, and the
percentage of individuals under the age of 30 is about 68%, while the percentage of the elderly
aged 65 years and above is only about 3%. Accordingly, the median age of the population of
Gaza Strip (the age that divides the ages of the population is divided into two equal halves (about
19.5 years), meaning that half of the population is below this age and the other half is above it.
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The Displacement of Approximately 2 Million Palestinians inside Gaza Strip, Far from
their Places of Residence

People of Gaza has repeatedly been forced to leave their homes under duress. They have lost
their houses and become refugees living in tents and in schools, trapped within walls of poverty
and war, yet they have not been spared from the airstrikes and bombardment. Shelters where
citizens sought refuge were bombed and women and children were martyred. As a result, more
than 17,000 children are orphaned, and at least 15,000 women have lost their lives. Signs of life
have disappeared, infrastructure such as electricity networks, mobile telephone networks,
bakeries and food stores have been completely destroyed, leading to restricting access to basic
resources such as water and food. This has transformed Gaza Strip into one of the world's most
famine areas, and food has become a far-fetched dream. Access to a living has become a bitter
struggle, while people’s bodies end up weak and wasted in a densely populated prison because
of closed borders.

Moreover, thousands of Palestinian citizens, including men, women and children, were illegally
detained in the West Bank and Gaza Strip by Israeli occupation forces. Over the past 12 months,
a number of men, women and children have been forcibly abducted from Gaza Strip, in addition
to the displacement of tens of thousands of people there.

Systematic Destruction of the Health Care Sector

The impact of the Israeli aggression has been clearly reflected in health sectors, where these
sector suffer destructive setbacks that would have long-lasting consequences for development
that are essential for future economic stability, disease prevention, social cohesion and cognitive
development. The situation has deteriorated tragically since October 8th, 2023, resulting in the
martyrdom of 16,891 children, 11,458 women and 986 health care employees, and disrupting
periodic health care services. It is estimated that 16,854 children were unable to obtain their
routine vaccinations, resulting in the spread of a number of epidemiological diseases, perhaps
most notably hepatitis B, which confirms concerns on the health care future in Gaza Strip, the
pressing need for humanitarian intervention and sustainable solutions to address the health crisis.

The War Destroyed the Health Care System in Gaza Strip

Hospitals and health centers have been destroyed due to the Israeli bombardments, resulting in
the collapse of the health care systems' ability to meet people's needs. Access to health services
has been significantly shrunk. In addition, access to treatment and medication has become
extremely difficult, which led to increasing the suffering of patients, especially those with chronic
diseases such as diabetes and heart disease, who need constant health care.

The acute shortage of essential medicines and medical equipment has made surgical operations
and emergency care almost impossible due to the shortages in numbers of medical staff and
facilities available. Pregnant women and children continue to suffer from the lack of adequate
health care, resulting in high maternal and child mortality rates.
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According to figures released by the Palestinian Ministry of Health, Approximately 60,000
pregnant women are at risk due to the lack of health care in the Gaza Strip, and 13,649 pregnant
women are expected to give birth during the next month, 5,522 women in the Gaza Strip and
8,127 women in the West Bank, 155,000 pregnant and breastfeeding women face difficult
challenges in accessing pre- and post-natal health care services.

In addition there are about 96% of the population in Gaza Strip (2.1 million people) face high
levels of acute food insecurity as of September 2024, including approximately 49,300 pregnant
women, and more than 495,000 people (22% of the population) face catastrophic levels of acute
food insecurity (stage 5), including 11,000 pregnant women, And about 3,500 children are at risk
of death due to malnutrition and lack of food. 36 children were martyred as a result of famine
and malnutrition.

11,714 Martyrs were Students Enrolled in Schools

Education is a fundamental human right granted to everyone under Article 26 of the Universal
Declaration of Human Rights. In Gaza Strip, the sounds of bombs are louder than the voice of
humanity, the voice of normal life, and the voice of education. Schools and universities were
destroyed, and schools that were shelter centers were bombed. Education, which constitutes a
milestone for the residents of Gaza Strip, disappeared from the scene, and students became
trapped in a world of war, suffering, and destruction.

According to the Palestinian Ministry of Education and Higher Education, by the end of
September 2024, more than 77 public schools had been completely destroyed since the start of
the Israeli aggression against Gaza Strip, while 191 schools had been bombed and vandalized,
including 126 public schools and 65 UNRWA schools. While 98 schools in the West Bank have
been vandalized since the start of the Israeli aggression.

More than 51 university buildings in Gaza Strip were completely destroyed, while 57 university
buildings were partially destroyed, and more than 20 universities in Gaza Strip were severely
damaged since the start of the Israeli aggression against Gaza Strip. Meanwhile, 7 universities in
the West Bank were subjected to repeated raids, vandalism, and tampering with their contents.

While the number of martyrs among students enrolled in schools in Palestine reached 11,796
martyrs, including more than 11,714 martyrs in Gaza Strip and 82 martyrs in the West Bank.
While the number of martyrs since the beginning of the Israeli occupation aggression among
students enrolled in higher education institutions in Palestine reached 796 male and female
students, 761 male and female students in Gaza Strip and 35 male and female students in the
West Bank.

