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Introduction

Price statistics are very important economic statistics, since they relate to individuals’ daily
lives, provide necessary information on the general price trends and are used to calculate
different types of indices including the inflation rate and its impact on individuals’ income and
the pattern of household consumption.

Since 1997, PCBS has been regularly producing statistical bulletins on prices, as it recognizes
the importance of providing field data collected from various markets in Palestinian
governorates indicating consumer prices and producers and wholesale for the most important
consumed goods. By early 2008, PCBS had collected the prices of various building materials,
while in 2009 it began collecting the prices of road construction materials to proceed in 2010,
with the collection of data on the prices of water and sewage commodities. Furthermore, PCBS
began collecting data on quantities and values of industrial production in the beginning of 2011,
which made it easier for the beneficiaries of these statistics to track the prices over a number of
years and study the time series available for prices for comparison and development assessment
purposes.

The annual bulletin contains consumer, producer and wholesale indices, construction and road
costs, water and sewage costs, and industrial production, as well as averages of consumer prices
for selected goods. Consumer prices were collected from all Palestinian governorates;
wholesale prices were collected from five main governorates in the North, Middle and South
of the West Bank, Jerusalem J1 and the Gaza Strip. Construction materials, roads, water and
sewage were only covered in the West Bank governorates and data on quantities and values of
production were collected from all Palestinian governorates.

PCBS is pleased to present the annual bulletin of prices and price indices for 2024 to
researchers, planners and those interested in economic development, as well as scientific
research centers, universities and individuals. It includes consumer, producer and wholesale
indices, construction, roads, water and sewage indices and an industrial production index.

Statistical data on price indices are vital for decision makers, planners and researchers, and
PCBS encourages users to provide feedback and suggestions in order to tailor improvements to
different user needs

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Chapter One

Terms, Indicators and Classifications

1.1 Terms and Indicators

The following terms and indicators are defined in accordance with the statistical indicators
glossary and guide issued by PCBS based on the latest international statistical classifications
and in consistence with international systems.

Inflation:
It is the overall general upward price movement of goods and services in the economy. The
inflation rate is calculated in accordance with the following equation:

Inflation rate = (2 —1) *100

t-1

where: Pt is the general price level in the comparison periods.
Pt-1 represents the general level of prices for previous periods.

Price Index:
It is a statistical tool used to measure changes in prices of purchased goods and services during
different temporal intervals.

Purchasing Power of Money:
It is the value of money as measured by the quantity and quality of goods and services it can
buy.

Laspeyres Equation:

It is an equation used for calculating price indices, which measures comparative period prices
in relation to a base period price, multiplied by the proportional weight of commodity or goods
groups throughout the base year.

Consumer Price Index:

It is a statistical tool used to measure the average changes in the prices of goods and services
that households consume during two different periods: one called the base period and the other
called the comparison period.

Consumer Price:
It is a price paid by households to gain a commodity or service.

Producer Price:

The producer price is the amount receivable by the producer from the purchaser for a unit of a
goods or service produced as output, minus any VAT or similar deductible tax, invoiced to the
purchaser. Producer prices exclude any transport charges invoiced separately by the producer.

Base Time:
It refers to the period to which the current period is being compared.

Consumer Basket:
The categories of classified goods and services used by the consumer.
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Wholesale Price:

It is the resale (sale without transformation) of new and used goods to retailers, industrial,
commercial, institutional and professional users, other wholesalers, or those acting as agents or
brokers in buying merchandise for, or selling merchandise to such persons or companies. The
wholesale price includes VAT and any transport charges.

Base Prices:
It refers to the prices of goods and services in a period to which current prices are being
compared.

Relative Weight:

It is the percent which reflects the relative significance of the commodities and services within
the consumer basket or any component of the index which is used in the mathematical
calculation of the index.

Percentage Change in Price Index (Indicator):

It is the change in the index calculated by dividing the price index of a particular period by the
price index of another compared period, multiplied by one hundred, then subtracting one
hundred.

Chaining Coefficient:
It is a term used to adjust indices with different base periods to the same base period so that
they can be compared.

Institutional Unit-Enterprise:
It is an economic entity that is capable, in its own right, of owning assets, incurring liabilities,
and engaging in economic activities and transactions with other entities.

Economic Activity:

It refers to a process consisting of actions and activities carried out by a certain entity that uses
labour, capital, goods and services to produce specific products (goods and services). In
addition to that, the main economic activity refers to the main work of the enterprise based on
the (ISIC) contributing to the largest proportion of the value added, in case more than one
activity exists in the enterprise.

Output:

It is defined as the goods and services produced by an establishment excluding the value of any
goods and services used in an activity for which the establishment does not assume the risk of
using the products in production, and excluding the value of goods and services consumed by
the same establishment except for goods and services used for capital formation (fixed capital
or changes in inventories) or for the establishment’s own final consumption.

1.2 Classifications

Classifications are used in the process of collection, coding and processing of statistical data,
as adopted by PCBS, in conformity with international standards and taking into account the
specific Palestinian context.
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1. Classification of Individual Consumption according to Purpose (COICOP), First
Version 2018:

Itis a part of (SNA-2008) and is used in three important statistical axes: household expenditure

and consumption surveys (PECS), Consumer Price Indices (CPI), International Comparison

Program (ICP) for Gross Domestic Product (GDP) and its expenditures component.

The (COICOP-2018) classification is divided into three parts:
e Divisions (1-13): Individual Consumption Expenditure of Households.
e Division (14): Individual Consumption Expenditure of Non-Profit Institutions Serving
Households.
e Division (15): Individual Consumption Expenditure of General Government.

