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Preface

The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics (PCBS) is pleased to introduce this report
on the small area populations (communities) in Ramallah and El-Bireh Governorate
from geographic, socio - economic, environmental and administrative viewpoints.
This report aims to identify the realities of these communities that underwent
accumulative inadvertence and disregard through out thirty years of bitter occupation.

The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics conducted the first small area
populations® survey in fall 1994. That survey covered all the Palestinian communities

in the West Bank and Gaza Strip. The findings of that survey were disseminated in a
special report issued in August 1995.

It is worth pointing that the Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics intended to
conduct this survey at the national level in this year. However, it was postponed until
accomplishing the epic of the Population, Housing and Establishments Census of
December 1997.

The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics has tailored this survey upon the demand
of the Ramallah and El - Bireh Governorate in order to provide up - to - date data on
the needs of these communities in terms of basic infrastructure and services. The
findings of this survey are urgently needed to put forward developmental plans at the
community level in this crucial stage.

This community survey is divided to two basic parts. The first of which comprise
statistical tables on the basic characteristics of Ramallah and El - Bireh communities
on the basis of data compiled in April 1997. This survey covered seventy-three
communities in Ramallah and El - Bireh, but excluded three major ones, namely
Ramallah city, El-Bireh city and Beitunia city.

The second part of this survey involves statistics at the Ramallah and El-Bireh
Governorate‘s level, i.e. cities, villages and camps. The Palestinian Central Bureau of

Statistics complied these statistics from the outputs of the different surveys conducted
in different fields including household statistics surveys, economic statistics surveys
and business enterprises’ surveys as well as from the administrative records.

The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics does not assume undue perfection but
rather hopes that it managed via this report to duly meet the demands of the Ramallah
and El-Bireh Governorate as well as other interested parties. We hope that we receive
all possible support in conducting the Population, Housing and Establishments Census
of 1997 and the Agricultural Census of 1998, that are highly needed to apply the final
touches on our independent Palestinian Statistical Institution.

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Preface

Since its early establishment in the past few years, the Ramallah and El - Bireh Governorate
attempts to provide the maximum objective conditions necessary for accumulating the
different public and private sectors efforts to achieve a better living standards for the citizens
in general and economic conditions, in particular.

The Ramallah and El-Bireh Governorate has been exerting enormous efforts to provide the
minimum requirements for a real developmental prosperity in the governorate. As expected,
however, the persons in charge found out that the necessary condition for launching a well -
balanced and efficient development is missing, namely the data base necessary for sound
planning and effective decision making.

In order to arrive at the data necessary for facilitating the missions and functions of the local
government, the Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics exerted sound efforts crowned with
the launching of the first small area populations® survey in the Fall 1994. In conducting this

survey, the Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics intended to identify the reality and
different aspects of the local authorities in the West Bank and Gaza Strip. The findings of that
survey were disseminated in a special report issued in the eve of 1994.

The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics assumed its role in the field as of April 1997. It
complied with the demands of Ramallah and El — Bireh Governorate regarding joint
participation in conducting a comprehensive survey for all communities in the governorate.
This survey aims to create an up — to — date and detailed data base on the socio—economic ,
geographic and environmental realities therein. Such a database shall be highly helpful for the
staff of Ramallah and El — Bireh Governorate in bridging the vast gaps and meeting the
numerous requirements and demands of the governorate.

The objectives of this survey involve:
1. Providing geographic data, e.g., geographic location, community boarders, community
area, area of land comprising buildings and number of buildings and housing units.

2. Providing demographic data on the communities by social structure, religion, residence
and expatriates.

3. Providing data on the economic reality of the population via providing data on the
reality of the agricultural sector in terms of agricultural infrastructure (i.e. equipment
and land) ; products marketing and cooperative work in the field of agriculture.

4. Providing data on the reality of infrastructure in the communities including availability
of water and electricity supply services; sources of these services; sewage disposal
facilities; garbage disposal facilities in addition to transportation and telecommunication
services.

5. Providing data on the reality of the health sector including availability of health centers
as well as qualified cadre in terms of quality and quantity.

