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Chapter One

Introduction

Preparation of this report is in accordance with PCBS policy, providing recent and
comprehensive statistical data on all aspects of life for Palestinians. Health is one such vital
aspects. Palestinian people are still suffering from lack of sufficient primary health care
services.

Decision makers and policy planners are in need of updated statistics on primary health care
and other health areas. This report provides data on primary health care clinics and centers
activities.

1.1 Report Objectives:

This report focuses on primary health care facilities, providing data on size, activities and
distribution of these facilities.

1.2 Report Structure:

This report consists of three chapters in addition to the tables and figures. The first chapter
presents introduction, objectives, and structure; the second chapter presents explanations and
definitions, and the third chapter briefly describes the main findings.

1.3 Data Sources:

This report has been prepared using available data from quarterly reports — released by
Palestinian Ministry of Health and other NGOs health sectors. Indicators have been selected,
and data processing has been carried out accordingly. The tables have been designed and data
entry of the results has been completed, resulting in the final table.

1 .4 Methodology:

PCBS endeavours to build up comprehensive data base for all vital sectors depending on
administrative records. For achievement of this objective, health statistics department started
working through continuos coordination with governmental and non-governmental health
sectors providers, in order to determine required health indicators. For data collection, special
forms were designed. Flow of data from health providers are available, data were revised,
consistency checks and validity of data was completed. Finally data analysis and tabulation
process took place to finalize tables.

Chapter Three

Main Findings

3.1 Governmental Clinics
3.1.1 Distribution of Governmental Clinics and Centers

There are 414 governmental primary health care clinic and center in the Palestinian
Territory in 1997. 383 of the clinics and centers in the West Bank and 31 in Gaza Strip.

3.1.2 Activities of Governmental Primary Health Care Centers:
3.1.2.1 Child Health Centers:

About 1,038,311 child (0-3 years) visited child centers in governmental clinics in the
Palestinian Territory, 169,968 of them are in the West Bank, and 868,343 child in Gaza Strip.

3.1.2.2 Maternal Health Centers:

The findings indicate that 162,232 pregnant women received ante-natal care at governmental
maternal health centers in the Palestinian Territory. 98,118 of them received this care in the
West Bank and 64,114 in Gaza Strip.

3.1.2.3 Specialized Clinics:

About 170,007 patients received medical care in governmental specialized primary health
care clinics in the West Bank in 1997, distributed as follows: 12,164 patients received care at
dermatology clinics, 38,739 at pediatric clinics, 18,122 at chest clinics, 52,414 at diabetic
clinics, and 631 at internal clinics. While 47,937 patients received this care at high risk
pregnancy, psychiatric and communicable diseases clinics.

In Gaza Strip about 1,627,210 patients received medical care in governmental specialized
primary health care clinics in 1997, distributed as follows: 1,353,513 patients received care at
general medicine clinics, 104,172 at internal clinics, 56,569 at dermatology clinics, 8,836 at
chest clinics, 61,059 at dentist clinics, and 43,061 patients received this care at ophthalmic,
psychiatric, delivery and endocrine clinics.

3.2 Non — Governmental Clinics:

3.2.1 Distribution of non-governmental clinics and centers:

The findings indicate that there are 183 non-governmental clinic and center in the Palestinian
Territory. 148 located in the West Bank and 35 centers in Gaza Strip.



3.2.2 Activities of non-governmental clinics:
3.2.2.1 Specialized Clinics:

About 223,727 patients received medical care at UHWC centers in the Palestinian Territory in
1997, 130,197 of them received care at UHWC clinics in the West Bank, and 93,530 in Gaza
Strip.

254,043 patients received medical care at PRCS clinics in the Palestinian Territory in 1997,
137,698 patients received care in the West Bank, and 116,345 in Gaza Strip. At UPMRC
clinics 277,587 patients received medical clinics in the Palestinian Territory, 256,023 patients
received care in the West Bank, and 21,564 in Gaza Strip.
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
