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Preface

Bank (RWB) were annexed by Israel in 1967.

3. Methodology:

3.1 Questionnaire:

The survey’s tool was designed taking into account the survey objectives, data
processing and data collection requirements. It consists of two parts, the first part
covered data that to be collected directly from the field including data about the
services of local authorities, land use, infrastructure and agriculture. The other part was
aggregated from the different statistical activities that have been conducted by the

PCBS such as health and education.

3.2 Coverage:

The survey frame was based on the list of localities used in the Population, Housing
and Establishments Census 1997, which consisted of 708 localities. The following data
covers 686 localities due to the fact that three localities were excluded because they
were not populated during the field work operations. In addition, twenty localities
within that part of Jerusalem which were annexed by Israel in 1967 were treated as one

locality.

3.3 Data Sources:
There are two sources of data; the first source is the local community members of the

locality as they have a good knowledge about the community matters. The other source
is the surveys that have been conducted by PCBS.

3.4 Fieldwork Operations:

Fieldwork operations included all needed processes and tools for collecting and
providing accurate data according to the sum survey questionnaire.

3.4.1 Pre-Test:

The Pre-Test was conducted in order to examine the questionnaire concerning the
coverage and formulation of questions. Six localities in the Ramallah Governorate
comprised the sample of the pre-test. According to the results of the Pre-Test, some
technical modifications were made on the questionnaire, tools and procedures.

3.4.2 Training:
The recruitment and training of qualified interviewers, is considered as one of the

main stages of the survey, since this training must provide the field workers with the
necessary skills for collecting data. The interviewers were provided with the



necessary training to meet the surveys aims, with explanation of the concepts of the
questionnaire and also with instructions on how to fill the questionnaire.

3.4.3 Data Collection:

The field operations started on 30/1/1999 in Gaza Strip and on 1/2/1999 in the West
Bank and was finished after twenty days, except for the Jerusalem Governorate where
it took longer to be finished, until 21/3/1999.

The fieldwork team consisted of (51) field workers, one coordinator and 9 supervisors
The PCBS Fieldwork Directorate administrated fieldwork activities including
interviewing activities and field editing of questionnaires.

3.5 Data Processing:

Questionnaires were edited before data entry and the incomplete ones were referred to
the field. For the data entry, BLAISE software was used, this package is user-friendly
and is capable of detecting a wide range of data entry and related errors. The package
allows for the logical skipping between the questions and accepts only the possible
answers for each question. The tabulation was performed using the SPSS program.

4. Data Quality:

This survey is a comprehensive survey for all local Communities, therefore, there
is no sampling error in this survey but there is a possibility for some non-
sampling errors that refer to the study frame, fieldwork operations and data

processing.

4.1 Fieldwork Notes:

Despite the big size of the questionnaire, the fieldwork team made a great effort in
conducting this survey in the best possible way. All the localities were collaborative
and filled in the questionnaire except one non-response in Jerusalem.

The interviews were made to (1052) of the heads, members and employees of
local authorities, directors and employees of the ministries and official
departments.

4.2 Technical Notes:

The field workers collected the data by relying on administrative records and other
official sources (primary sources). They then the compared the results with the data
they collected from the field. But despite all the procedures that was taken in order to
have less errors, some errors ocurred due to the nature of the survey like the area of
different land use in the locality, dumping site areas, discharge of springs, water
consumption according to sector and electricity consumption according to sector.



4.3 Non- Sampling Errors:

This survey depends on the frame of the Population, Housing and Establishment
Census- 1997 where some problems affected the accuracy of the data as follows:

1. The presence of a number of localities which do not have authorities and
follow other neighboring localities, and which were therefore considered as
followed localities.

2. The presence of localities in remote areas which have only one housing unit, in
addition to the Bedouins groups were considered as localities during the census
are not present anymore.

3. The difficulty of distinguishing the borders between cities and some camps in
Gaza Strip.

4. The presence of differences between the localities names in the census frame and
the Ministry of Local Government.

5. Localities inside the check points. That part of Jerusalem which was annexed by
Israel in 1967. It was difficult to get accurate and comprehensive data about these
localities, and since it follows the Jerusalem municipality, they were all
considered as one locality.
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
