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A Word from H.E. Yaser Arafat

The official statistics system is one of the basic pillars of the civic society in any country.

We have, thus, paid special attention to laying solid foundations for this system in the
Palestinian society. We have raised and allocated local and international resources to lay well
balanced bases for the Palestinian statistical system in parallel with the task of achieving the
Palestinian political and socio — economic independence. In acknowledging and stressing the
importance of setting up a modern central statistical bureau capable of collecting, compiling
and disseminating statistical data in accordance with the international standards and
recommendations, we included the establishment, funding and creation of the enabling
atmosphere for the success of the system among our top personal and official priorities.

It pleases us to present the findings of the first Population, Housing and Establishment Census
that was successfully planned, implemented underwent various dissemination processes by
Palestinian hands. Our independent Palestinian decision to carry out the project came in
response to our awareness of the crucial need for building a Palestinian statistical system, as
part of our rights to sovereignty and complete independence. We are very confident that the
findings of the Population, Housing and Establishment Census-1997 shall be utilized in
enhancing our efforts aiming to provide the enabling environment for achieving the complete
Palestinian sovereignty as well as to optimally utilize and allocate available resources in a
way that ensures balanced development.

In view of the importance of the project findings in enhancing our liberation, independence
and state building, we issued presidential directives (in the session of the Palestinian cabinet
held on January 16th 1998) requiring all ministries and governmental agencies to make
optimal utilization of the findings, including revising their plans and program based on the
results of this project.

The implementation of the Population, Housing and Establishment Census- 1997 and the
derivation of its findings crowns our march for the informatic independence launched in 1993
when issued by our directives for the establishment of the Palestinian Central Bureau of
Statistics. The success of the census would have been impossible, without the dedication and
commitment of the national team we established for following up and supervising the
implementation of this highly pivotal project.

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Preface

Censuses of Population, Housing, or Establishments are crucial undertakings in the life of any
official statistical system. The United Nations recommends the implementation of Population
censuses every 5 or 10 years to obtain a comprehensive set of data about population size,
composition and characteristics. Such data are essential for economic and social development.

Upon launching of the peace process between the Arab countries and Israel, the Palestine
Liberation Organization, PLO, has given highest priority to making available the needed data
for establishing national plans of actions for rebuilding the country, especially the economic,
social, cultural and service sectors in the Palestinian Territory. The PLO has recognized that
the available gap in the needed statistics for planning will only be filled through the
implementation of a population and housing census. The census will be a proper vehicle for
providing various ministries and institutions with crucially needed data for effective planning
and for the integration of demographic indicators into the overall development planning
process.

Our efforts in planning for carrying out the census, which have started in the fall of 1993 have
culminated in the issuance of a presidential decree (June 5, 1997) on conducting the
Population, Housing, and Establishment Census at the end of 1997 in the Palestinian
Territory. The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics was entrusted through that decree to
lead the implementation of this strategic exercise.

The census covered all of the Palestinian Territory except those parts of Jerusalem, which
were annexed by Israel in 1967. The Israeli authorities have conducted an extensive
campaign against our teams in Jerusalem, including the arrest of scores of fieldworkers,
declaring those areas as closed military areas, and passing a law outlawing census activities in
Jerusalem, thus preventing the Palestinian side from exercising its legitimate rights in
Jerusalem, and the right to collect statistical information about the Palestinians of Jerusalem.

This report summarizes the main results of the census in this field, more reports are being
prepared to cover other topical aspects as well as other geographical areas. Of course, the
exhaustion of all areas covered by the census will take along time, however, we count on the
interests of various users to help us release all results in record time. In the meantime, we
welcome any suggestions from users on further utilization of these data.

Important Remarks

1-Jerusalem governorate includes all localities and areas that were defined for the purpose of
the 1996 Palestinian election. The administrative boundaries were based on the election
boundaries in coordination with the Ministry of Local Government and Jerusalem
governorate. For statistical purposes, Jerusalem governorate was divided into two main
areas: J1 and J2.
J1 area: Includes those parts of Jerusalem, which were annexed by Israel in 1967.
J2 area: Includes the other parts of Jerusalem, governorate.

