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Preface

Censuses of Population, Housing, or Establishments are crucial undertakings in the life of any
official statistical system. The United Nations recommends the implementation of Population
censuses every 5 or 10 years to obtain a comprehensive set of data about population size,
composition and characteristics. Such data are essential for economic and social development.

Upon launching of the peace process between the Arab countries and Israel, the Palestine
Liberation Organization, PLO, has given highest priority to making available the needed data
for establishing national plans of actions for rebuilding the country, especially the economic,
social, cultural and service sectors in the Palestinian Territory. The PLO has recognized that
the available gap in the needed statistics for planning will only be filled through the
implementation of a population and housing census. The census will be a proper vehicle for
providing various ministries and institutions with crucially needed data for effective planning
and for the integration of demographic indicators into the overall development planning
process.

Our efforts in planning for carrying out the census, which have started in the fall of 1993 have
culminated in the issuance of a presidential decree (June 5, 1997) on conducting the
Population, Housing, and Establishment Census at the end of 1997 in the Palestinian
Territory. The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics was entrusted through that decree to
lead the implementation of this strategic exercise.

The census covered all of the Palestinian Territory except those parts of Jerusalem, which
were annexed by Israel in 1967. The Israeli authorities have conducted an extensive
campaign against our teams in Jerusalem, including the arrest of scores of fieldworkers,
declaring those areas as closed military areas, and passing a law outlawing census activities in
Jerusalem, thus preventing the Palestinian side from exercising its legitimate rights in
Jerusalem, and the right to collect statistical information about the Palestinians of Jerusalem.

This report summarizes the main results of the census in this field, more reports are being
prepared to cover other topical aspects as well as other geographical areas. Of course, the
exhaustion of all areas covered by the census will take along time, however, we count on the
interests of various users to help us release all results in record time. In the meantime, we
welcome any suggestions from users on further utilization of these data.

Important Remarks

1- The detailed tables published in this report are related to the final result of the
population, housing units, building and establishments actually enumerated in the census
field work operations. However, the results do not include the estimates of not
enumerated population based on the findings of the post enumeration study.

2- The data concerning households are related to private Palestinian households and not
Palestinian households in general and do not include collective households which
amounted to (1).

3- The data concerning the Palestinian population include the Palestinian population in
private households and collective households.

4- Occupation and economic activity were coded based on the manuals developed by the
PCBS in accordance with international standards, except for the relation between the
occupation and the educational attainment (level) (the highest successfully completed
academic qualification) for the second and third groups. It was agreed to make the
educational attainment (level) of the professionals “diploma and higher”. As for assistant
professionals, it was allowed to make their educational level “elementary and higher”.
This is due to the fact that such cases are prevailing in the Palestinian Territory.

5- The occupation category “Legislators and senior administrators and managers” includes
those currently or previously employed as legislators, senior governmental
administrators and managers, traditional officials, mayors and senior administrators and
managers in the political parties and organizations, workers unions, and humanitarian
organizations. This category includes also chairmen of joint administration or
consolidated institutions including general managers, production managers or directors
of operations departments, irrespective of whether they are owners or employed in such
institutions.
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Note

1. The general background, methodology, definitions and
concepts which were used in the Population, Housing and
Establishment Census — 1997 are available in the first part
of Census reports.

2. Enumeration Area: It refers to a geographical area with
clear boundaries that may constitute a locality or part of
locality consisting of about 150 housing units.
