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Note for Users

1. The Health Survey-2000 provides reliable estimates for several indicators,
which were suggested to PCBS by decision makers, planners, and researchers
in the field of health through a series of “User-Producer Dialogue”
workshops. The survey includes also the indicators of the “End of Decade
Goals Survey, MICS2” which were developed in cooperation with UNICEF,
and the indicators of the “Baseline Health Survey” which were developed in
cooperation with UNFPA.

2. The Health Survey-2000 was implemented on the eve of the INTIFADA in
Palestine. The release of this report comes after less than three months since
the beginning of the uprising. There is documented evidence that up to this
time in the life of the INTIFADA, more than 100 Palestinian children have
been killed and more than 3,500 are injured by the Israeli army and the Israeli
settlers. International as well as local specialized agencies have indicated that
hundreds of thousands of Palestinian children have been deeply affected
psychologically by the events. The Israeli harsh measures and their continued
aggression against the Palestinian population have left thousands of
Palestinian households with no means of protection or support for their
children. In view of these tragic developments, the results of this Survey
could be used as a fairly good and reliable baseline to compare with when
studying the impact of Israeli measures and actions against Palestinian
children and households.
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Preface

The Health Survey of 1996 and the Demographic Survey of 1995 were among the pioneering
household surveys in the establishment phase of PCBS. The two surveys where
complementary to each other and were designed to provide detailed accounting and baseline
data and statistics on the demographic and health status of Palestinian households and
individuals.

An update of the health survey was deemed necessary by PCBS and the Ministry of Health in
order to update the baseline data on health situation in Palestine. The current survey (The
health Survey-2000) comes as a timely update of the various indicators, which were measured
by the previous surveys, and as an answer to the statistical needs of the planners within
government, NGO'’s, and specialized international agencies which are mandated to work in
Palestine. This survey is in fact a realization of a partnership, which was formulated between
PCBS, Ministry of Health, UNFPA and UNICEF in order to pool the demand side on data and
produce a relevant data set for various stakeholders.

The survey has tried to provide estimates for many indicators within the framework of
UNICEF’s efforts to support countries to come up with assessment of End Decade Goals as
set out by UNICEF. It also tried to come up with the baseline data, which could be used in
drafting a country strategy and a CPA exercise by UNFPA. The survey has also tried to
provide enough details to allow the Ministry of Health finalize its strategic plan.

This report presents the main findings of the survey. A comprehensive protocol for
disseminating detailed results and analytical reports has been drafted. The Micro Data based
on the survey will also be released soon after releasing the basic reports.

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Chapter One

Introduction

1.1 Survey Objectives

The aim of the survey is to collect data on the health status of the Palestinian Population in the

Palestinian Territory in order to facilitate an assessment and monitoring of maternal and child

health. The collected data would serve as an asset to health planners, the planners of health

sector, policy makers, and researchers. The main objectives of the survey are:

1. To collect data on Fertility and Family Planning.

2. To provide data on Reproductive Trends and use of Family Planning Methods.

3. To provide data on the basic indicators of the health situation in the Palestinian Territory
such as: breastfeeding, antenatal care, immunization, and other health indicators.

Definitions and Explanations

Acute respiratory infections are the most common illness suffered by
children, no matter where they live. ARIs are caused by a wide variety
of disease agents, these include form of the vaccine preventable
tangent disease: diphtheria, Pertusis and tuberculosis. ARIs are
traditionally divided into two main categories: those of the upper
respiratory tract (the common cold) and those of the lower reparatory
tract (primarily pneumonia). Their principal transmission factors are:
high population density, crowded conditions, and seasonal changes that
favor the spread of disease.

Salt that contains at least 15 parts per million of iodine.

The completed age in years of the enumerated person, which is the
difference between the date of birth and the survey reference period.
The exact age is the time elapsed between the day of birth and a given
day, including parts of a year.

The composition of a population as determined by the number or
proportion of males and females in each age category. The age —
structure of a population is the cumulative result of past trends in
fertility, mortality, and migration rates. Information on age — sex
composition is an essential prerequisite for the description and analysis
of demographic data.

Low height-for-age indicates, “stunting”. One important cause of
stunting is chronic malnutrition i.e. chronic wasting, but infectious
diseases and socio-economic conditions may also cause stunting.

