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Time Use Survey 1999/2000

Survey Objectives

The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics (PCBS) has endeavored,
since the first day of its establishment, to fill the existing statistical
gap in the West Bank and Gaza Strip by compiling data on the social,
economic, geographical and environmental areas.

The Time Use Survey is one of the basic tools that serve the objective
of highlighting gender issues. The target population of the Time Use
Survey consists of all individuals aged 10 years and over who are
usually resident in the Palestinian Territory. The Time Use Survey
provides data about the nature of the activities practiced in the daily
life, including productive activities (paid and unpaid), housekeeping
and management, care of children and household members, in
addition to the recreational activities such as viewing television and
listening to radio and other activities classified under informal
activities in Palestine.

Survey Questionnaire

The time use survey 1999/2000 questionnaire consist of three main
parts: Household questionnaire, which includes demographic and
economic background characteristics of the household members, in
addition to data on household properties and levels of income.
Individuals Questionnaire (10 years and above): Consists of data on
the educational and employment status of the individual along with
information on the cultural status. Daily Record Questionnaire, to
collect data on the activities of the individuals and the time spent in
rendering those activities. This record also shows whether the activity
was performed in return for paid or unpaid, and it indicates the means
of transportation used in performing the various activities in a 24
hours basis.



Sample Size and Response Rate

The sample of the Time Use Survey is a multistage stratified cluster
random sample. It comprised of 240 enumeration areas, in average 17
households were selected in each enumeration area.

The number of households in the sample was 4,019 households, 2,583
in the West Bank and 1,436 in Gaza Strip. The response rate was
96%, 94.7% in the West Bank and 98.3% in Gaza Strip.

Pilot Survey

The aim of the pilot survey is to test the validity of the survey
instruments. The pilot survey took Place during February 25, 1999
until March 10, 1999, with a sample comprised of 160 households
selected from 10 governorates in the Palestinian Territory.

The pilot survey lead to further improvements of the main survey
instruments.

Training

A training course for the interviewers was organized and attended by
31 trainees. The training was conducted in two areas, in Ramallah city

in the West Bank, and in Gaza city in Gaza Strip.

Interviewers were selected based on their performance in the test
organized at the end of the training course. The training comprised of
two main parts, theoretical and practical.

Fieldwork Organization

The fieldwork started in West Bank and Gaza Strip on May &, 1999
and was completed on May 7, 2000.

The fieldwork team is comprised of one fieldwork coordinator, two
coders and ten interviewers distributed into four field teams, three in
the West Bank and one in Gaza Strip. Each fieldwork team included
one supervisor and 2-3 field workers.



Data Processing

The ORACLE package was used in data entry, the data entry was
organized in a number of files corresponding to the main parts of the
questionnaire.

A data entry template was designed to reflect an exact image of the
questionnaire, editing during data entry and logical checks for data
consistency.

Data entry started on May 12, 1999 and was completed on June 5,
2000. In the data cleaning stage, the data went into several
consistency and matching checks to identify causes of errors. Based
on the findings of this revision, appropriate measures and decisions
were taken to ensure clean and consistent data for analysis.
