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Preface

The first Palestinian national election was held in January 1996. For the first time in history,
Palestinians elected a President and members of the Legislative Council (P/LC). Preparatory
work for the elections included a comprehensive field survey of all eligible Palestinian voters
was conducted. The Central Elections Committee (CEC) in cooperation with the Ministry of
Local Government, Ministry of Education and other national institutions conducted this
survey. The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics (PCBS) was mandated to prepare the
first-ever voters register based on the above-mentioned survey.

The voters register prepared in November/December 1996 catered specifically to the
requirements of the P/LC elections. As a result of this exercise, the Palestinian population was
able to vote for the general elections using an almost complete and fully computerized voters
register from the data collected during the canvas.

The Palestinian National Authority has announced plans to conduct municipal and general
elections soon as step towards a democratic Palestine. These elections will require an
updating of the voters register compiled in 1996. As a result, PCBS has mobilized its
resources and revised its plans and programs regarding the update of the voters register.

It is expected that the preparatory work and the update of the voters register will not exceed
60 days from the announcement of the Election Day. The update of the voters register will
include fieldwork activities, which requires financial resources to implement.

The main objective of this report is to provide basic information on the main characteristics of
eligible voters, and identify changes in the demographic composition of the voters since 1996
election.

PCBS hopes that this report will provide comprehensive statistical data that will enhance the
efforts of all concerned in the next Palestinian elections.

Executive Summary

The total number of eligible voters for the next Palestinian municipal and
general election amounts to about 1,614,000 voter of which 1,068,000 )

(%66.1 voter in the West Bank including Jerusalem and 547,000 voter )

(%33.9 in the Gaza Strip. In addition, about 817,000 (%50.6) are male
voters and 798,000 (%49.4) are female voters.

Hebron governorate represents the largest voting district with about 13.3)

(% of eligible voters, followed by Gaza governorate with about (%12.2),

Jerusalem governorate with about (%11.4), and Nablus governorate with
about (%9.6). Jericho governorate holds only (%1.2) of eligible voters.

The age distribution of eligible voters shows that the age group (18-34)
years represents the highest percentage with %55.3 and the age group 65+
represents only %7.2 of eligible voters.

The distribution of eligible voters by religion shows that (%97.7) are
Muslims and (%2.3) are Christians.

The distribution of eligible voters by education attainment shows that
(%12.5) holds associate diploma or higher, and (%19.5) are illiterate or
only able to read and write.

Of all eligible voters, (%32.6) are employed, (%]11.1) are unemployed,
and (%56.3) are outside of labor force.

In comparison with 1996 election, the total number of eligible voters was
then 1,028,280 voter of which 672,755 (%65.4) in the West Bank and
355,525 (%34.6) in the Gaza Strip.
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
