The Palestinian Central Bureau of Statistics (PCBS) publishes its annual report on the
Performance of the Palestinian Economy to enable researchers, decision-makers, and economic
policymakers to have a better picture on the economic reality, through studying a variety of
macroeconomic indicators such as Gross Domestic Product (GDP) and its components, labour
market, prices, the balance of payments, international investment position, external debt
position, public finance, public debt and banking sector.

October 2023 marked the beginning of Israeli aggression against Gaza Strip and its
consequences on the West Bank. The Israeli occupation killed and displaced the Palestinian
people and destroyed buildings, homes, schools, hospitals, universities, worship places and
economic establishments, which made employees, lose their jobs. Yet, this year witnessed the
periodic and unjustified increase in deductions clearance revenues, as an act of vengeance
against the Palestinian Government for imbursement of financial assistance to the families of
martyrs, wounded and detainees. All of this in addition to preventing Palestinian workers from
working in the occupied territories of 1948, which left the Palestinian economy suffering from
a complex crisis, that affected all different sectors of life.

PCBS further hopes that the findings of this report will help in providing a better picture on
the nature of the Palestinian economy, and in helping analysts and decision-makers in future
planning and analysis for Palestinian economy.

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Executive Summary

Although the Palestinian economy recorded
a marginal increase of 4.3% in 2025
compared to 2024, the GDP continues to
show prolonged recession, where it
declined by 19.5% compared to 2023. This
decline reflects the scale of the cumulative
damage inflicted on the economy since the
start of the Israeli occupation aggression on
the West Bank and Gaza Strip, which led to
the deterioration of productive capacity and
the persistence of bottlenecks in economic
activities.

During 2025, GDP recorded a sharp decline
in Gaza Strip, reaching 77.5% compared to
2023, while it declined by 10.1% in the
West Bank during the same period. Even
though GDP in the West Bank recorded a
slight increase of 3.4% in 2025 compared to
2024, GDP in Gaza Strip increased by
34.2% during the same period.

A complete collapse of all economic
activities in Gaza Strip during 2025
compared to 2023, along with a sharp
decline in economic activities in the West
Bank, despite their increase compared to
2024.

During 2025, most economic activities in
Palestine declined compared to 2023, as the
construction activity recorded a decline,
reaching 22% (10% in the West Bank, and
98% in Gaza Strip) to reach USD 487
million, and agriculture activity with a
decline of 8% (91% in Gaza Strip,
compared to an increase of 20% in the West
Bank) to reach USD 623 million, and the
services activity declined by 23% (12% in
the West Bank, and 72% in Gaza Strip) to
reach USD 6,540 million, and industrial
activity remained stable (an increase of 8%
in the West Bank, and a decline of 93% in
Gaza Strip) to reach USD 2,055 million.

In 2025, most economic activities showed
marginal increases that do not indicate the
beginning of recovery of the Palestinian
economy’s sectors compared to 2024.
About half of the labor force in Palestine
was disrupted, where the unemployment
rate reached 49% in 2025 (31% in the West
Bank and 78% in Gaza Strip). This reflects
the high unemployment rates in the West
Bank and Gaza Strip, despite the slight
changes in these rates, where the total
number of unemployed individuals reached
more than 700 thousand.

The Palestinian Government's current
deficit (Commitment Basis) decreased by
24.8% in 2025 compared with the previous
year. This increase in the deficit is attributed
to the repeated policies targeting the
Palestinian financial stability, which were
concentrated within the recent Israeli
aggression against Gaza Strip in the
beginning of October 2023. This Israeli
aggression cast its dark shadows and
adverse impacts on Palestine and all aspects
of life such as political, social, health,
educational, economic, environmental and
psychological aspects. Such Israeli
aggression resulted in a decrease in the
current deficit reaching USD 785.5 million
in 2025, compared with USD 1,044.8
million in 2024. Net public revenues
increased by 12.8%, particularly domestic
tax revenues by 13.3%, and clearance
revenues by 12.1%. Despite the increase in
the value of current expenditures and net
lending rose by 4.9% compared to 2024.