The number of martyrs among teachers and school administrators in Palestine reached 466 male
and female martyrs, of whom 463 were martyred during the airstrikes on Gaza Strip, and 3 were
martyred in the West Bank. While 121 male and female employees working in higher education
institutions in Gaza Strip died due to the ongoing Israeli air strikes.

Based on the available data and spatial analysis, fieldworkers confirmed that there is no place
nor anyone safe in Gaza. These devastating statistics underscore the urgent need for international
support to rebuild educational infrastructure, provide psychosocial support to traumatized
students and staff, and ensure continued access to quality education for survivors.

The widespread destruction of housing, educational facilities and infrastructure has left more
than 40% of educational facilities damaged, leaving 625,000 students without access to
education.

A Collapse of the Economic System in Gaza Strip, a Sharp Contraction in the West
Bank's Productivity Base, and an Unprecedented Increase in the Unemployment Rate

Palestine is suffering from a socio-economic, humanitarian, and environmental catastrophe that
led to the contraction of the production base and distorted Palestine's economic structure. Gaza
Strip’s contribution to the overall Palestinian economy decreased to less than 5% from about
17% before October 71, 2023. One year after the Israeli occupation aggression against Gaza Strip
since it first started on October 7%, 2023, and its repercussions on the West Bank, preliminary
estimates show that GDP contracted by more than 85% in Gaza Strip and about 22% in the West
Bank, and the Palestinian economy decreased by one third compared to times before October 71",
2023. Also, the unemployment rate increased to 80% in Gaza Strip and 35% in the West Bank,
bringing Palestine's unemployment rate to 51%.

384,000 Housing Units were Damaged as a Result of the Israeli Occupation Aggression
against Gaza Strip

The number of housing units partially damaged by the Israeli occupation aggression against Gaza
Strip since October 7, 2023 was 297,000, while 87,000 housing units were totally destroyed.
Data from the UN Satellite Center (UNOSAT) indicated that the number of buildings damaged
because of the Israeli occupation aggression against Gaza Strip since October 7", 2023 has
reached 156,423.
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Lack of Access to Safe Drinking Water

The population of Gaza Strip lives on one fifth of the amount of available water before the Israeli
aggression on October 7, 2023, where the average per capita of water consumption reached
about 3-15 liter/capita/day, which is less than the amount recommended by the World Health
Organization to meet the water needs of one person. During the ongoing Israeli aggression
against Gaza Strip, 67% of the water and sanitation systems were destroyed, and vital facilities
were severely damaged, including 194 water production wells, 40 large water reservoirs, and 76
desalination plants, either entirely or partially. In addition, all six wastewater treatment plants,
which were operating at an operational capacity of approximately 220,000 cubic meters per day,
stopped working. As a result, most wastewater is now disposed of without any treatment and it
is disposed of into the sea, streets, and even inside homes leading to a severe exacerbation of the
health and environmental crises in Gaza Strip.

Before the aggression, 98% of the collected waste was transferred to sanitary landfills; still, the
situation has changed after the Israeli aggression began, as solid waste began to accumulate due
to the depletion of fuel and the prevention of the municipal crews from reaching the main landfills
in Gaza Strip by the Israeli occupation, in addition to the destruction of waste collection vehicles
and their containers. Thus, the destruction of streets restricted movement, which made dealing
with these huge quantities of waste difficult, where it is indicated that more than 270,000 tons of
waste have accumulated in temporary landfill sites that municipalities have recently established
near the areas. It is worth mentioning that the total rubble that has accumulated so far in Gaza is
42 million tons, and this number is increasing daily.
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Chapter five
Concepts and Definitions

Average Household Size (Indicator):
An indicator that measures average household size in the target population.

Crude Birth Rate (Indicator):
The number of live births per 1000 population in a given year.

Crude Death Rate (Indicator):
The number of deaths per 1000 population in a given year.

Crude Marriage Rate (CMR) (Indicator):
The number of marriages per 1000 population during a given year.

Crude Divorce Rate (CDR) (Indicator):
The number of divorces per 1000 population during a given year.

Dependency Ratio (Indicator):
Number of dependants per 100 persons of working age (Sum of the population aged 0-14 and
that aged 65 and above, to the population aged 15-64).

Infant Mortality Rate (Indicator):
Indicator that measures the probability of dying between birth and one year exactly.

Life Expectancy at Birth (Indicator):
The average number of years that a born might live if current mortality trends by age continue as
is, and until the death of all members of that born regiment

Median Age (Indicator):
Age that divides the population into two parts of equal size.

Growth Rate (Indicator):
Indicator measures the difference between births and deaths added to net international migration
divided by population in mid-year.

Sex Ratio (Indicator):
An indicator that measures the number of males per one hundred females in a given year.

Total Fertility Rate (Indicator):

Indicator that measures the average number of children a hypothetical cohort of women would
have at the end of their reproductive period if they were subject during their whole lives to the
fertility rates of a given period and if they were not subject to mortality.

Refugee Status:
This status relates to Palestinians who were forced to leave their land in Palestine when it was
occupied by Israel in 1948. It applies to their male sons and grandchildren.
- Registered Refugees: It applies to registered refugees holding refugee registration cards
issued by UNRWA.
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- Non-Registered Refugees: It applies to unregistered refugees who do not hold refugee

registration cards issued by UNRWA.
- Non-Refugee: It applies to any Palestinian who is not categorized under any of the two

aforementioned status types.
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