Groups are divided for national purposes into sub-groups, with five digits each, which are
subsequently subdivided into categories with six digits.

2. Palestinian Industrial Classification of Economic Activities (Fifth Digits) according to
International Standard of Industrial Classification of all Economic Activities (Rev.4)
(ISIC-4), First Version(Third Edition), January 2014:

It is a general classification of production used for a wide range of statistics that require
disaggregated data in terms of type of activity such as statistics on production, national income,
and other economic statistics, as well as, demographic and social statistics needed to analyze
labor force, employment and other types of social analysis. Therefore, the term ‘industry’ is not
limited to industrial uses but covers all economic activities.

The Palestinian Industrial Classification of Economic Activities consists of a coherent
classification structure of economic activities based on a set of internationally agreed concepts,
definitions, principles and classification rules. It provides a comprehensive framework within
which economic data can be compiled in a format designed for economic analysis.

In practice, classification is used to classify statistical units such as enterprises or projects in
accordance with their primary economic activity to provide a continuous indispensable stream
of information to monitor, analyze and evaluate the performance of the economy over time. In
addition to the initial application of classification in statistics and subsequent economic analysis
where it is necessary to provide information on narrowly defined economic activities (also
referred to as industries), (ISIC) is increasingly used for administrative purposes such as tax
collection and commercial licensing.

Chapter Two
Main Findings

This chapter presents the annual results of the price index surveys carried out in 2024. It focuses
primarily on the annual inflation rates in various indices surveys according to the main groups
comprising each index.

2.1 Consumer Price Index Numbers During 2024

The annual Consumer Price Index Number in Palestine during 2024 increased sharply by
53.67% compared to the previous year (base year 2018 = 100). Driven by high price levels
Gaza Strip markets had never witnessed before, which is due to the Israeli aggression against
Gaza Strip since October 71, 2023. The increase in the CPI during 2024 was due to the increase
in the prices of goods in food and non-alcoholic beverages group by 59.05%, the prices of goods
and services in transportation group by 32.20%, the prices of goods and services in housing,
water, electricity, gas and other fuels group by 24.29%, and the prices of goods and services in
health services group by17.02%. Changes in the prices of commodities in other groups were
also observed, but had less effect on the overall price index (See Table 5). Consumer prices in
Palestine increased by 72.29% compared to their levels in 2018. Moreover, they increased by
90.84% compared to 2010.

Consumer Prices in Gaza Strip During 2024:

The Israeli aggression against Gaza Strip since October 7™, 2023 had the greatest impact on the
rise in prices, where Consumer prices in Gaza Strip increased sharply by 237.98% during 2024
compared to the previous year (base year 2018 = 100). This was due to the increase in the prices
of goods in alcoholic beverages, tobacco and narcotics group by 2760.70%, the prices of goods
in food and non-alcoholic beverages group by 224.69%. the prices of goods and services in
transportation group by 203.28%,the prices of goods and services in housing, water, electricity,
gas and other fuels group by 92.44%, and the prices of goods and services in health services
group by70.10%. Changes in the prices of commodities in other groups were also observed, but
had less effect on the overall price index (See Table 7). Consumer prices in Gaza Strip increased
by 285.97% compared to their levels in 2018. Moreover, they increased by 296.80% compared
to 2010.

Consumer Prices in the West Bank During 2024:

Consumer prices in the West Bank increased by 2.48% during 2024 compared to the previous
year (base year 2018 = 100). The increase in the CPI during 2024 was due to the increase the
prices of goods in alcoholic beverages, tobacco and narcotics group by 5.28%, the prices of
goods and services in transportation group by 4.83%, and the prices of goods in food and non-
alcoholic beverages group by 2.64%. Changes in the prices of commodities in other groups
were also observed, but had less effect on the overall price index (See Table 6). Consumer
prices in the West Bank increased by 13.96% compared to their levels in 2018. Moreover, they
increased by 30.20% compared to 2010.

Consumer Prices in Jerusalem (J1) During 2024

Consumer prices in Jerusalem (J1) increased by 3.84% during 2024 compared to the previous
year (base year 2018 = 100). This was due to the increase in the prices of goods in alcoholic
beverages, tobacco and narcotics group by 6.83%, the prices of goods in food and non-alcoholic
beverages group by 6.67%, the prices of goods and services in health services group by5.35%,
the prices of goods and services in transportation group by 4.50%, the prices of goods and
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services in housing, water, electricity, gas and other fuels group by 2.20%. Changes in the prices
of commodities in other groups were also observed, but had less effect on the overall price
index (See Table 8). Consumer prices in Jerusalem increased by 17.78% compared to their
levels in 2018. Moreover, they increased by 37.31% compared to 2010.

2.2 Producer Price Index Numbers in Palestine During 2024

The Annual Producer Price Index Numbers in Palestine increased sharply by 35.42% during
2024compared to 2023(base year 2019 = 100). Driven by high price levels Gaza Strip markets
had never witnessed before, which is due to the Israeli aggression against Gaza Strip since
October 7, 2023.The prices of locally produced and consumed products increased sharply by
38.55%, and the prices of locally produced and exported products increased sharply by 5.69%
during 2024. At the level of major activities, the sharp increase was in prices of goods in the
agriculture, forestry and fishing activities by 99.14%, the prices of goods in the manufacturing
activities by 7.52%, the prices of goods and services in water supply, sewerage, waste
management and remediation activities by 3.80%, and the prices of goods and services in the
electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning supply activities by 2.77%.While, the prices of goods
in the mining and quarrying activities decreased by 1.03%. (See Table 14). Producer prices
increased by 50.44% compared to their level in 2019 and by 66.47% compared to their level in
2011.