6. Providing data on the reality of education sector (Kindergratents, Basic Schools,
Secondary Schools) including Num of students, Num of employees, etc...

7. Providing data on the reality of local authorities at the community level in terms of
availability of governmental services, formation of these authorities and offered
services.

8. Providing data on the reality of public utilities in the social and cultural sectors.
9. Providing data on the social and non — governmental organizations along with data on
number of subscribers and offered services and activities.
10. Providing data on the archeological and historical sites and availability of site guards,
maintenance activities, and contributions of these sites to the tourism sector.
11. Providing data on the reality of land for settlement construction purposes in terms of
location and area.
This report comprises five main chapters in addition to the tables derived at the community
level in Ramallah and El — Bireh Governorate.
The first chapter provides a general overview of the survey program, objectives and structure.
The second chapter presents the major definitions and terms used in the survey. The findings
of the survey are presented along with some significant indicators in the third chapter.
The fourth chapter sheds light on the methodology adopted in the survey with emphasis on
the survey questionnaire; survey framework; pilot survey; training of fieldwork team;

description of fieldwork activities and data processing.

The last chapter constitutes the end of the report that elaborates on data assessment and
credibility.

3. Main Findings
This chapter presents the main findings of the Communities survey conducter in Ramallah

and El-Berih Governorate, during April 1997. These indicators show the most important
characteristics of the 73 communities in the Governorate.

3.1 Population

The number of resident population is (174,358), and (179,121) are expatriate population
after Oslaw Agreemint, and (1583) are returnees via national identity and (22,513) are 1948
refuges.

3.2 Community Area and Number of Housing Units

Total number of communities area is (74,1843) dunums of which (26,861) dunums are
building areas.

The largest community area is (76,908) dunums, Deir Dibwan, The smallest is (14) dunums,
Beit Nuba.

The number of housing units is (30,182). The largest number of housing units is in the
Jalazun Camp (2,200), and the smallest is in Beit Nuba (20).

3.3 Agriculture
The number of cooperative societies is (14), and number of members is (1305)
Number of utilized agriculture equipment is (367) distributed as follows:
(180) tractors, (105) water tank, (46) threshing machines, (26) springing machines, one
sowing machine and two harvesters.
The number of communities, in need of agriculture guidance is (66) 63 communities need
veterinary services whose as and (64) communities need agricultural equipments. On the
other hand, (64) communities need agricultural loans and (61) communities need

agricultural materials.

The number of water springs in the communities of Ramallah and El-Berih Governorate is
243.

3.4 Puplic Drinking Water Services

The number of subscribers in puplic water services is (17,303) and the total monthly water
consumption is (331,965) cubic meters,

3.5 Puplic Electricity Network

The number of resiaental subsriptions is 15,902 The gross monthly consumption is
(6,545,776) kW whose value amount to (2073047) NIS.

The number of commercial subscription is (2,269), The gross monthly consumption
(1218723) kW whose value amount to (422044) NIS.
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It seems that 56.2% of the communities interruptions in the electric current, 73.9% of these
communities recere weak electric current. While (20.6%) are non-served areas.

3.6 Public Services
The percentage of communities benefiting from waste disposal service is (53%).
The percentage benefiting from garbage containers is (19%).

The percentage of communities benefiting from post office service is (79%), Post office
affiliate office10%, post office agency 29%.

The percentage of communities benefiting from Telephone Service is 27%

The number of public cars in the communities is (1,170), of which (32) busses, (426) goods
transporting vehicles, (183) private vehicles, (159) public vehicles and (370) ford transit
cars.

3.7 Health Centers

The number of health centers is (66), of which (38) general physician clinic, (5) specialized
clinics and (23) dispensaries.

3.8 Educational Centers

The number of kindergartens is (33), hosting (2,714) kids of which (53%) males and (47%)
females.

The number of basic schools 1is (83), hosting (21,044) students of which (47%) males and
(53%) females. The number of teachers in these schools is (771) of whom (52%) males and
(48%) females. 84 administrative employees (54% males and 46% females) are employed
there in.