These classifications were only used for statistical purposes

2- The detailed tables published in this report and addressing all essential characteristics are
related to the final result of the buildings actually enumerated in the date October30™ —
November23th 1997. However, they do not cover the number of buildings in the J1 area of
Jerusalem governorate.

3- The administrative classifications of the Ministry of Local Government were used in the
1997 census. These classifications divided the Palestinian Territory into 14 governorates in
addition to 2 districts.

The governorates are Jenin, Tulkarm, Qalqiliya, Nablus, Ramallah & Al-Bireh, Jerusalem,
Jericho, Bethlehem, Hebron, North Gaza, Gaza, Deir Al-Balah, Khan Yunis, and Rafah.

The two districts are Salfit and Tubas.

4- Administrative Boundaries of Localities:

Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics spent great efforts to obtain detailed maps for
localities in the Palestinian Territories prior to the commence of fieldwork activities for the
Population, Housing, and Establishment Census — 1997. PCBS obtained these maps from
different sources, most importantly from the Ministry of Local Government, municipalities,
village councils, and engineering offices.

Maps for localities in the West Bank were with clear administrative boundaries due
geographical and natural partitions among most of these localities. However, Gaza Strip is
distinct in the adhesion of construction chunks that are adjacent to each other. PCBS was able
to define the outside boundaries of all localities in the Palestinian Territories in accordance
with the maps that were available at that time. However, the working team that was in charge
could not maintain the boundaries of some of the overlapped camps with the central
governorates in the Gaza Strip because of the contradiction between the different sources of
maps.

Despite the fact that PCBS had coordinated with and contacted all governmental parties
involved, PCBS was not able to obtain detailed, unified, and approved maps. There was no
correspondence in the administrative boundaries between maps for the same locality except
Ash Shati’ camp, where an official map was obtained from the municipality of Gaza. This
map showed that several Enumeration Areas were considered part of Ash Shati’ camp and
these Enumeration Areas were officially considered part of Gaza city according to the map.



Due to these facts, statistics about all localities including Ash Shati’ camp were disseminated
according to the actual enumeration which was conducted during the census fieldwork
activities.

Taking into consideration the ratified official map that was obtained from the municipality of
Gaza, there is an addition in the building data related to Ash Shati’ camp of about 40.4% on
the account of the buildings data related to the Gaza city. This shall result in an addition of
7.1% to the total number of buildings in the camps in the Gaza governorates; and an addition
of 2.2% to the total number of buildings in the camps in the Gaza Strip; and an addition of
0.7% to the number of buildings in the camps in the Palestinian Territory on the account of
the urban areas.

Chapter One
General Background

The Population, Housing and Establishment Census -1997 is the largest statistical project ever
conducted in the Palestinian Territory. The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics (PCBS)
started preparing for implementing this pivotal project in the eve of 1993, and it was actually
carried out throughout the period starting from the early beginnings of September 1997 until
the ever of that year. This chapter provides a brief overview of the Census definition,
objectives, Census organizational structure, enumeration technique, enumeration period
census stages, quality control mechanisms.

Census Definition

Buildings Census

The process of collection, classification, processing, analysis, assessment, dissemination of
statistical data on the number of buildings and their distribution by basic characteristics in a
specific reference period within the boundaries of a specific geographic area.

1.2 Objectives of the Census:

The main objectives of the Census are as follows:

1. Provide a basic set of updated and reliable data on the population, housing, economic
establishments, and agricultural holdings with emphasis on identifying the size,
distribution, and the basic socio - economic and demographic characteristics of the
households and individuals. This involves providing data on buildings characteristics and
housing conditions along with the basic means available to the household and the
agricultural holdings, in addition to a basic set on buildings and economic establishments.

2. Develop special standards, definitions and manuals for the statistical activities in the
Palestinian Territory.

3. Enhance and support the national building capacities and the PCBS ability to conduct
periodic Censuses and surveys. This involves timely and cost effective planning, data
collection, data processing, data dissemination, and the use of related characteristics
(population, building, housing units, and establishments characteristics). Quality and
meeting various needs should be highly emphasized.