Any liquid (including milk) or solid given while the child is still
receiving breast milk.

Tetanus Toxoid injections are given during pregnancy for prevention
of neonatal tetanus.

Widely spread disease among rural areas children, caused by clostridia
tetny anaerobic bacteria through injuries.

It is the proportion of infants 6-9 months of age who are receiving
breast milk and complementary foods.

The average number of children that would be born alive to a women
(or group of women) during her life time if she were to pass through
her childbearing years conforming to the age specific fertility rates of a
given year. The sum of age specific fertility rates is multiplied by 5.

The proportion of children born who die before reaching their fifth
birthday.

One of the most useful clues to high prevalence of retinal deficiency is
the use of a local word for night blindness indicating the effect of
retinal deficiency on the retina.

Low weight-for-height indicates wasting (i.e. “thinness”), which is one
of the best indicators of current and acute malnutrition i.e. a deficit in
tissues and fat mass compared with what expected in a normal child of
the same length/height. Generally associated with failure to gain
weight or loss of weight.

The process whereby the child becomes accustomed to taking liquids
or solids other than breast milk.

Measurement of a child’s total body mass underside.

It is a composite of weight-for-height and Height-for-Age, and fails to
distinguish tall, thin children from short, well-proportioned children.

It is the total number of years that have been completed successfully at
a school/university by the respondent.
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Chapter Three

Main Findings

3.1 Population:

The mean household size is 6.1 in the Palestinian Territory; it is 5.7 in the West Bank and 6.9
in Gaza Strip. 8.8 of the households are female headed, in the West Bank 9.7 and in Gaza
Strip 7.0. The average housing density is 1.99, i.e. about two persons per room. Meanwhile,
the percentage of population aged less than 15 years was 46.9% and the percentage of
population 65 years and over was 3.4% in the Palestinian Territory.

3.2 Marriage:

The median age at first marriage is 18.0 in the Palestinian Territory; which is the same in the
West Bank and Gaza Strip. Also data show that 28.2% of the first marriages are conducted
between cousins, 26.4% in the West Bank and 31.4% in Gaza Strip. About 20.1% of the
marriages are between members of the same clan (hamula).

3.3 Fertility:

The survey results indicate that the total fertility rate is 5.93 in the Palestinian Territory. It is
5.52 in the West Bank, and 6.81 in Gaza Strip.

On the average, ever married Palestinian woman has 4.54 children, of which 4.31 are alive.
3.4 Infant and Under Five Mortality:

Distortions in the survey data on deaths among children preclude obtaining estimates of very
recent mortality rates. The data suggest that the infant mortality rate is 25.5 per 1000 (24.4 in
the West Bank and 27.3 in Gaza Strip) and the under five mortality rate is 28.7 per 1000 (27.2
in the West Bank and 31.2 in Gaza Strip during the period 1995-1999 in the Palestinian
Territory.

3.5 Education:

93.7% of children of basic school age in the Palestinian Territory are attending basic school.
98.5% of children who enter the first grade of primary school eventually reach grade five.

The vast majority (89.2 %) of the population in the Palestinian Territory 15 years and over
is literate.

3.6 Water and Sanitation:
96.2% of the population has access to safe drinking water — 94.9% in the West Bank and

98.6% in Gaza Strip. 99.6% of the population of the Palestinian Territory is living in
households with sanitary means of excreta disposal.
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3.7 Child Malnutrition:

2.5% of children under age five in the Palestinian Territory are underweight or too thin for
their age. 7.5% of children are stunted or too short for their age and 1.4% are wasted or too
thin for their height.

3.8 Breastfeeding:

Approximately 28.8% of children aged under four months are exclusively breastfed. At age
6-9 months, 77.9% of children are receiving breast milk and solid or semi-solid foods. By
age 20-23 months, only 10.5% are continuing to breastfeed.

It is indicated that the proportion of children (last child) who were weaned within the first
three months of age is 14.0%.

3.9 Salt Iodization:

37.4% of households in the Palestinian Territory have adequately (15+ PPM) iodized salt.
The percentage of households with adequately iodized salt ranges from 47.3% in the West
Bank to 16.6% in Gaza Strip.