The ongoing Israeli aggression on against
Gaza Strip since October 2023, together
with the subsequent restrictions imposed on
the Palestinian workers preventing them
from working inside the 1948 territories,
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constituted the main factor behind the rise
in Palestine’s current account deficit in
2025 by 15.2% compared with the previous
year, reaching USD 2,715.0 million.
Consequently, the current account deficit as
a percentage of GDP increased to 15.8%
compared to 14.7% in the previous year.
This deterioration was mainly attributed to
an increase of 10.4% in the trade deficit,
despite improvements in other components
of the current account, including a rise
29.7% in net income and an increase 3.0%
in the surplus of current transfers compared
with the previous year.

Palestine’s total public debt increased by
13.9%, reaching USD 4,788.8 million at the
end of 2025, compared to 2024. The total
public debt to the GDP (at current prices) in
Palestine reached 27.9% in 2025, compared
t0 26.2% in 2024.

The value of total customer deposits in the
banking sector during 2025 increased by
16.4%, reaching USD 21,862.4 million.
Also, the value of deposits by individuals
residing in Palestine reached 68.9% of the

total deposits. The banking sector data
indicate an increase by 5.4% of the value of
the total credit facilities provided by the
banking sector in 2025, reaching USD
12,587.6 million.

The cost of living in Palestine, as per the
Consumer Price Index (CPI), recorded a
sharp increase of 10.54% in 2025 compared
to 2024, reaching 190.45 (Base year 2018,
See figure below). This increase is
attributed to the Israeli aggression against
Gaza Strip and the repetitive raids on the
West Bank in 2025 (21.93% in Gaza Strip
and a decrease by 0.11% in the West Bank).
Some of the main groups that have a high
relative weight contributed to the increase
of the CPI for this year in Palestine include
housing, water, electricity, gas, and other
fuels by 84.09%, the food and non-
alcoholic beverages group by 35.89%,
transport by 5.13%.

1.1 Gross Domestic Product at Constant Prices?

Although the Palestinian economy recorded a marginal increase of 4.3% in 2025 compared to
2024, the GDP continues to show prolonged recession, where it declined by 19.5% compared
to 2023.

Even though GDP in the
West Bank recorded a slight increase of 3.4% in 2025 compared to 2024, GDP in Gaza Strip
increased by 34.2% during the same period.

The growth rate recorded in 2025 is mainly attributed to a relative improvement in some
productive sectors and the partial return of commercial activity compared to 2024. However,
the level of GDP in Palestine remains far below its pre-Israeli aggression levels, confirming
that the Palestinian economy has not yet regained its productive capacity and that the road to
recovery remains fragile and constrained by the repercussions of the Israeli aggression and the
ongoing restrictions .In a sense, this led to a sharp decrease in Gaza Strip contribution to the
GDP, where it reached 17.4% in 2022 before the start of the Israeli aggression, as it declined to
13.9% in 2023 during the current Israeli aggression and kept declining in 2025 to reach 3.9%,
knowing that Gaza Strip share was 37.6% in 1994. (See Figure below).

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1.1.1 Final Consumption Expenditure
Final consumption expenditure constitutes the largest component of GDP in the Palestinian

economy, accounting for 103.2% in Palestine. It recorded an increase of 4.2% in 2025 compared
to 2024, reaching USD 12,859.2 million. On the other hand, final household expenditure is the
largest contributor of gross final consumption expenditures representing 83.5%.

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1.1.2 Gross Capital Formation (Investment)

The value of gross capital formation (investment) is considered the main GDP component in
the Palestinian economy, where it declined to reach 29.2% of the total value of GDP in
Palestine. It increased by 4.6% in Palestine in 2025 compared to 2024, reaching to USD
4,644.5 million, noting that investment in buildings represents 44.2% of gross investments.