2.3 Wholesale Price Index Numbers in Palestine During 2024

The Annual Wholesale Price Index Number in Palestine increased sharply by 15.93% during
2024 compared to 2023(base year 2021 = 100). Driven by high price levels Gaza Strip markets
had never witnessed before, which is due to the Israeli aggression against Gaza Strip since
October 7", 2023. The prices of locally produced and consumed products increased sharply by
32.83%, and the prices of imported products increased sharply by 9.61%, during 2024. At the
level of major groups, the prices of goods and services in the wholesale trade, except of motor
vehicles and motorcycles increased by 17.65%, and the prices of goods and services in the
wholesale and retail trade and repair of motor vehicles and motorcycles increased by 1.49%(See
Table 15). Wholesale prices increased by 63.24% compared to their level in 2007.

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2.4 Construction Cost Index Numbers in the West Bank During 2024

The Annual Construction Cost Index Number for Residential buildings in the West Bank
increased by 1.00% during 2024 compared to 2023 (base year 2013 = 100). This increase was
due to the increase in the prices of labour costs and wages group by 2.46%, the prices of the
raw materials group by 0.31% during the same period, where quarries and quarrying products
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increased by 2.69%, cement, lime and gypsum increased by 2.38%, plastic products and health
tools increased by 1.76%, and cutting and shaping stones increased by 1.08%.Where, wood
products decreased by 1.58%, and iron and steel decreased by 0.62%. The prices of rental of
equipment group decreased by 0.10% during 2024 compared to 2023, (See Table 16).
Construction prices for Residential buildings increased by 21.70% compared to their level in
2013.

The Annual Construction Cost Index Number for Non-residential buildings in the West Bank
increased by 0.91% during 2024 compared to 2023(base year 2013 = 100). This increase was
due to the increase in the prices of labour costs and wages group by 2.46%, the prices of raw
materials group by 0.22% during the same period, where quarries and quarrying products
increased by 2.77%, cement, lime and gypsum increased by 2.38%, plastic products and health
tools increased by 1.60%, and cutting and shaping stones increased by 1.16%. Where, wood
products decreased by 1.75%, and iron and steel decreased by 0.62%. The prices of rental of
equipment group decreased by 0.37% during 2024 compared to 2023, (See Table 16).
Construction prices for Non-residential buildings increased by 20.61% compared to their level
in 2013.

The Annual Construction Cost Index Number for Skeleton buildings in the West Bank
increased by 0.64% during 2024 compared to 2023(base year 2013 = 100). This increase was
due to the increase in the prices of labour costs and wages group by 2.71%.While the prices of
raw materials group decreased by 0.27% during the same period, where wood products
decreased by 5.64%, and iron and steel decreased by 0.62%, while, quarries and quarrying
products increased by 2.76%, and cement, lime and gypsum increased by 2.43%.The prices of
rental of equipment group increased by 0.13%during 2024 compared to 2023, (See Table 16).
Construction prices for Skeleton buildings increased by 20.98% compared to their level in 2013.

2.5 Road Cost Index Numbers in the West Bank During 2024

The Annual Road Cost Index Number in the West Bank increased by 0.37% during 2024
compared to 2023(base month December 2008 = 100). This increase was due to the increase in
the prices of raw materials group by 0.90% during 2024 compared to 2023, where asphalt and
bitumen mixture and its products increased by 6.08%, and cement increased by 2.39%. While,
quarries and quarrying products decreased by 4.62%, and iron and steel decreased by 0.61%.
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The prices of rental of equipment group decreased by 0.89%, and prices of labour costs and
wages group decreased by 0.46%.,and the prices of operating costs of equipment and
maintenance group slightly decreased by 0.03% during 2024 compared to 2023,(See Table 20).
Road construction costs increased by 17.44% compared to their level in the base month
December 2008.

2.6 Sewage Networks Cost Index Numbers in the West Bank During 2024

The Annual Sewage Networks Cost Index Number in the West Bank increased by 1.11% during
2024 compared to 2023(base month January 2010 = 100). This increase was due to the increase
in the prices of asphalt, bitumen mixture and its products group by 6.19%, deface materials by
2.47%, and plastic and cement pipes by 0.34%. While, excavations group decreased by 0.69%
during the same period, (See Table 22). Sewage networks construction costs increased by
17.44% compared to their level in the base month January 2010.

2.7 Water Networks Cost Index Numbers in the West Bank During 2024
The Annual Water Networks Cost Index Number in the West Bank increased by 1.04% during
2024 compared to 2023 (base month January 2010 = 100) due to the increase in the costs of
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water networks index by 1.47%. At the level of sub groups, the increase was in the prices of
asphalt, bitumen mixture and its products group by 6.19%, and deface materials
by2.47%.While, Costs water reservoirs index slightly decreased by 0.01%, due to the decrease
in the costs of iron group by 0.47%during 2024 compared to 2023, (See Table 23). Water
network construction costs increased by 30.84% compared to their level in the base month
January 2010.

2.8 Industrial Production Index Numbers in Palestine During 2024

The Annual Industrial Production Index Number in Palestine sharply decreased by 19.84%
during 2024 compared to 2023 (base year 2019 = 100) due to the sharply decrease in the
activities of the manufacturing industry by 21.77%,the activities of electricity, gas, steam and
air conditioning supply by 11.22%,and the activities of mining and quarrying by 4.91%. While,
the activities of the water supply, sewerage, waste management and remediation increased by
2.61%, (See Table 25). IPI increased by 11.04% compared to their level in 2011.