The number of secondary schools is (40) hosting (18,656) students (58% males and 42%
females). The number of teachers in these schools is (743), (63% males and 37% females).
80 administrative employees (64% males and 36% females) are employed there in.

3.9 Religious Sites

The number of religious sites is 150, (53% mosques, 9% churches and 38% shrines and
sanctuaries.

3.10 Public Utilities
The number of public utilities is (160), including (7) gardens or public parks, (5) gardens
and swimming pools, (10) festival\ ceremonies auditoriums, (2) hotels, (6) theaters, (48)

restaurants, (91) coffee shops and recreation centers, (6) public libraries and (12) municipal
playgrounds.
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3.11 Local Authority

The local authorities are distributed in percent by type as follows:
(10%) municipal council, (18%) village council, (68%) local committee and (4%) other

local authority.

The number of communities having structural sketches is (62), (79%) approved by Israeli
Civil Administration, (16%) approved by Ministry of Local Government Affairs, and (5%)

non-approved.

The number of projects implemented by PECDAR; the Palestinian Economic Council for
Development and Reconstruction amounted to (80) with total cost of (2,364,233) JD. The
local authorities share was (272,415) JD. (54) Communities benefited from these projects.
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4. Methodology
4.1 Questionnaire

The questionnaire constitutes the basic tool used in conducting the survey. Thus, the
questionnaire should be of high quality technical specifications that are appropriate for data
compilation and data processing and analysis. After examining the questionnaire suggested
from the governorate and the 1994 community survey questionnaire, the Palestinian Central
Bureau of Statistics designed a special questionnaire comprised of:

4.1.1 Identification Data

The identification data constitute the key to the questionnaire and comprise unique data (i.e.
just apply for a certain community) for every individual community. These data are
comprised of the questionnaire serial number, community name, community code,
Governorate name, governorate code (all of which are given in accordance with the
communities ‘ classification adopted by the Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics).

4.1.2 Quality Control Data

Quality control procedures were put forward to appropriately manage field and office work
operations including data compilation, field and office editing, coding, data entry, post - data
entry editing and master file creation.

4.1.3 Survey Indicators

Survey indicators data involve geographic location, population, economic activity,
infrastructure (e.g. electricity and water services, sewage and garbage disposal, roads,
communications, health, education . . . etc. ) and others.

Such indicators involve as well basic characteristics of local authorities, social institutions,
archeological sites and land. It is worth pointing that data on these indicators are compiled at
the community level.

4.2 Coverage

The community constitutes the statistical unit. The comprehensive listing technique
were adopted herein and covered all communities belonging to Ramallah and EI -
Bireh Governorate. The number of these communities amounted to seventy-three,
regardless of their legal or organizational status.

Three major communities (namely Ramallah, El-Bireh and Beitunia) were
excluded in this survey, due to technical difficulties. The field work team
conducted field visits to all covered communities, regardless of community size or
population number.
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4.3 Data Sources

Two major data sources were adopted, namely local authorities members and official
public and private institutions.

The local authority members were interviewed on the basis of the fact that they are
well acquainted with community affairs. The latter source involved obtaining data
from the administrative records of such institutions, including the Water Authority,
Jerusalem District Electricity Co., the Palestinian Geographic Center and the Agriculture
Departments ...etc.

4.4 The Pilot Survey

A sample comprised of three communities (namely Atara, Sinjil, and Qibia) was
selected from the communities ° frame. The sample was drawn in a random

systematic way.

The fieldwork and surveying activities were conducted by the person responsible for
coordinating the field work activities. The goals of the pilot survey involve
examining the questionnaire, other research tools, and field work mechanism. The
pilot survey examined and highlighted the following:

1. Questionnaire Check Out: The tests applied to the questionnaire in the pilot
survey indicated that there was some errors and deficiencies, all of which were
discussed by the technical committee and taken into account for the main
surveying activities.

2. Accomplishment Rate: Time needed to complete the questionnaire was arrived
at in the pilot survey, namely two work days per questionnaire including time
needed to move from a respondent to another and the long interviewing hours.