4. Create a comprehensive database to function as a basic reference for the basic
information systems including the compilation and updating of central records and
registers including the population register, the buildings and housing units register, the
detailed addresses register, the establishments register and the agricultural holdings
register.



1.3 Census Organizational Structure:

Because of the importance of the Census project, which is considered the largest statistical
operation that has been implemented in the Palestinian Territory, it was necessary to have an
administrative organization for the census national team that secures complete controls over
administrative technical and field work operations. The number of individuals who worked in
the project was 6733. This number does not include the volunteers who participated in the
publicity campaign, beside members of emergency committees, women committees and
security committees

1.4 Enumeration Technique
The enumeration technique was based on direct interviewing of respondents in completing the
questionnaires designated for collecting statistical data on the buildings, housing units.

1.5 Enumeration Period
As for the enumeration period, it refers to the span of time in between the commencement of
fieldwork and the completion of all questionnaires during this period. The period between
October 30™ 1997 and November 23" was adopted as the enumeration period for the
buildings data.

1.6 Census Stages:
The Census was conducted in three basic stages:

1.6.1 Census Preparatory Stage:
The initial preparatory activities of the 1997 census were launched at the end of 1993 by the
preparation of the project document, census budget, and then the recruitment of census core
staff who first thoroughly reviewed the international experiences and UN recommendations in
relation to Population and Housing Censuses.

Afterwards, the census core team initiated the process of coordinating with governmental and
non-governmental insinuations to identify their needs of the census data. The coordination
resulted in national consensus about the priorities in relation to the necessary variables and
indicators that were crucial to the Palestinian development process. Also, special coordination
and consultation with the United Nations Population fund (UNFPA) were conducted from the
beginning of this stage to ensure the support of this organization to the census various
activities.

This stage witnessed the implementation of a pre-test that covered 15 Enumeration Areas in
March 1996, and a pilot census that covered 36 Enumeration Areas, which was conducted in
December 1996. These two census’ tests led to positive amendments to census plans and
procedures.

At this stage, an administrative classification manual was prepared along with complete
updated maps for all Palestinian localities. Each locality was divided into small Enumeration
Areas each with an average size of 150 housing unit.

Presidential decrees on the implementation of the census and the formation of the census
different committees were issued on June 6™ 1997.

Then, census questionnaires and manuals were finalized and printed; sources of fieldworkers
were determined; preparation of archive and storage room was set; and finally the distribution
of census required materials to census field offices. This stage was accomplished by
September 4™,1997.

1.6.2. Implementation Stage (field work stage):
This stage started on September 6™ 1997 and lasted until January 15™ 1998. It commenced
with the selection and training of field workers including Census governorate directors,
supervisors, crew leaders and enumerators. The main activities of this stage tackled the
delineation of enumeration areas in the period between October 1% 1997 and October 14™
1997; the marking and listing of buildings, housing units and establishments in the period
between October 30™ 1997 and November 23" 1997; the population count (enumeration) in
the period between December 10" 1997 and December 24" 1997; the implementation of the
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post enumeration study in the period between January 6™ 1998 and January 15™ 1997; the
derivation of the preliminary findings in the period between December 31* 1997 and January
4™ 1998; and the delivery and reception of questionnaires and records as well as storing them
in the main office in the period between December 29" 1997 and January 4™ 1998.

1.6.3. Data Processing and Preparation Repots Stage:
This stage started on January 5" 1998. The main activities of this stage tackled the editing,
coding, verification, data entry, and verification of computerized data for all questionnaires.
Other pertinent activities included the application of data quality control techniques after the
derivation of electronic lists for exceptional and inconsistent cases. In addition, this stage
involved the preparation of the different statistical reports at all geographic levels.

1.7 Data Quality and Control Mechanism:
The purpose of this mechanism was to obtain reliable set of data through the adoption of
procedures that would prevent possible errors, avoid the causes of possible inconsistencies,
and then the identification and correction of these errors or inconsistencies.
The data quality and control mechanism was adopted in all of census stages.