3.10 Vitamin A Supplementation:

Within the six months prior to the survey, 15.5% of children aged 6 months and over among
children born in the last three years preceding the survey received a high dose vitamin A
supplement. Approximately 34.0% did not receive a supplement in the last 6 months but did
receive one prior to that time. 22.2% of children aged 6-11 months received a high dose
vitamin A supplement within the six months prior to the survey.

3.11 Birth weight:

Approximately 8.6% of infants in the Palestinian Territory are estimated to weigh less than
2,500 grams at birth. 8.6% in the West Bank and 8.5% in Gaza Strip.

3.12 Immunization Coverage:

74.7% of children aged 12-23 months in the Palestinian Territory received a BCG vaccination
and the third dose of DPT was given to 88.5%. Similarly, 96.8% of children received the
third dose of Polio.

3.13 Diarrhea:

6.7% of under five children in the Palestinian Territory had diarrhea episode in the two weeks
preceding the survey. Approximately 20.6% of them received one or more of the

recommended home treatments (i.e., were treated with ORS). 45.1% of children with
diarrhea received increased fluids as recommended.
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3.14 Acute Respiratory Infection:

17.0% of under five children in the Palestinian Territory had an acute respiratory infection in
the two weeks prior to the survey. 15.2% in the West Bank and 19.9% in Gaza Strip.
Approximately 99.7% of these children were taken to an appropriate health provider.

3.15 Contraception:

Current use of contraception was reported by 51.4% of currently married women in the
Palestinian Territory. 54.3% in the West Bank and 46.1% in Gaza Strip. The most popular
method is the IUD, which is used by 24.6% of currently married women followed by Pill,
which accounts for 5.8% of currently married women.

3.16 Maternal Care:

27.5% of women with recent births in the Palestinian Territory are protected against neonatal
tetanus. 23.0% in the West Bank and 35.7% in Gaza Strip. Virtually 95.6% of women in the
Palestinian Territory receive antenatal care from skilled personnel. Concerning number of
visits, about 95.2% of women completed three visits and over during their recent birth.

According to place of delivery, data showed that 94.8% of births in the Palestinian Territory
in the last three years preceding the survey occurred at health institutions, while 5.2%
occurred at home. 92.3% occurred at health institutions and 7.7% occurred at home in the
West Bank, while in Gaza Strip, the births occurred at health institutions and at home were
99.2% and 0.8% respectively.

Concerning nature of delivery, the results indicate that 72.1%of births occurred normally, and
16.4% occurred by Episeotomy, and 2.7% occurred by forceps and suction, while 8.8% of
which occurred by caesarian in the Palestinian Territory among births occurred in the last
three years preceding the survey.

Data show that the percentage of last two births occurred in the last three years preceding the
survey whose mothers have received post-natal care was only 26.3 % in the Palestinian
Territory. Of them 29.0% in the West Bank and 21.4% in Gaza Strip.

3.17 Birth Registration:

The births of 99.5% of children under five years in the Palestinian Territory have been
registered.

3.18 Orphan hood:
Overall, 94.6% of children aged 0-17 are living with both parents. Children who are not

living with a biological parent comprise 1.0% and children who have one or both parents dead
amount to 2.9% of all children aged 0-17.
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3.19 Child Labor:

Concerning child labor, about 4.7% of children aged 5-17 years engage in paid work. About
8.0% participate in unpaid work for someone other than a household member.

3.20 Public Health:

The results show that 60.4% of persons in the Palestinian Territory reported to have some sort
of health insurance, of which 51.8 % in the West Bank and 75.6 % in Gaza Strip.

The survey findings indicate that 40.7% of males’ 12 year and over showed a practice of
smoking habit, and 3.2% among females in the Palestinian Territory.

Data show that 2.0% of persons in the Palestinian Territory indicating have Diabetes, 2.4%
indicating have Blood Pressure, 1.2% indicating have Cardiac Diseases, 0.1% indicating have
Cancer, 0.8% of them indicating have Ulcer, 0.7% indicating have asthma, and 0.3%
indicating have epilepsy.

3.21 Health Awareness:
According to health awareness, data indicate that 91.0% of ever-married women in the

Palestinian Territory heard about AIDS, and 84.9% of them know that AIDS can transmit
from mother to their child.