1.1.3 Savings
The value of savings in Palestine increased by 19.0% in 2025 compared to 2024, reaching to

USD 1,546.1 million. This increase is attributed to the fact that the increase in the value of gross
national disposable income (GNDI) is higher than the increase in the value of final consumption
expenditure. Also the savings increased in both the West Bank and Gaza Strip during the same
year (See Table 1).

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1.1.4 GDP Per Capita

In Palestine, the GDP per capita increased by 2.3% in 2025 compared to 2024, reaching USD
2,326.5 This reflects an increase of 1.2% in the West Bank, reaching USD 3,904.5, while in
Gaza Strip reached USD 212.1. Thus, GDP per capita in Gaza Strip constituted 5.4% of that in
the West Bank in 2025; which is significantly lower than the percentage in 1994, which was
96.5%. (See Figure below).

GDP Per Capita by Region, 2021- 2025 at Constant Prices (Base Year 2015)
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Service activities and other sectors remained ranked first in the Palestinian economy in terms
of value added during 2025. The Palestinian economy is considered a service economy. This
activity recorded a 2.9% increase in Palestine compared to the previous year, with a significant
increase of 32.0% in Gaza Strip and an increase of 0.5% in the West Bank. In terms of their
contribution to GDP, these activities accounted for 33.7% in Palestine overall, reaching 85.8%
in Gaza Strip compared to 31.6% in the West Bank.

Industrial activity is among the key economic productive activities in Palestine. It serves as the
backbone of economic development. It further supplies the goods needed for the production
processes, and it contributes to the Palestinian exports and the employment of manpower. In
2025, the activity recorded a 9.6% increase in its value added compared to the previous year. It
also grew by 9.6% in the West Bank, while remaining unchanged in Gaza Strip. In terms of its
contribution to GDP, its share in Palestine rose to 16.5%, distributed as 17.1% in the West Bank
and 2.4% in Gaza Strip.

The agricultural activity is being deliberately destroyed by the Israeli in both the West Bank
and Gaza Strip. Hence, agriculture is another key economic productive activity in Palestine that
contributes to the GDP and a significant employer of labor force. It is used for final food
consumption, commodities, and raw materials for various manufacturing industries, in addition
to being a key element in the Palestinian exports. Agricultural activity is characterized by its
dependence on rain, and common modern farming practices. In 2025, the value added for this
activity increased by 7.0% compared to the previous year, with an increase of 7.2% recorded
in the West Bank, while it remained unchanged in Gaza Strip. In terms of its contribution to
GDP, the share of this activity in Palestine rose to 5.0%. The contribution also increased to
5.1% in both the West Bank and Gaza Strip.

The construction activity incurred significant losses due to the destruction and leveling of most
of the buildings by the Israeli war machine along with the bulldozing of the streets. Also, Israeli
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aggression against Gaza Strip has caused the disruption of economic activities, especially
construction activities. Nevertheless, construction activities comprise an essential component
of the gross fixed capital formation, included in GDP formula calculations, as they represent a
key element of the structure and development of the Palestinian economy. Similar to other
economic activities, in 2025, the sector’s value added recorded a 1.9% increase compared to
the previous year, with a similar increase of 1.9% in the West Bank, while remaining unchanged
in Gaza Strip. The contribution of construction activities to the GDP decreased in Palestine to
3.9%. The share decreased to 0.3% in Gaza Strip, while it remained stable in the West Bank at
4.1%. (See Table 2).

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The economic structure differed in the West Bank and Gaza Strip due to the Israeli aggression
against Gaza Strip and its following repercussions on the West Bank in 2025. However, services
and other branch activities remained as the largest GDP contributors in both the West Bank and
Gaza Strip. However, services and other branch activities remained as the largest GDP
contributors at 85.8% in Gaza Strip compared to 31.6% in the West Bank. While wholesale and
retail trade activities ranked second, contributing 19.0% to the GDP in the West Bank compared
to 7.5% in Gaza Strip (See figure below).