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Chapter Three

Methodology

PCBS has been collecting data on the prices of consumer, producer, wholesale, and construction
products and services in order to establish updated price indices. It has also been collecting data
on industrial production. PCBS has developed an integrated system covering all aspects in
terms of price collection methods, sources and geographical distribution. Used weights are
considered as the foundation for the indices system, and the basket of goods and services is the
real group that is monitored, its price changes are studied at regular intervals for the purpose of
calculating the standard numbers.

3.1 Objectives of Prices and Indices
The prices surveys primarily provide the following:

Data on CPI in Palestine covering the West Bank, Gaza Strip and Jerusalem J1 for major
and sub groups of expenditure.

Data on PPI for locally produced and consumed products and locally produced and
exported products for major and sub groups in Palestine.

Data on WHPI for locally produced and consumed products and imported products for
major and sub groups in Palestine.

Data on prices and index numbers for the cost of construction, residential, non-residential
and skeleton buildings for major and sub groups in the West Bank.

Data on prices and index numbers for the cost of various kinds of roads for major and sub
groups in the West Bank.

Data on prices and index numbers for the cost of water and sewage networks for major and
sub groups in the West Bank.

Data on the IPI for major and sub groups in Palestine.

Data on the relative change of industrial production in Palestine through measuring the
amounts of production for a representative sample of an industrial operation establishment.
Data on the relative change in the prices of industrial and agriculture products in Palestine.
A measure of price percent change in Palestine, whether domestic or imported.

Statistics needed for decision-makers, planners and those who are interested in the national
economy.

Contribution to the preparation of quarterly and annual national accounts data.

3.2Uses of Prices and Indices
Prices and indices are used for a wide range of purposes, the most important of which are as
follows:

Adjustment of wages, government subsidies and social security benefits to compensate in
part or in full for the changes in living costs.

To provide an index to measure the price inflation of the entire household sector, which is
used to eliminate the inflation impact of the components of the final consumption
expenditure of households in national accounts and to dispose of the impact of price
changes from income and national groups.

Price index numbers are widely used to measure inflation rates and economic recession.
Price indices are used by the public as a guide for the family with regard to its budget and
its constituent items.

Price indices are used to monitor changes in the prices of the goods traded in the market
and the consequent position of price trends, market conditions and living costs. However,
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the price index does not reflect other factors affecting the cost of living, e.g. the quality and
quantity of purchased goods. Therefore, it is only one of many indicators used to assess
living costs.

e The IPI is used as an important indicator to compare the progress and development of the
productive sector during two periods of time.

e It is used as a direct method to identify the purchasing power of money, where the
purchasing power of money is inversely proportional to the price index.

3.3 Questionnaire

A tablet-supported electronic form was designed for price surveys to be used by the field teams
in collecting data from different governorates, with the exception of Jerusalem J1. The
electronic form is supported with GIS, and GPS mapping technique that allow the field workers
to locate the outlets exactly on the map and the administrative staff to manage the field remotely.
The electronic questionnaire is divided into a number of screens, namely:

e First screen: shows the metadata for the data source, governorate name, governorate code,
source code, source name, full source address, and phone number.

e Second screen: shows the source interview result, which is either completed, temporarily
paused or permanently closed. It also shows the change activity as incomplete or rejected
with the explanation for the reason of rejection.

e Third screen: shows the item code, item name, item unit, item price, product availability,
and reason for unavailability.

e Fourth screen: checks the price data of the related source and verifies their validity through
the auditing rules, which was designed specifically for the price programs.

e Fifth screen: saves and sends data through (VPN-Connection) and (WI-FI technology).

In addition to the above screens, there is a special screen for collecting data related to production
lines, number of employees, work shifts, number of working days, values and quantities of
production, production price and export price, for PPl and IPI.

In case of the Jerusalem J1 Governorate, a paper form has been designed to collect the price
data so that the form in the top part contains the metadata of the data source and in the lower
section contains the price data for the source collected. After that, the data are entered into the
price program database.

3.4 Sample and Frame

3.4.1 Target Population

e The target population for the CPI survey is the shops and retail markets such as grocery
stores, supermarkets, clothing shops, restaurants, public service institutions, private
schools and doctors.

e The target population for the CCI, RCI, WNCI, and SNCI surveys is the building material
shops, engineering companies and offices, construction companies, municipalities, and
wholesale shops for building materials.

e The target population for the WHPI survey is the wholesale market shops.

e The target population for the PPI and IPI surveys represents all profit enterprises engaged
in economic activities within the industrial sector, especially enterprises with high
economic importance. The frame is the list of all industrial enterprises in the establishment
census 2017.
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3.4.2 Sampling Frame, Design, and Sample Size

A non-probability purposive sample of sources from which the prices of different goods and
services are collected was updated based on the establishment census 2017, in a manner that
achieves full coverage of all goods and services that fall within the Palestinian consumer
system. These sources were selected based on the availability of the goods within them. It is
worth mentioning that the sample of sources was selected from the main cities inside Palestine:
Jenin, Tulkarm, Nablus, Qalgiliya, Ramallah, Al-Bireh, Jericho, Jerusalem, Bethlehem,
Hebron, Gaza, Jabalia, Dier Al-Balah, Nusseirat, Khan Yunis and Rafah. The selection of these
sources was considered to be representative of the variation that can occur in the prices collected
from the various sources. The number of goods and services included in the CPI is
approximately 730 commaodities, whose prices were collected from 3,200 sources. (COICOP)
classification is used for consumer data as recommended by the United Nations System of
National Accounts (SNA-2008).