3. Interview Timing: The nature of the survey and the contents of the questionnaire
imply that the respondents should be among the representatives of the targeted
communities  (municipal councils’ members, villages councils’ members,

development committees members, camps directors, mayors). As most of the
representatives are not full timers, the interviewer should arrange for
appointments with them depending on when there free time.
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4.5 Training and Recruitment

Training typically aims to provide the fieldwork team with essential fieldwork skills
and interviewing techniques. A group of the trainees underwent selection by a special
committee that exercise it duties in accordance with the standards adopted by the
Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics. The basic activities underwent elaboration in
the training program are as follows:

1. Explaining the mechanism of questionnaire completion.

2. Explaining fieldwork mechanism with emphasis on data collection techniques
and tasks / functions of the field work team.

3. Practical applications on what have been explained.

The number of trainees amounted to fifteen trainees. The training program lasted for
six days as of April 26™ until May 3™ 1997. Recruitment of field workers was in
accordance with the trainees’ attendance, participation and the findings of a
comprehensive assessment examination. Eleven field workers were recruited, of
which two as supervisors and nine as interviewers.

4.6 Field Work Operations

The fieldwork stage is among the basic stages of any survey aiming to provide
accurate findings. The field work activities were launched on May 6™ 1997 and lasted
until May 31% 1997. The fieldwork team involved nine interviewers and two
supervisors, who were assigned the task of completing seventy-three questionnaires
for seventy-three communities in the Ramallah and El - Bireh Governorate. Before
launching the interviewing and questionnaire completion activities, all needed field
work requirements were provided to the team (questionnaires, maps, lists of
communities names . . .. etc.).

4.6.1: Fieldwork Mechanism

1. The survey frame (communities) was distributed among the interviewers.

2.The two supervisors completed the identification data section in the
questionnaire. They used the communities’ lists in this section completion.

3.Appointments were arranged with the respondents (local authority members)
through out a week.

4.Most of the interviews were held in the afternoon time due to the unavailability
of free time in the side of the local authority members. Some interviews were
held with employed local authority members during work hours.

5.The work hours of the fieldwork team were arranged to be in between 11: 00
a.m. and 06:00 p.m., in accordance with the previously arranged appointments.
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6.After the interviewer completes the questionnaire, the field work supervisor and
coordinator review and edit the questionnaire in accordance with the technical
revision procedures (comparing data in the questionnaire with other available
sources including previous publications and reports issued by the Palestinian
Central Bureau of Statistics).

7.Some of the questionnaires were taken as a sample to the survey senior
management for revision and commentary.

8.Given data were taken from at least two local authority members.

9.Some questionnaires were returned to the field for verification and correction (to
assure that accuracy of certain data or to complete an incomplete answer to any
of the questions) .

10.Obtaining data from original sources and comparing them with those compiled
in the field. Examples on this regard involve: data on springs were obtained from
the Palestinian Hydrologists Association; data on planted agricultural areas from
the Ministry of Agriculture; data on the longest roads and streets from the
Palestinian Geographic Center; data on water from the Palestinian Water
Authority; data on electricity from the Jerusalem District Electricity Co; and data
on the archeological sites from the Archeology Authority.

4.6.2: Fieldwork Impediments:

1.Most of the questions included in the questionnaire require the availability of
accurate statistics and figures. Having no such references left no choice other
than depending on the estimates of the respondent.

2.The very big size of the questionnaires seemed boring for the respondents. This
might have left negative effects and impacts on the quality of compiled data.

3.The annex attached to the questionnaire, that requires names and detailed data,
created a source of distrust between the respondents and the Palestinian Central
Bureau of Statistics and caused some of the respondents to question our intents,
in spite of the fact that the field workers assured the respondents that this annex
is attached for purposes having to do with Ramallah and El - Bireh Governorate
and has nothing to do with the Bureau.

4.Some respondents (local authority members) did not abide by the due time of
previously arranged meetings. This brought about delay in accomplishing some
of the questionnaires.

5.There was some difficuties in determining the precision of the answers for some
questions drafted in the questionaire.

6.As this survey is not part of any series, the coding process continued a time and
effort consuming process due to the multiplicity of data awaiting coding.
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7.0ne of the questions “asking about names of families and Hamula (tribe) along
with names of key persons and size” caused some non-response or given
imprecise information.