1.7.1 Data Quality and Control Mechanism in the Preparatory Stage:
This stage involved the formulation of census definitions and instructions in a way that would
best suit the questionnaires and permit a reliable and consistent completion of census
questionnaires.

An administrative classification manual was prepared for all Palestinian localities. Detailed
maps were prepared for each locality and each Enumeration Area in the locality, in addition to
proper distribution of fieldworkers to ensure full coverage of all buildings, housing units,
households, and establishments.

Special forms were designed to allow for close follow up on daily production, coverage, and
data quality.

Enough attention was paid to the listing of special groups like Bedouins, people passing
through passages, and persons living in institutional households.

A mechanism was developed for checking coverage through the implementation of a Post
Enumeration Study.

In addition, a special mechanism was adopted in storing census questionnaires to ensure safe
storage and fast retrieval of questionnaires during the census data processing stage.

1.7.2 Data Quality and Control Mechanisms in the Implementation Stage:
Special attention was given to the selection of census fieldworkers and unemployed
intermediate college or university graduates were recruited. Each fieldworker was assigned to
an Enumeration Area located in his or her locality since it’s easier to identify all buildings,
establishments, and households, as well as to avoid possible disruption in census activities in
case of complete or partial closure of the Palestinian Territory from Israeli Authorities.

Training programs and plans were carefully designed in advance. The first stage was to train
census directors, who then trained census supervisors, and who then trained census crew
leaders and enumerators. Identical videotapes were used in every training stage to ensure
presenting census definitions and instructions to all trainees in a unified way.

After each training stage, a unified evaluation examination was conducted and the best
fieldworkers were selected.
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In the fieldwork activity, every supervisor was responsible for 5 crew leaders and every crew
leader was responsible for 5 enumerators.

As for the enumeration technique, the direct interviewing technique was solely adopted
in the enumeration process, where the interviews were conducted with the head of
household or another eligible adult.

The completion of basic and identification data, e.g. name, birth date, identity card
number was based on official identification documents. A “reminder ” questionnaire
was distributed to all households before the actual enumeration started. The purpose of
such practice was to remind the households and individuals that the actual enumeration
would be conducted on a certain date and to make sure that the most basic information
needed would be available on that date.

Clear and definite instructions were issued to the different levels of field workers to
ensure field and office revision of their work and the work of their immediate staff.
These instructions focused on revision techniques and error correction mechanisms.
These instructions also required the supervisors to personally complete a sample not less
than 5% of the questionnaires completed by the crew leaders or enumerators; check the
coverage and data quality especially in the early days of work besides the daily office
and field revisions. The crew leader re-completed 10% of the household data previously
completed by the enumerators. In addition, the crew leader ensured household coverage
and data consistency besides directing the enumerator’s attention to the errors some of
them made.

Two central operation rooms operated continuously 24 hours a day in PCBS’ main
offices in Ramallah &Gaza, respectively. These operation rooms comprised technical
staff, administrators, and support staff to respond to the inquiries of the public and meet
the urgent needs of the Census staff, e.g. supplies and issuing any general instructions in
writing.

A post — enumeration study was conducted on 4% of the enumeration areas to check the
coverage rate of individuals and households. A complete re — enumeration was carried out of
all households and individuals in the sample enumeration areas.

1.7.3 Data Quality Control Mechanism in the Data Processing Stage:
The Census data processing stage included the office editing, office coding, data entry, and
computer editing activities.
A special office and computer editing manual was prepared in advance, which included all
possible checks and controls that could be applied on the census data.
All census data processing employees were selected from the best fieldworkers. The data
processing stage was conducted centrally, and special training sessions were conducted prior
to any of the data processing activities.
Office editing and verification of editing were implemented 100% on all of the census
questionnaires.
Office coding and verification of coding were implemented 100% on all of the census
questionnaires as well.
At the beginning of census data entry stage, verification was implemented 100% to identify
weaknesses among data keyers. At later stages, only a 10% verification on data entry was
applied.
The best editors and coders were selected for the computer editing stage.