Data also reveal that only 11.6% of ever-married women in the Palestinian Territory heard
about reproductive health concept, 11.4% in the West Bank and 12.1% in Gaza Strip.

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Chapter Four

Methodology

4.1 The Survey Questionnaire:

The questionnaire was developed by the Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics after revision
and adaptation of the following standard questionnaires:

The health survey — 2000 questionnaire consist of three main parts:

1.

Household questionnaire which includes the following sections:

Control Sheet: which includes items related to quality control sample identification,
interview schedule and interview results.

Household Roster: includes demographic variables such as age, sex, relation to head of
household, date of birth and health variables such as health insurance and smoking.
Housing section: includes questions on housing conditions, such as water sanitation and
iodized salt.

Women’s Health questionnaire: this questionnaire was designed to collect data for all
ever — married women aged less than 55 years, it consists of seven sections:
Reproduction.
Family planning.
Antenatal care and Breastfeeding.
Tetanus Toxoid Vaccination.
Desire of Reproduction.
Public Health and Health Awareness.
Knowledge of HIV.

Child Health Questionnaire: This module consists of six sections:
Birth Registration for children under five years.

Child Education for children aged 5-17 years.

Child Labor for children aged 5-17 years.

Child Health and Child Immunization for children under five years.
Child Ophthalmic Health for children under five years.
Anthropometry for children under five years.

4.2 Sampling:

The sample design of the Health Survey - 2000 (HS2000) takes into account the main
recommendations of UNICEF for this type of surveys.
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The sample provides a subsample of household that receives health services from the
Ministry of Health clinics.

4.2.1 Target Population:

The target population consists of all Palestinian households that usually reside in the
Palestinian Territory. This type of survey concentrates on 2 subpopulations, the first one is
ever-married women and aged (15-54) years, the second one is, children less than 5 years.

4.2.2 Sample Frame:

The list of all Palestinian households has been constructed with some identification variables,
after finishing the Population Census 1997 processes. The master sample was drowned to be
used for different sample surveys. The master sample consists of 481-enumeration area (EA)
(the average sizes about 120 households). The master sample is the sample frame of the
HS2000. The selected EAs were divided into small units called cells (with average size of 25
households). One cell per EA was selected.

4.2.3 Sample Size:

Different criteria were taken into account when sample size was determined. The level of
sampling error for the main indicators was considered, the result could be published at 3
subpopulations, and 10% incomplete questionnaire was assumed.

The overall sample was 272 EAs, 178 in the West Bank and 94 in Gaza Strip. The Sample
cells increased to 288 cells, 194 in West Bank and 94 in Gaza Strip.

The number of households in the sample was 6,349 households, 4,295 in the West Bank and
2,054 in Gaza Strip.

4.2.4 Sample Design:
The sample is a stratified multi-stage random sample.
Stratification:

Four levels of stratification were made:

1. Stratification by governorates.

2. Stratification by place of residence which comprised:
(a) Urban (b) Rural (c) Refugee Camps

3. Stratification by classifying localities, excluding governorate capitals, into three strata
based on the ownership of households within these localities of durable goods.

4. Stratification by size of locality (number of households).

A compact cluster design was adopted because the sample frame was old. As mentioned
above, the first sampling units were divided into small units (cells). Then one cell from each
EA was randomly selected.

For that part of Jerusalem, which was annexed after 1967 war, a list of households for the
EAs in the frame was completed in 1999. Therefore a compact cluster design was not used in
this part, and a random of households from the EAs was selected.
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Sampling Unit:

First stage sampling units are the area units (EAs) in the master sample. The second stage-
sampling units are cells.

4.2.5 Response Rates:

Overall 94.0% of the questionnaires were completed, 93.3% in the West Bank, and 95.5% in
Gaza Strip.

The response rate was about 97.7%, it was 96.9% in the West Bank and 99.3% in Gaza Strip.
4.2.6 Weighing:

Weights have been calculated for each sampling unit. Weights reflect the sampling
procedures. To make the weighing procedure feasible and simple, we assumed that the
households have been selected directly within the EA.

It was respected in weighing procedure that the total Palestinian population in the
beginning of the second quartet in year 2000 and their distribution according to the
region, sex and age group.