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1.2 Labor Market?

Labor stands out as the most important production factor in the Palestinian economy,
particularly in the face of limited natural resources and Israeli unilateral control over land,
water, and mobility of people, as well as the flow of goods and capital. Hence, the Israeli
aggression against Gaza Strip since October 2023 and all of the following measures taken
against Palestinian workers starting from canceling their work permits and forbidding them
from working in the occupied territories of 1948, led to a sharp increase in the unemployment
rates in Gaza Strip as well as many workers in the West Bank lost their jobs. Table (3) shows
the main labor market indicators for the years 2021- 2025.

1.2.1 Labor Force Size

The size of the Palestinian labor force in 2025 increased by 3.0% compared to the previous
year, reaching 1,486.9 thousand individuals, where it increased in the West Bank, reaching
929.6 thousand individuals and increased in Gaza Strip, reaching 557.3 thousand individuals.

1.2.2 Unemployment Rate

About half of the labor force in Palestine was disrupted, where the unemployment rate reached
49% in 2025 (31% in the West Bank and 78% in Gaza Strip). This reflects the high
unemployment rates in the West Bank and Gaza Strip, despite the slight changes in these rates,
where the total number of unemployed individuals reached more than 700 thousand.

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1.2.3 Number of Employed Individuals

The number of employed individuals significantly increased in Palestine in 2025 compared to
2024 reaching 765.6 thousand employed. This increase is partly due to individuals attempts to
engage in any form of work or seek alternative livelihood opportunities. The percentage change
in the number of employed individuals varied between the West Bank and Gaza Strip in 2025,
where it recorded a rise in the West Bank reaching 642.4 and the number of employed

individuals in Gaza Strip reached 123.3 thousand.

1.3 Prices and Purchasing Power
The cost of living in Palestine, as per the Consumer Price Index (CPI), recorded a sharp increase

of 10.54% in 2025 compared to 2024, reaching 190.45 (Base year 2018, See figure below). This
increase is attributed to the Israeli aggression against Gaza Strip and the repetitive raids on the
West Bank in 2025 (21.93% in Gaza Strip and a decrease by 0.11% in the West Bank). Some
of the main groups that have a high relative weight contributed to the increase of the CPI for
this year in Palestine include housing, water, electricity, gas, and other fuels by 84.09%, the
food and non-alcoholic beverages group by 35.89%, transport by 5.13%.

CPI Trends in Palestine, 2018- 2025 (Base Year 2018= 100)
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In 2025, CPI changes varied by region compared to 2024; prices increased by 21.93% in Gaza
Strip and by 0.11% in the West Bank® The CPI in Jerusalem (J1)*recorded an increase of
1.64%. The CPI increase in Gaza Strip is due to price increases in high relative weight groups
such as housing, water, electricity, and gas and other fuel groups by 212.25%, food and non-
alcoholic beverages group by 71.01%, and transport by 15.13%. On the other hand, the CPI
decrease in the West Bank is primarily due to price decreases in relatively high-weight groups
such as food and non-alcoholic beverages group by 1.82% despite increased in transport group
by 5.12%. In Jerusalem (J1), the CPI increase is primarily due to the price increases in high
relative weight groups such as food and non-alcoholic beverages by 1.31%, and housing, water,
electricity, and gas and other fuel groups by 0.49%.

The relative weight of main expenditure groups that make up the CPI varies in Palestine. As
Table (4) shows, the food and non-alcoholic beverages group has a higher relative weight in
the consumer basket in Palestine since it constitutes 28.15% of the total consumption. Followed
by transport constituting 14.26%, then personal care, social protection and miscellaneous goods
and services constituting 12.90%, then housing, water, electricity, gas, and other fuels
constituting 9.07%, then alcoholic beverages, and tobacco and narcotics constituting 5.31%,
while recreation, sports, culture, gardens, and pet group occupy a lower share of the consumer
basket and barely impacts the CPI.