Regarding the CCI, RCI, WNCI and SNCI systems, a non-probability purposive sample of
sources from which the prices of all related different goods and services are collected, was
selected in a way that represents full coverage of their goods. The sample was selected from the
main cities in the West Bank: Jenin, Tulkarm, Nablus, Qalgiliya, Ramallah, Al-Bireh, Jericho,
Jerusalem, Bethlehem and Hebron. The selection of these sources is representative of the
differences that could occur in the prices that are collected from the various sources. The
number of goods and services included in calculating CCl and RCI is about 205, and their prices
are being collected from about 622 sources. In addition, the number of goods and services
included in calculating WNCI and SNCI is almost 121 whose prices are being collected from
about 18 sources, as well as, a group of common goods whose prices were taken from the CCI
and RCI related sources. The data are classified according to (ISIC-4).

The sample of IPI and PPI for industrial products is a cut-off sample that is stratified with a
single stage. The enterprises were selected according to their contribution to the total production
of each layer based on the industrial survey of the establishment census 2019. Those with a
production sum that comprises almost 70% or more of each of the strata gross production were
selected.

The frame was a list of all industrial enterprises in the establishment census of 2017 that were
engaged in economic activity (internal trade activities, services, industrial activities, transport,
storage and communications activities, and construction activities).

The enterprises are divided into multiple strata based on two levels that could provide more
accuracy, as well as a sufficient number of enterprises at levels which can be published.
o First Level: the geographical level, where the enterprises are classified into two regions:
- West Bank
- Gaza Strip
e Second Level: the economic activity level, where the enterprises are classified by the main
economic activity according to the (ISIC-4) classification.

The process of collecting producer prices data for agricultural goods; plant and animal
commodities, has been developed to be collected at the farm-gate, the sources were obtained
from a frame of all agricultural farms in Palestine; plant and animal ones, given by the Ministry
of agriculture, where a cut-off sample was chosen based on the farm size, such as the largest
farms were chosen first at the level of governorate, taking into account the availability of the
goods required, in order to have the prices at the farm-gate and represent the agricultural plant
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and animal production data to be more accurate and in line with the international
recommendations.
The cut-off sample of the farms were chosen based on:

e The geographical distribution of farms in the Palestinian governorates.

e The size of the farm, according to the production value and quantity.

e Selecting farms whose total production constitutes 70% of the production value at the level

of the plant or animal commaodity.
e Availability of required plant and animal commodities in the PPI basket in the farm.

For the PPI survey, besides the 360 industrial selected establishments from which about 760
industrial commodities’ prices are being collected, there are about 110 agricultural
commodities, which their prices are being collected from about 178 plant or animal farms.

For the wholesale price index sample, a systematic, one-stage stratified random sample was
selected, where the institutions were divided according to the choice into two types: the first
type are the institutions that were comprehensively counted (i.e., with a probability of 1), and
the second type are the institutions that were selected randomly and systematically So that the
institution represents the sampling unit. The selection of the sample took into account the
geographical level, economic activity, and size of employment in order to design an effective
and representative sample of the survey community. The number of commaodities and services
included in the calculation of the wholesale price index is about 1968 commaodities, whose
prices are collected from 545 sources, taking into account the classification of data according
to the International Industrial Classification (ISIC, rev.4).

3.4.5 Weighting Calculation

3.4.5.1 Relative Significance of CPI

The relative significance of goods and services in the consumer basket (CB) is based on the
result of the Palestinian Expenditure and Consumption Survey (PECS) conducted in 2016 -
2017 on a sample of 3,740household's.

The value of consumption of each item of goods and services in the CB reflects the relative
significance of that item in total Palestinian consumption patterns during that period. The
overall value of the CB is assumed to be one hundred thousand points (100,000).

It should be noted that the estimated imputed rent has been excluded from the results of the
PECS when deriving weights for CPI and is not represented in the calculation of the CPI by the
housing group.

3.4.5.2 Relative Significance of PPI

The weights relied on sales of domestic production values based on the data of each of the
agricultural production 2018 — 2019and industrial production for 2019. They also relied on
foreign trade statistics for the distribution of the value between exported and locally consumed
goods in 2019, calculated weights required for each of the goods consumed locally, and the
goods exported to the proportion of the total value of sales of those goods.

According to the proportional distribution of locally produced goods, the percentage of goods
locally produced and consumed is about 90%, compared to 10% for goods locally produced
and exported abroad.

3.4.5.3 Relative Significance of WHPI

The weightings used in calculating the index were extracted, by calculating the value of imports
of goods in addition to the volume of production from the internal trade data within the business
statistics survey based on the data for the year 2019. According to the relative distribution of
consumed commodities, the proportion of commodities produced and consumed locally
amounted to about 26%, compared to 74% for goods imported from abroad. It should be noted
that in calculating the wholesale price index for imported goods, domestic sales prices for
imported goods were relied upon, but were weighted based on the value of imports from abroad.

3.5 Calculation of Price Indices

Price indices were calculated using the Modified Laspeyres equation. This equation applies
weighting through base-period quantities. According to this equation, the index for each
commodity is calculated first, then the elementary indices for each group are calculated. After
that, the elementary indices are weighted by the base period quantity until it becomes possible
to calculate the general price index.

The base year used for WHPI and PPI was 1996 in Palestine and adjusted to 2007 as the new

base year. At the beginning of 2012, the base year for PPl numbers was modified to 2011
instead of 2007. Meanwhile, this year has been certified as a base year for the IPI, and at the
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beginning of 2016, the base period of both the IPI and PPI was modified to December 2015.
Then at the beginning of 2019 the base of them modified to 2018. Then at the beginning of
2021 the base of them modified to 2019. Then at the beginning of 2022, the base year for the
wholesale price index has been updated to 2021. CPI produces separate indices for the West
Bank, Gaza Strip and Jerusalem J1 and PCBS adjusted its base year to 2004 instead of 1996.
At the beginning of 2014, the base year for CPI was modified to 2010 instead of 2004. Then at
the beginning of 2019 it’s modified to 2018.December 2007 was considered as the base month
for CClI, and by the year of 2014, PCBS developed new price indices for skeleton building and
modified the base year to 2013. December 2008 is considered the base month for RCI, and
January 2010 is considered the base month for WNCI and SNCI.