8.The unavailability of work addresses or telephone numbers for the local
authority members had much to do with consuming lots of time and efforts.

4.7 Data Processing

The data processing stage involved several operations and processes that were
applied to the questionnaires to get them prepared for analysis: This stage involved:

1. Pre-Data Entry Editing: This stage witnessed re-editing of all questionnaires via
stressing the instructions adopted for office editing to assure data verification
from logical view points. A faulty questionnaire shall be returned for the field for
correction.

2. Coding: The questionnaires underwent coding in this questionnaire in accordance
with a special manual developed for the purpose. The field work supervisors
undertook this task as they are fully qualified in light of their past experience.

3. Data Entry: ORACLE was used in designing the program needed for the data
entry. This operation took place in the general directorate for information
systems.

4. Post-Data Entry Editing: Special list of the entered data was derived to compare
them with questionnaire. This procedure aims to identify and avoid any possible
data entry error.

5. Logical Relations between Questionnaire Data: A group of logical relations were
electronically established and applied for fault management and correction.
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5. Data Quality

Data quality is conceived as the closest estimate to the actual value. The difference
between the estimated and the actual value is considered an error that could be one of
two types:

5.1 Sampling Errors (Statistical Errors)

e For a short while, it seems that excluding three major communities ( 1i.e.
Ramallah, El -Bireh & Beitunia ) from the survey questionnaire constitutes a
significant sampling error. On the contrary, these communities were excluded
from the sample to assure data credibility and accuracy. This could be easily
comprehended by keeping in mind that it is extremely difficult to obtain accurate
or even rough data from such big communities in the same way adopted for small
communities ( a great deal of the data pertaining to which are based on estimates
of local authorities members ).

* As for some of the communities that are not officially acknowledged as”
communities e.g. Silwad refugee camp, Birzeit refugee camp, Abu Shkheidem
refugee camp, and Ein Arik refugee camp “ , they were considered parts of nearby

communities. Thus, data on such communities or parts of communities were
included in the survey.

5.2 Non-Sampling Errors (Non-Statistical Errors)

* It was well known to us that assuring the accuracy of a great deal of the needed
data requires undertaking a population, housing and establishments census.
However, the urgent need for such data implied that the availability of related data
1s better than awaiting the implementation of such a census.

* There was a difficulty in determining the answers of some questions as provided in
the items of the questionnaire.

* The size of the questionnaire caused the respondents to be bored. Of course this
has much to do with data accuracy (To overcome such impediment, the
questionnaires were completed in stages).

» Some of the errors stemmed from the misconception of the survey objectives.

Some of the respondents seemed questioning that the survey has something to do
with the tax department and seemed afraid as well of closing establishments’
ordeprivation of enjoying some utilities and services. Other respondents seemed to
believe that the survey would contribute to developing and improving the services
as well as to providing necessary support for the communities.

* No re-interviewing took place to assure completion of certain questionnaires; new
interviews were held only to complete the uncompleted parts of the questionnaire.
This is due to the big size of the questionnaire.
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To decrease the effects of the non-sampling errors on data quality, the following steps
were initiated:

1.Inviting heads and representatives of local authorities to the main office of the
Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics to discuss the objectives and nature of the
survey along with ways of dealing with the questionnaire.

2.Developing a list of the items requiring prior preparation and distributing it to the
local authorities two weeks before the start of the survey.

3.Holding interviews with at least two local authority members for completing each
questionnaire.

4.Conducting a pilot survey and completely applying the resulting recommendations
and conclusions.

5.Designing a highly effective training program for the fieldwork team with emphasis
on practical exercises on each of the questions included in the questionnaire.

6.Continuous follow up by the field work team; correction of errors from beginning to
end; and holding meetings after completing a number of questionnaires in the early
stages of field work.

7.Resorting to some official sources to assure the quality of data obtained from the
communities.

8.Resorting to adopt data from official sources and dismissing data estimated by local
authority members.

9.Resorting to the findings of the most recent surveys conducted by the Palestinian
Central Bureau of Statistics, e.g. the education statistics yearbook project.
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