Chapter Two
Basic Definitions and Concepts

2.1 Geographical, Administrative and Statistical Divisions:
According to current administrative divisions, the Palestinian Territory was divided into
two geographic regions: The West Bank and Gaza Strip. The West Bank was divided
into 9 Governorates and two Districts (Jenin, Tulkarm, Qalqiliya, Nablus, Ramallah &
Al-Bireh, Jerusalem, Jericho, Bethlehem, Hebron, and Tubas, Salfit Districts) while
Gaza Strip was divided into 5 Governorates (North Gaza, Gaza, Deir Al-Balah, Khan
Yunis, Rafah).

Locality:
A permanently inhabited place, which has an independent municipal administration or
a permanently inhabited, separated place not included within the formal boundaries of
another locality

Locality Type:
Localities have been divided into three types: Urban, Rural, Camps

Urban: Any locality whose population amounts to 10,000 persons or more. This applies to all
governorates/districts centers regardless of their size. Besides, it refers to all localities whose
populations vary from 4,000 to 9,999 persons provided they have, at least, four of the
following elements: public electricity network, public water network, post office, health
center with a full — time physician and a school offering a general secondary education
certificate.

Rural: Any locality whose population is less than 4,000 persons or whose population varies
from 4,000 to 9,999 persons but lacking four of the aforementioned elements.

Camp: It refers to any locality referred to as a refugee camp and administered by the United
Nations Refugees and Work Agency in the Near East (U.N.R.W.A.).

Enumeration Area:
A group of housing units (about 150 housing unit) with clear boundaries on the ground, it
may constitute one locality or part of a locality.

2.2 General Definitions:

Building:

For the purposes of the Population, Housing and Establishment Census 1997, the building is
defined as any fixed construction that is temporarily or permanently erected on the surface of
the earth or water. The building is surrounded by four walls or with at least one completed
ceiling at the time of the visit, regardless of the construction material and the purpose of
construction and utilization at the time of the Census. The building might be utilized for
habitation, for work, for both, vacant, closed or under construction at the time of the Census.

Housing Unit:
A building or part of a building constructed for one household only, with one or more
independent entrance leading to the public road without passing through another housing unit.
The unit might not be constructed for living purposes but found occupied with a household
during the enumeration. Likewise, the unit might be utilized for habitation or for work



purposes or both purposes. Also, it might be closed, vacant or occupied by one or more
households during the Census.

2.3 The Basic Definitions for the Building Characteristics
Building Type:

It refers to the engineering or the architectural shape of the building, regardless of its current
use. A building may be constructed for habitation purposes (e.g. villa, houses, homes) or for
work purposes (e.g. mosques, schools, hospitals, factories, hotels ... etc.). Its exterior shape
classifies the building as follows:

1. Villa: A separately established building that is usually constructed from clean stone. It is
constructed for the living of one household and consists of a 2 - suite — floor or 2 floors
or more connected through internal stairs. One of the suites is constructed as bedrooms
whereas the second suite is constructed for reception and involves the kitchen and other
related services. In general, the villa is surrounded by a garden, regardless of the area of
this garden, and a wall surrounding its boarders. A parking area (garage) is always
associated with the villa along with baked red bricks covering its upper surface. Another
building or buildings might be found inside the boundaries of the villa, and considered
one of its belongings.

2.House: A building usually established for the residence of one household and
comprised of one floor. Nevertheless, it may consist of two floors, each of which consists
of one apartment only. The house is the typical form of residential buildings prevailing in
Palestine.

3. Building: A building comprised of two or more floors, including the ground floor that
usually involves stores, groceries, garages or apartments. Every floor consists of more
than one apartment constructed for housing purposes. However, the apartments do not
share anything other than the stairs and the path leading to the public road. The house and
the building could be differentiated when the consecution is comprised of two floors
only. The building consists of more than are apartment in each floor whereas the house
includes only one apartment in each. In all cases, the building is comprised of more than
two floors, All constructions consisting of more than 2 floors are considered a building,
despite the number of housing units.

4. Tent: It is either made of textile, wool, or hair. It is typically used in the Bedouin
localities, but it does not undergo listing if it is not occupied.