4.2.7 Variance:

It is important to calculate the sampling error and to show it beside the estimates. This gives
the data user an idea about the efficiency and accuracy of the estimates.

The total survey errors are divided into two types; sampling errors and non-sampling errors.
Non-sampling errors arose from implementing data collection and data processing, such as
failure to interviewer the correct unit, mistakes made by the interviewer or the respondent. It
is still difficult to estimate the non-sampling errors. But many procedures have been adopted
to reduce the non-sampling errors.

Sampling errors on the other hand are a measure of the variability between all possible
samples. Sampling errors can be estimated from the survey results.

The variance calculation uses the method of Ultimate Clusters; the variance formula depends
on the type of estimate (ratios, means, totals...etc.). For this purpose we use a statistical
package for variance calculation called CENEVAR.

4.3 Pilot Study:

The aim of the pilot study was to test all activities related to the main survey, the
questionnaire, training, survey instructions and procedures, sample, conduct the interview,
data entry and data processing.

The survey took place on February, 2000 in the West Bank (Ramallah and Al-Bireh)
governorate and Gaza Strip (Gaza, Deir Al-Balah), the sample size was 117 household, 69 in
the West Bank and 48 in Gaza Strip. The survey was carried out by two field work team,
each consisting of 6 interviewers, one supervisor, one editor, one assistant and one field work
coordinator.
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The survey results were evaluated by several means through conducting debriefing meeting
with fieldwork team, and changes in the survey plan were required.

4.4 Field Work Operations:
4.4.1 Recruitment:

Recruitment of fieldworkers was restricted to women. The fieldwork directorate at PCBS
screened all available female applicants. A scale was designed to rank applicants using
objective criteria. Four committees to interview applicants in Ramallah, Nablus, Hebron and
Gaza were formed. 72 interviewers, 45 supervisors and editors were selected to work in the
West Bank and Gaza Strip.

4.4.2 Training:

The draft fieldwork manual prepared for the pilot was reviewed, edited and utilized for
training.

The main training was divided into two courses, one course was given in the West Bank and
the other was given in Gaza Strip. An 18-days intensive course for 147 interviewers was
conducted, 100 of them in West Bank and 47 in Gaza Strip.

A group of doctors was recruited to deliver lectures on different parts of the questionnaires.

The training materials, consisted of the following basic survey documents: questionnaires,
interviewer’s and supervisor’s instructional manual..

The training course for interviewers consisted of:

- Classroom lectures on the objectives and organization of the survey.
- Detailed explanation of the questionnaire.

- The art of asking questions.

Principles of interviewing include demonstration of interview through role-playing and
practice interviews

4.4.3 Fieldwork Organization:

Main fieldwork in West Bank and Gaza Strip started on April 10, 2000 and was completed on
May 31, 2000.

17 mobile teams in West Bank and Gaza Strip under took fieldwork. Each team consisted of
3-5 interviewers, one supervisor, one assistant and one field editor.

We have implemented field editing which included further spot-checks if needed. The field
editor thoroughly checked and corrected any obvious mistakes and slips.

4.4.4 Editing in the Field:

Fieldwork procedures and organization were designed to ensure adequate supervision and the
collection of high quality data. To this end , several quality control measures were used
including, periodic sudden visits by the professional staff to the field team, adequate
communications between the central office staff and the field in the form of daily and weekly
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reporting, re-interviewing of about 10% of the sample households by supervisors, spot-
checking of ages for eligible women, observation of interviewers by supervisors, distribution
of written memos to the field when confusion arises, adequate documentation of the flow of
the questionnaire through control sheets, and limiting call backs to three visits per household.

4.5 Data Processing:

IMPS was used in data entry, data entry was organized in a number of files, corresponding to
the main parts of the questionnaire.

A data entry template was designed to reflect an exact image of the questionnaire, and
included various electronic checks: logical check, consisting checks and cross-validation.
Continuously thorough checks on the overall consistency of the data files and sample
allocation were sent back to the field for corrections.

Data entry started on may 18, 2000 and finished on June 8, 2000. Data cleaning and checking
processes were initiated simultaneously with the data entry. Thorough data quality checks

and consistency checks were carried out.