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2.1 Current Balance (Deficit)

The Palestinian Government's current deficit (Commitment Basis) decreased by 24.8% in 2025
compared with the previous year. This increase in the deficit is attributed to the repeated policies
targeting the Palestinian financial stability, which were concentrated within the recent Israeli
aggression against Gaza Strip in the beginning of October 2023. This Israeli aggression cast its
dark shadows and adverse impacts on the Palestine and all aspects of life such as political,
social, health, educational, economic, environmental and psychological aspects. The Israeli
aggression resulted in a decrease in the current deficit to USD 785.5 million in 2025, compared
with USD 1,044.8 million in 2024. Net public revenues increased by 12.8%, particularly
domestic tax by 13.3%, and clearance revenues by 12.1%. Despite the rise in the value of
current expenditures and net lending of 4.9% compared to 2024. (See figure below).

Fiscal Indicators for Central Government in Palestine 2021- 2025
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In 2025, the current deficit to GDP decreased to 4.6%, compared to 6.5% in 2024. This is
largely due to a decrease in the deficit in 2025, and increased in the GDP. On the other hand,
the overall balance (prior to grants) in 2025 reached 6.0% of GDP, marking a decrease
compared to its percentage in 2024, which reached 8.1%. The overall balance (after grants)
reached 0.6% of GDP during 2025, compared to 3.0% in 2024. (See Table 5).

2.2 Total Net Public Revenues and Grants

Total net public revenues value and grants increased in 2025 by 13.3% compared to 2024,
reaching USD 5,381.2 million. This rise is attributed to the rise of 12.1% in the value of
clearance revenues, and an increase in the value of gross domestic revenues of 13.3%, and rise
in the value of grants by 15.6%, despite the decrease in the value of tax refunds by 20.4%,
where the total net public revenues and grants reached 31.1% of GDP at current prices for 2025
compared to 29.7% in 2024 (See Table 5).
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2.2.1 Gross Domestic Revenue

The Gross Domestic Revenue constituted 33.4% of the total net public revenue, reaching USD
1,484.1 million in 2025. Thus, recording an increase of 13.3%, compared to 2024. This is
mainly attributed to a rise of 7.9% in tax revenues reaching USD 935.8 million, marking a
decrease of 21.1% out of the net public revenues of 2025. The value of non-tax revenues
increased by 29.1%, reaching USD 443.5 million, noting that its contribution to the total net
public revenues rose to reach 10.0% in 2025. Earmarked collections increased to USD 104.8
million, constituting 2.4% of the total net public revenues in 2025.

2.2.2 Clearance Revenue

Clearance revenues increased by 12.1% in 2025, compared to 2024, where it reached USD
2,992.3 million; and thus, constituting 67.3% of the total net public revenues. In 2025, clearance
revenues covered 57.2% of the current expenditures and net lending. It further contributed to
GDRP at current prices reaching 17.4%. All of which highlights the negative impact of Israeli
control over a large proportion of the Palestinian Government’s revenues. (See figure below).

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2.2.3 Total External Financing (Grants)

In 2025, grants recorded an increase by 15.6% compared to 2024, thus reaching USD 937.6
million, due to an increase in the value of grants for supporting the budget by 17.1%, reaching
USD 797.2 million, and an increase in the value of development financing by 7.8%, reaching
USD 140.4 million during 2025. (See figure follow)

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2.3 Total Public Expenditures

Total public expenditures increased by 4.6% in 2025, compared to 2024, reaching USD 5,476.1
million. This change is due to an increase of 4.9% in current expenditures and net lending,
despite the decline in development expenditures by 1.7% during the same period. (See
Table 5).

2.3.1 Current Expenditures and Net Lending

Current expenditures and net lending recorded an increase of 4.9% in 2025, compared to 2024,
reaching USD 5,229.1 million. This increase is attributed to an increase of 7.0% in the value
wages and salaries of expenditures reaching USD 2,446.0 million, thus constituting 46.8% of
current expenditures and net lending, and non-wages expenditures increased by 5.0%, reaching
USD 2,307.7 million constituting 44.1% of the current expenditures and net lending value in
2025. In addition, earmarked payments increased by 4.9%, reaching USD 104.8 million in
2025; while the net lending decreased by 7.4%, reaching USD 370.6 million in 2025. (See
figure below).