3.6 Fieldwork Operations
Data collection and field coordination were carried out according to the plan prepared for this
purpose, in addition to the preparation of instructions, models and tools for fieldwork.

3.6.1 Training and Hiring
The fieldwork team selected for the price surveys should meet the following conditions and
specifications:
- They must have a degree in one of the following disciplines: Accounting, Economics,
Finance and Banking.
- Those who have previously worked on the price surveys.

It should also be noted that the fieldwork team receives a full training course (theoretical and
practical) to clarify all technical and field matters. Those who pass the evaluation test
successfully are selected. Fieldworkers are also supervised and monitored by the project
management and the survey supervisor for a full week when starting work for the first time to
assess the validity of the work in terms of the proficiency of all concepts and proper use of the
data collection tool.

3.6.2 Data Collection

Data on prices were collected through field visits carried out by trained staff to selected markets
including groceries, supermarkets, cloth and clothing markets, restaurants, general service
offices, hospitals, private schools, wholesalers and factories, in addition to sources of
construction products related to the index.

The interviewers were provided with questionnaires that included all the required items and
data sources, along with detailed descriptions of goods and outlets. Electronic forms of
questionnaire supported with GIS, and GPS mapping technique were designed specially to
collect prices for different surveys through the use of tablet devices in the West Bank and Gaza
Strip while paper questionnaires were used in Jerusalem J1.

The title of each source was clarified for easy access by the fieldworkers. The distribution of
these resources in each city took into account covering all available goods and services and
their diversity. For example, the prices of vegetables were taken from popular markets in
addition to specialized markets in different parts of the city.

Since 2020, the data for all Price Indices surveys has been collected using mobile phones instead
of field collection, in all of the Palestinian Governorates interviews.
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Following the Israeli aggression against Gaza Strip since October 7", 2023, consumer price
data for Gaza Strip for 2024 were collected through direct phone calls by the project
management with fieldworkers in Gaza Strip, recording prices for basic commodities scattered
in stalls and shacks on the streets and in displacement and shelter centers, as well as the prices
of goods purchased by fieldworkers, focusing on goods of high relative importance within the
main expenditure groups in the CPI. The data of other goods and services were estimated based
on the international recommendations in the field of preparing price indicators. The same
applies to producer prices data and quantities of industrial production.

Three different prices for food products collected within one city in CPI, and one or two prices
for the rest of the items, taking into consideration the speed or frequency of the change in the
price of the item or service, which is shown by their frequent circulation. The prices for each
item were distributed throughout the month by distributing the visits to the sources within each
city for period of four weeks, so that the prices for the commodity are monitored at different
periods of the month. As for vegetables and fruits, their prices were collected on Sunday,
Tuesday, and Thursday of every week.

Within the framework of relying on modern methods in collecting consumer price index data,
the process of scraping data using Web Scraping has been used to collect the prices of basic
commodities within three sales outlets that have an official website through which they display
various commodities, where the Automatic Price Collection Tool (APCT) was developed in
cooperation with the Economic and Social Commission for Western Asia - ESCWA to scrape
these sites and obtain prices data on a monthly basis.

In terms of WHPI, one price per commodity was collected quarterly from the selected cities.
And for producer prices, one price was collected for each industrial commodity produced
monthly from the selected cities. For the agricultural part of PPI, data collection was modified
at the end of 2019 to be from main agricultural farms through phone. The prices of agricultural
commodities collected four times from the selected farms, so that each week is covered by a
different group of plant and animal farms to cover all quotations required for plant and animal
commodities throughout the month.

The goods and services in CCI were collected three times monthly, while those in RCI, WNCI
and SNCI were collected once monthly from specialized shops and companies related to
implementing these projects, from the main cities in the West Bank.

Quantities, values and price data for IPlI and PPl were collected from 360 economic
establishments, so that the target society included all profit-making institutions that are engaged
in economic activity within the industrial sector, especially institutions with a high economic
importance. These data were fulfilled by the owners and managers of the industrial
establishments, through qualified researchers trained on the concepts of the survey form.

The field staff benefited from all the documents in the survey files such as survey letters. They
also benefited from survey objectives, the collection of price data, data uses, and the usefulness
of the price indices for the Palestinian society.

3.6.3 Field Editing and Supervising

The fieldwork team consisted of a fieldwork coordinator, office managers and a field team in
all governorates. PCBS provided offices in all governorates since the task of supervising,
monitoring and auditing of the various project activities required the presence of offices in the
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governorates that are close to the various work areas to be used by the field teams before and
after the completion of daily work in the processes of receipt and delivery of various work tools,
filling forms, writing reports, and reviewing and auditing the outcome of daily work.

The fieldwork coordinator in each governorate carried out periodic monthly field visits with the
field team to examine the progress of the work and inform the project management of any urgent
developments in the field in order to solve them. The project management also carried out
periodic field visits in all governorates in order to examine the progress of the work and verify
the fieldworkers’ ability to identify themselves, carry out the surveying processes, use tablets,
complete forms, audit and review data, and follow up all recommendations resulting from the
field visits.

3.6.4 Office Editing and Coding

The price survey forms were already encoded by the project management depending on the
specific international statistical classification of each survey. After the fieldworker collected
the price data and sent them electronically, the data was reviewed and audited by the project
management. Achievement reports were reviewed on a daily and weekly basis. Also, the
detailed price reports at data source levels were checked and reviewed on a daily basis by the
project management. If there were any notes, the fieldworker was consulted in order to verify
the data and call the owner in order to correct or confirm the information.