5.Marginal: It is a separate building, comprised usually of one or more rooms. The main
construction material of the ceiling and the external walls is made of zinc, tinplate ...etc.

6. Establishment: It is a building usually constructed for non-residential purposes, e.g.
mosques, schools, hospitals, factories, hotels, or a number of stores. The establishment
may include one or more housing units constructed for residential purposes.

7. Under Construction: It refers to buildings being built, provided that 4 walls or one
ceiling are completed. One should note that the building partially used for residential or
non- residential purposes or both while the parts are being built is not classified as “under
construction”, but rather by type of use. Likewise, it should be noted that the current use
of the building comprising completed housing units (closed or vacant) along with other
housing units (under construction) is determined based on the type of use.

8. Other: Any building whose architecture does not allow classifying it under on of the
aforementioned types. Examples one this type includes cottages, caves, grottos, and
booths occupied by a tenant during the census.



Buildings by type are divided into:

Completed Buildings

Partially or completely constructed buildings regardless of whether they are used or not. It
represents all types of buildings other than those being constructed (under construction). Data
were collected on this type during the Population, Housing and Establishments Census of
1997.

Uncompleted Buildings
It refers to buildings under construction only. No data were collected on this type during the
Census.

Tenure:
It refers to the sector or party to which the building belongs, to and not to the party operating
the building. Tenure could be one of the following:

1. Private: This means that the building is owned by an individual, group of persons, or legal
personality such as institutions or a private sector company or establishments regardless of
whether this sector is national or international.

2. Governmental: This means that the building is owned by the Palestinian National
Authority (excluding Wagqf properties, e.g. mosques, buildings dedicated to charitable
doings, ...etc.), taking into account that the government buildings rented from individuals
are considered private. This category does not include buildings belonging to foreign
governmental entities.

3. Charitable Societies:(Non- profit organizations) This term refers to the building owned
by non- profit organizations, (such as sports, clubs ...etc.).

4. Wagqf: It refers to the buildings dedicated to charitable doings, e.g. mosques ...etc.

5. United Nations Relief and Works Agency (UNRWA): This term refers to the building
owned by the UNRWA including schools and hospitals belonging to UNRWA not rented
from other parties.

6. Other: This refers to buildings to which none of the aforementioned definitions apply or to
cases in which a building is possessed by more than one of those aforementioned entities,
e.g. possessed by a foreign or international entity other than the UNRWA.

Construction Materials of External Walls:
The main material used in the construction of external sides of walls could be one of the
following elements:

1- Cleaned Stone, 2 — Stone and Concrete, 3 — Concrete, 4 — Cement Blocks, 5 — Adobe
Clay, 6 — Old Stone, 7 — Other.

Old stones are used in the construction of old buildings in ancient parts of urban and rural
areas. Construction materials could be comprised of more than one element. Nevertheless
and for the purposes of the Census, “the construction material” refers to the main material
used in the construction of external walls. Item no. 7 (Others) could refer to wood, straw,
fabric, hyrax, hair, zinc, tin, ...etc.



Number of Stories in the Building:

It refers to the number of stories or floors of the building, taking into account that the ground
story is deemed one of the stories if its height is 1.5 meters or more. Likewise, the terrace is
considered a story if its area is not less than 50% of the total area of the roof. The different
stories could be connected through inner stairs (such as those available in villas) or outer
stairs (outside the housing units) or lifts.

Average Number of Stories in the Building:

It refers to the number of floors for certain types of buildings. It is calculated through dividing
the total number of floors in a certain type of buildings by the number of buildings of that
type. It is worthy to point that some types of buildings are comprised of single floors, e.g.
tents.

Utilization of the Building:
It refers to the way the building is currently used, regardless of the purpose of its construction.
The utilization could be one of the following:

1. Habitation Only: It means that the building was completely used for residential purposes
only, i.e. normal buildings.

2. Habitation and Work: It means that some of the housing units in the building are used
for habitation purposes whereas other units are used for habitation and for work. An
example of this is a building comprising units used for habitation purposes only whereas
other units are used for work purposes. Likewise, a building comprised of units used for
residential purposes, except for the ground floor that consists of stores, groceries, garages
...etc, are considered habitation and non — habitation at the same time. Also, the building
constructed for work purposes (e.g. factory, school, mosque ...etc) but includes a unit
permanently occupied by a household is considered habitation and work at the same time.
In addition, hotels and public housing units (orphans homes, elderly homes ...etc) are
considered habitation and work at the same time.