Final tabulation of results was performed using statistical package SPSS for Windows
(version 8.0) and specialized health and demographic analysis programs.
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Chapter Five

Data Quality

5.1 Introduction:

Since the data reported here are based on a sample survey and not on complete enumeration,
they are subject to two main types of errors: sampling errors and non-Sampling errors.

Sampling errors are random outcomes of the sample design, and are, therefore, easily
measurable.

Non-sampling errors can occur at the various stages of the survey implementation in data
collection and data processing, and are generally difficult to be evaluated statistically. They
cover a wide range of errors, including errors resulting from non-response, sample frame
coverage, data processing and response (both respondent and interviewer-related). The use of
effective training and supervisions and the careful design of questions as measures have direct
bearing on the magnitude of non-sampling errors, and hence the quality of the resulting data.

5.2 Demographic and Health Data:

Demographic data are particularly subject to various other sources of nonsampling errors, and
there are standard techniques to assess the seriousness of these errors. The quality of the age
data is of particular importance in demographic surveys, because the age distribution is
needed for various demographic purposes.

Age reporting errors result from incorrect of responses during enumeration, misunderstanding
of the questions concerning age, mistakes during data entry, or more importantly in our
context, respondents not knowing their exact age. Age reporting errors occur in all surveys
and this one no exception. However, the amount and seriousness of errors varies a great deal
among surveys. It should be mentioned that questions were asked about both completed age
and dates of birth in this survey, and official documents were used whenever possible to
obtain these data.

A standard way to evaluate the data is to check the extent of age heaping in convenient digits,
most commonly 0 and 5. The Wipple index is 103.9 for both sexes, indicating that the data
are free of age heaping at digits 0 and 5. The Mayers and Bachi indices are 5.1 and 2.9
respectively, showing little heaping at single years.

5.2.1 Antenatal Care:

27.5% of women with recent births in Palestinian Territory are protected against neonatal
tetanus. The vast majority of these women received two or more doses of tetanus toxoid
within the last three years. Among the regions, women living in Gaza Strip are most likely to
be protected (35.7%) while those living in the West Bank are the least likely to be protected
(23.0%).

Female respondents who had births in the last three years prior to the survey were asked
whether they had received antenatal care for any birth and, if so, what type of person provided
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the care. If the woman saw more than one type of provider, all were recorded in the
questionnaire.

5.2.2 Child Immunization:

In health survey - 2000, mothers were asked to provide vaccination cards for children under
the age of five. Interviewers copied vaccination information from the cards onto the survey
questionnaire. Mothers were also probed to report any vaccinations the child received that
did not appear on the card. Overall, 71.4% of children had health cards. If the child did not
have a card, the mother was read a short description of each vaccine and asked to recall
whether or not the child had received it and, for DPT and Polio, how many times. In this
survey we found that only 7.3% of children under the age of five have not health cards.

5.2.3 Breastfeeding:

Breastfeeding status is based on women’s reports of children’s consumption in the 24 hours
prior to the interview. Exclusive breastfeeding refers to children who receive only breast milk
and vitamins, mineral supplements, or medicine. Complementary feeding refers to children
who receive breast milk and solid or semi-solid food. In this survey, data on breastfeeding
was collected for children born in the last three years preceding the survey. It is worth to
mention that the percentage of children who weaned during the first three months is 12.9% in
the Palestinian Territory.

5.2.4 Child Nutrition:

Children who were weighed and measured (approximately 96.8% of children) and those
whose measurements are outside a plausible range are excluded. In addition, a small number
of children whose birth dates are not known are excluded.

Children under the age of two years were measured lying down, while children under the age
of five years were measured standing up as recommended.

5.2.5 Illnesses:

In the health survey — 2000 questionnaire, mothers (or caretakers) were asked to report
whether their child had had diarrhea in the two weeks prior to the survey. If so, the mother
was asked a series of questions about what the child had to drink and eat during the episode
and whether this was more or less than the child usually ate and drank.

Children with acute respiratory infection are defined as those who had an illness with a cough
accompanied by rapid or difficult breathing and whose symptoms were due to a problem in
the chest, or both a problem in the chest and a blocked nose, or whose mother did not know
the source of the problem.
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