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2.3.2 Development Expenditures

In 2025, development expenditures recorded a decrease of 1.7% compared to 2024, reaching
USD 247.0 million. This decrease is mainly attributed to the decrease of 11.9% in development
expenditures financed by budget thus reaching USD 106.6 million, despite an increase in
development expenditures funded by grants by 7.8%, reaching USD 140.4 million. (See figure

below).

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2.4 Total Public Debt
Public debt is divided into two components: domestic and external public debt. The below table
highlights the trend of Palestine’s public debt during 2021- 2025.

Palestine’s total public debt fluctuated during 2021-2025, reaching USD 4,788.8 million at the
end of 2025, increasing by 13.9%, compared to 2024. The total domestic public debt amounted
to USD 3,430.4 million representing 71.6% of total public debt at the end of 2025, which
increased by 19.0% compared to 2024. The total external public debt amounted to USD 1,358.4
million representing 28.4% of total public debt value at the end of 2025, which increased by
2.7% during the same period. (See figure below).

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Moreover, the percentage of the total public debt to the GDP (at current prices) in Palestine
fluctuated during the years 2021-2025, where it dropped from 21.2% in 2021 to 18.5% in 2022,
to rise again in 2025 to reach 27.9% (See Figure below).

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An effective and diverse financial system is essential for economic growth. Economic growth
is contingent upon the production of goods and services that must grow over time. The financial
sector is considered one of the key sectors of the Palestinian economy due to its contribution to
GDP and employment of manpower. It is also considered an intermediary in facilitating the
provision of capital for investment projects that support economic development.

The financial sector is one of the sectors that is sensitive to the political situation, as political
stability helps attract investments from abroad that support economic growth and stimulate
domestic production. Financial intermediation in Palestine has significantly grown in recent
years.

3.1 Deposits

The value of total customer deposits in the banking sector during 2025 increased by 16.4%
compared to 2024, reaching USD 21,862.4 million. Deposits by individual residents reached
USD 15,055.4 million, which accounts for 68.9% of total deposits in 2025, an increase of 15.5%
compared to 2024; on the other hand, deposits by the Palestinian Central Government reached
USD 649.9 million, representing 3.0% of total deposits. (See figure follow).

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3.2 Credit Facilities

The banking sector provided credit facilities in 2025 for the amount USD 12,587.6 million, an
increase by 5.4% compared to 2024. Credit facilities provided to the public sector amounted to
USD 3,352.7 million, representing 26.6% of the total credit facilities provided by the banking
sector in 2025, which indicates an increase of 18.9% compared to 2024. Credit facilities
provided to consumption loans reached USD 1,327.9 million, constituting 10.5% of total credit
facilities, while facilities offered to finance cars and vehicles reached USD 416.2 million,
accounting for 3.3% of the total amount dedicated to credit facilities. (See figure below).

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3.3 Checks

The total value of checks presented for clearing in 2025 for clearance reached USD 12,976.4
million, reflecting an increase of 3.5% compared to 2024; on the other hand, bounced checks
reached USD 1,184.4 million, reflecting a decrease of 20.5 % compared to 2024.

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3.4 Interest Rate

In 2025, the interest rate on loans (in USD) decreased to 6.08% compared to 6.10% in 2024.
Also, the interest rate on deposits (in USD) decreased to 2.87% in 2025 compared to 2.90% in

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4.1 Balance of Payments7

The ongoing Israeli aggression against Gaza Strip since October 2023, together with the
subsequent restrictions imposed on Palestinian workers preventing them from working inside
the 1948 territories, constituted the main factor behind the rise in Palestine’s current account
deficit in 2025 by 15.2% compared with the previous year, reaching USD 2,715.0 million.
Consequently, the current account deficit as a percentage of GDP increased to 15.8% compared
to 14.7% in the previous year. This deterioration was mainly attributed to an increase of 10.4%
in the trade deficit, despite improvements in other components of the current account, including
an increase of 29.7% in net income and an increase of 3.0% in the surplus of current transfers
compared with the previous year.