3.7 Data Processing

3.7.1 Programming Consistency Check

Price programs were designed using the programming language: (Apache Cordova Phone Gap)
and for exterior design both (HTML and CSS3) were used while for coding, (JAVA script and
J-Query) were used.

Due to the use of tablets in the collection of price data, the computerized form supported with
GIS, and GPS mapping technique, which was loaded to the survey program was collected and
entered by the fieldworker. Automated auditing rules were set at the commaodity level to each
price program; namely:

e To compare the price entered by the fieldworker for that commodity with the price range
set for each commodity so that a minimum value and a maximum value for the price were
determined for each commodity in a way that the program did not accept any entry price
below the minimum value or higher than the maximum value. If awrong price was entered,
a window appeared for the fieldworker showing that the entered price was below the
minimum price or above the maximum limit of the price, and he/she should check and
correct it.

e To compare the price entered by the fieldworker with the price entered in the previous
month directly so that the rate of permissible change in the value of the price does not
exceed the determined level of that commodity. If a wrong price was entered; a window
appeared to the fieldworker showing that the price entered exceeded the allowable rate of
change, and he/she should check and correct it.

e To compare the price entered by the fieldworker with the average price of that product so
that the rate of permissible change in the value of the price does not exceed the determined
level of that commodity. If a wrong price was entered, a window appeared to the
fieldworker showing that the price entered exceeded the allowable rate of change after it
was compared to the base price, and he/she should check and correct it.
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The program does not accept any wrong prices. In case one of the above mentioned windows
appeared, the fieldworker checked the price again and corrected it directly in the entry program.
Therefore, errors were discovered and greatly reduced in the field.

3.7.2 Data Cleaning
At the end of the data collection process in all governorates, the data will be edited using the
following process:

e Logical revision of prices by comparing the prices of goods and services with others from
different sources and other governorates. Whenever a mistake is detected, it should be
returned to the field for correction.

e Mathematical revision of the average prices for items in governorates and the general
average in all governorates.

e Field revision of prices through selecting a sample of the prices collected from the items.

e Logical revision of quantity and production by comparing the quantity of goods and
services with others from different sources and other governorates. Whenever a mistake is
detected, it should be returned to the field for correction.

Within the framework of data science, Python language has been used to develop a program
that automates consumer price index data; thus, it allows reviewing raw price data at the
commodity, visit, governorate, region, detecting and correcting price errors, in addition to
estimating and calculating missing data at the commaodity level.

3.7.3 Tabulation

After reviewing and checking the data, a report is prepared for the average prices for
commodities at each region’s levels. This file is then entered into the calculation file, which is
an Excel file with mathematical equations used to calculate the indices by using the Modified
Laspeyres equation. This equation applies weighting through base-period quantities.
According to this equation, the index for each commodity is calculated first, then the elementary
indices for each group are calculated and they are then weighted by base period quantity until
it becomes possible to calculate the general price index.

After that, schedule records are filled into a table which is prepared for publication according
to different classifications used for each index type, especially by main and sub-group
components for each index. The results are then drafted in the form of monthly, quarterly or
annual press releases in Arabic and English enhanced by statistical charts and tables.
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Chapter Four

Quiality

This chapter includes an overview of data accuracy which includes both sampling errors and
non-sampling errors, as well as data comparison.

4.1 Accuracy
The price, quantity and value data for 2024 were collected using sampling methods, so that
these prices and quantities are exposed to sampling errors and non-sampling errors.

4.1.1 Sampling Errors

The findings of the survey may be affected by sampling errors due to the use of samples in
conducting the survey rather than total enumeration of the units of the target population, which
increases the chances of variances between the actual values we expect to obtain from the data
if we had conducted the survey using total enumeration. The computation of differences
between the most important key goods showed that the variation of these goods differs due to
the specialty of each survey. For example, for the CPI, the variation between its goods was very
high during 2024. The variance of the key goods in the computed and disseminated CPI survey
that was carried out on the Palestine level was for reasons related to sample design and variance
calculation of different indicators since there was a difficulty in the dissemination of results by
governorates due to lack of weights.

4.1.2 Non-Sampling Errors
Non-sampling errors are probable at all stages of data collection or data entry. Non-sampling
errors include:
e Non-response errors: the selected sources demonstrated a significant cooperation with
interviewers; so, there wasn’t any case of non-response reported during 2024.
e Response errors (respondent), interviewing errors (interviewer), and data entry errors: to
avoid these types of errors and reduce their effect to a minimum, project managers adopted

a number of procedures, including the following:

1. More than one visit was made to every source to explain the objectives of the survey
and emphasize the confidentiality of the data. The visits to data sources contributed to
empowering relations, cooperation, and the verification of data accuracy.

2. Interviewer errors: a number of procedures were taken to ensure data accuracy
throughout the process of field data compilation:

a. Interviewers were selected based on educational qualification, competence, and
assessment. Interviewers were trained theoretically and practically on the
questionnaire.

b. Meetings were held to remind interviewers of instructions. In addition, explanatory
notes were supplied with the surveys.

3. A number of procedures were taken to verify data quality and consistency and ensure
data accuracy for the data collected by a questioner throughout processing and data entry
(knowing that data collected through paper questionnaires did not exceed 5%):

a. Data entry staff was selected from among specialists in computer programming and
were fully trained on the entry programs.

b. Data verification was carried out for 10% of the entered questionnaires to ensure that
data entry staff had entered data correctly and in accordance with the provisions of
the questionnaire. The result of the verification was consistent with the original data
to a degree of 100%.
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c. The files of the entered data were received, examined, and reviewed by project
managers before findings were extracted. Project managers carried out many checks
on data logic and coherence, such as comparing the data of the current month with
that of the previous month, and comparing the data of sources and between
governorates.