3. Work Only: It means that the building was used for work only, i.e. not occupied by any
household.

4. Closed: It means that one household or more occupied the building but it was closed
during the listing period. This applies as well to buildings used for work purposes but
found closed during the listing period.

5. Vacant: It means that the building in not being utilized. Normally, such a building is for
rent or for sale.

Important Note: If some parts of the building are used while other parts are vacant, closed
or under construction, the current use shall be “Habitation”, “For Work Only”, or
“Habitation and for work™, depending on the case.

Year of Construction
It refers to the year in which the foundations were laid, i.e. the construction of the oldest part
of the building.

Number of Housing Units in the Building
It represents the number of housing units in the building as stipulated in the previous
definition.



Average Number of Housing Units in the Building

It represents the average number of housing units in the building that is calculated by
dividing the total number of housing units for a certain type of buildings by the total number
of buildings of that certain type.

Utilization of the Housing Unit

This item was used for all housing units in the buildings comprising housing units,
regardless of whether these units were used for habitation purposes, for work purposes,
habitation and for work purposes, vacant or closed. Utilization could be classified as
follows:

1. Habitation Only: It means that the housing unit is used for residential purposes only.

2. Habitation and Work: (It means that the housing units in the building are used for both
habitation and for work purposes). It should be noted that the place constructed for work
purposes only (grocery, factory, or the clinic parts of which are used for residential
purposes) is considered habitation and work at the same time. Even when the
construction was built for work purposes only, if used for habitation purposes, use well
(such as grocey, factory, or the clinic parts of which are used for residential purposes),
and the housing units will be considered voiceovers habitation and at the same time.
Even when the construction was built for work purposes only if used for habitation
purposes use well (such as ...... ) and the leaving units will be considered voiceovers
habitation and at the use live.

3. Work Only: It means that the housing unit was completely used for work only, i.e. law
office, clinic ...etc.

4. Closed: It means that the housing unit was occupied by one household or more but it was
closed during the listing period due to the absence of the household living therein.

5. Vacant: It means the construction of the housing unit is complete but it is not used for
habitation or for work purposes although it is suitable for such purposes. Normally, such
a housing unit is for rent or for sale.



Chapter Three

Final Results

Introduction

Upon the completion of the population enumeration on December 24™ 1997, the
enumerators and crew leaders carried out a comprehensive office revision and
managed to manually derive the preliminary findings in the period between December
25™ 1997 and December 28" 1997. They were announced on February 26™ 1998.
After that, several activities were undertaken including editing, coding, data entry,
and verification, coupled with consistency and coverage checks to ensure the quality
of data and tabulation.

Final Results on Buildings and Housing Units

These final results present the number of buildings and housing units in the period
between October 30" 1997 and November 23 1997. These findings indicate that the
number of buildings in the Palestinian Territories (excluding those buildings in the J1
area of Jerusalem governorate) amounts to 359,562 buildings, 243,117 building in the
West Bank (67.6%) and 116,445 in the Gaza Strip (32.4%))).

These findings indicate also that the number of under construction buildings from the
total number of buildings in the Palestinian Territories amounts to 20,901 building
(16,563 building in the West Bank and 4,338 building in the Gaza Strip).

These findings indicate that the number of housing units used for habitation or for
work or for habitation and work or closed or vacant in the Palestinian Territories
(excluding those housing units in the J1 area of Jerusalem governorate) amounts to
466,651 housing units, 314,230 housing unit in the West Bank (67.3%) and 152,421
housing unit in the Gaza Strip (32.7%)).

In the population enumeration stage carried out in the period between December 10"
1997 and December 24™ 1997, the number of actually inhabited housing units
amounted to 389,753 occupied by 407,065 Private households, and there are 200
collective households.