The value of exports of goods and services in Palestine increased by 3.4%, reaching USD
3,618.0 million. This increase is attributed to the fact that the majority of Palestinian exports
originate from the West Bank, which recorded a relative increase during the same period.
Nevertheless, this reflects the persistent deficit in the Palestinian trade balance. Meanwhile,
imports in 2025 increased by 9.2%, reaching USD 9,225.0 million compared with 2024,
although they remained below pre-Israeli aggression levels. It is worth noting that the largest
share of trade with the external world in Gaza Strip was recorded in 2003, accounting for 29%
of Palestine’s total trade. However, this share declined to less than 4% during the Israeli
aggression. The near-total disruption of supply chains to and from Gaza Strip has led to a severe
health and food crisis throughout the region, as a result of acute shortages in essential goods,
medicines, medical supplies, and food products (see figure below).

The surplus in the income account also increased by 29.7% in 2025 compared to the previous
year, reaching USD 1,078.0 million. Compensation of employees received accounted for 58.7%
of total income account receipts, while investment income represented the remaining share. As
illustrated in the following figure, the value of compensation of employees received from
abroad continued to increase since 2021, before declining in 2023, with the downward trend
continuing in 2024. However, it rebounded in 2025, recording an increase of 42.7%, to reach
USD 693.3 million.

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The surplus in current transfers increased by 3.0% in 2025, reaching USD 1,814.0 million. This
increase was mainly attributed to the rise in current transfers received from abroad, which
amounted to USD 2,039.0 million, along with the decline in current transfers paid abroad, which
totaled USD 225.0 million. This reflects the significant dependence of the Palestinian economy
on external transfers received by Palestine to support the public budget, as well as private sector
external transfers.

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4.2 International Investment Position (11P)

The value of Palestine’s other investments abroad increased by 41.6% at the end of 2025,
reaching USD 13,437 million. Such rise concentrated under currencies and deposits, which rose
by 32.2% due to the unstable political and economic situation in Palestine caused by the Israeli
aggression against Gaza Strip as well as the repeated raids into the West Bank. This directly led
to increasing investments abroad as well as leading to the increase in Palestine’s total stock assets
abroad and the value of total stocks of foreign liabilities decreased. Consequently, the net
international investment position value increased by 59.6% at the end of 2025, reaching USD
10,720 million.

In 2025, stock value of foreign direct investment in Palestine is more than the stock value of the
Palestinians direct investment abroad; the stock value of the direct foreign investments in
Palestine reached USD 3,770 million, whereas stock value of Palestine’s direct investments
abroad reached USD 320 million. (See Table 9).

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4.2.1 Total External Assets

The total stock value of Palestinian assets abroad increased by 35.1% at the end of 2025,
compared to the end of 2024, amounting to USD 17,358million. The value of other investments
abroad represented 77.5% of assets (currency and deposits represented 74.1%) while portfolio
investments abroad reached 10.2%, reserve assets formed 10.5%, and foreign direct
investments abroad reached 1.8%. (See figure below).

4.2.2 Total Foreign Liabilities
The total stock value of foreign liabilities in Palestine increased at the end of 2025 by 8.2%

compared with 2024, amounting to USD 6,638 million. Foreign direct investments in Palestine
constituted 56.8% of those liabilities while foreign other investments in Palestine reached
31.8% and the total value of foreign portfolio investment reached 11.4%. (See figure below).

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4.3 External Debt

The external debt of the general government sector is the largest among economic sectors,
where it constituted 64.0% of the gross external debt position amounting to USD 1,359 million.