4. Data collected by tablet devices were checked for consistency and accuracy by
applying rules at item level to be checked.

4.1.3 Other Actions Carried Out by the Project Management to Improve Data Quality
1. Re-checking the full forms after researcher’s verification/checking.
2. Other technical procedures to improve data quality:
e Seasonal adjustment processes and estimations of non-available items’ prices:
Under each category, a number of common items are used in Palestine to calculate the
price levels and to represent the commodity within the commodity group. Of course, it
is necessary to define the specifications of these items in order to ensure that the quality
or specifications do not differ when prices are collected. However, the problem
sometimes encountered is the lack of prices for some commodities due to seasonality,
which often appears in vegetables and fruits during some stages for a particular source
or for all sources and is expected to reappear (temporary disappearance) as is the case
for sources that are closed for a short time for any reason.
Such cases are treated in a scientific way called the (Group Relative Method), which is
the process of estimating the prices based on the change in the prices of the remaining
sources for the same category in the absence of the commodity in all sources. In the
case of the closure of an entire source on a temporary basis, all the prices of that source
are estimated on the basis of changes in the prices of the sources that share the same
items. An example of cases encountered in the CPI survey is the absence of varieties
and sources affiliated to fruits and vegetables, as well as clothing.
e Processing the disappearance of commodity classes and sources:
It should be noted that the basket of goods and services that have been selected and
called by the CB is not fixed but changes over time by changing in the consumers’
patterns and tastes. This is in addition to new commodities appearing. Therefore, it is
necessary to change them and find substitutes with a special replacement methodology.
When certain items of goods completely disappear, they are replaced with new items
similar in type and specifications by selecting the new category which has a high rate of
consumer demand. The base price of the new category is estimated using three statistical
methods:
1. Direct Comparison Method:
This method is used if the country of origin of the item changes with the consistency
of the specifications of the product such as its unit and ingredients and there is no
change in price between the two varieties. So, the same base price is used. The use
of this method led to maintaining the correct representation of the Palestinian CB and
the index was not affected by the change in the origin of the commodity.
2. Time Interference Method:
This method is used when the current commodity is about to disappear and loses its
representative in the CPI but its price is still available and getting low, with the
appearance of a new item that must be replaced within the same period, so a new
base price is estimated as follows:
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where:
N, = Base price of the new commodity.

P, = Base price of the old commodity.
P._.= New item price in the previous month.

P,.; = Old item price in the current month.

This method has led to keeping pace with the developments and changes happening
to goods in the Palestinian CB and reflect reality.

3. Time Linking Method:
This method is used when the current commaodity disappears completely in a certain
month and a new alternative appears in the following months. The old commodity is
replaced by the new one and the new base price is estimated using the following
formula:

Using this method, the logic and quality of the CPI are maintained over time
series, and the data values are not affected by the disappearance of a particular
category from the market and, therefore, the index is not diverted because of the
disappearance of the category.

The project management is dealing with many such cases that faced the survey
through the previous scientific methods, such as changes in the quality of
electrical appliances, household appliances, as well as the items and sources of
clothing and footwear.

4.2 Comparability

Comparisons were made between various survey data such as the comparisons between the
consumer price survey data and producer and wholesale price data, as well as with data on
agricultural commodities available from the Ministry of Agriculture. Also, comparisons were
made between fuel prices issued by the Palestinian Petroleum Authority. As an example, the
results of these comparisons were 100% in relation to most CPI prices, while there was a
difference of no more than 5% in terms of agricultural commodities' prices due to reasons
related to sample selection.
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4.3 Re-interviewing

The surveys of prices and indices are carried out on a monthly or quarterly basis with sample
stability. Therefore, re-interviewing does not apply. The data for each session were compared
with the previous session and consistency was examined.

4.4 Other Technical Remarks
Some important technical points must be taken into consideration regarding this report, as
follows:

1.

Sources in rural areas and refugee camps were not counted due to the lack of adjustment
weights for these areas. It was considered sufficient to select sources from the main cities
in the West Bank, Gaza Strip and Jerusalem J1. The sources of data compilation were
distributed among the main cities in the governorates of Palestine as follows:

West Bank: Tulkarm, Jenin, Qalgiliya, Nablus, Ramallah, Al-Bireh, Jericho, Bethlehem
and Hebron

Gaza Strip: Gaza, Jabalia, Khan Yunis,Rafah, Dier Al-Balah and Al-Nusseirat
Jerusalem J1: representsthose parts of Jerusalem which were annexed by Israeli
Occupation in 1967

Some changes in data sources took place when the field survey was conducted including
changes in their activities or permanent or temporary closures. These cases were dealt with
scientific statistical methods. In addition, goods were upgraded according to changes in
quality or quantity in accordance with international standards.

Data classification was in accordance with international standards. The recommendations
of national accounts (SNA-2008) concerning the classification of consumer groups were
adopted using (COICOP-2018). For price indices tables for producer and wholesale prices,
construction, road, water and sewage network costs, and quantity of production, the
International Standard Industrial Classification (ISIC-4) was adopted.

It should be noted that the estimation of actual house rent has been excluded from the
results of PECS when deriving weights for CPI and is not represented in the calculation of
CPI for the housing group.

It should be noted that in the calculation of WHPI for imported goods, it relied on domestic
sale prices for imported goods, but was weighted based on the value of imported products.
