It is one of the most important taxonomic guidance that is used as a standard tool to  , in the census , and was a basic reference in the classification of  Palestinian communities of 1948 during the General Census of Population, Housing and Establishments  of 1997. Structural  classification: 
Every locality in the territories of  1948 was given  a national sequential ascending code in alphabetical order regardless of its  presence or the name  was changed consists of 6 digits by locality site on the local coordinates . Where the first four digits of the serial number to  the right  represent the serial number of the locality while  the fifth and sixth digits is a  special code for special localities in the territories of 1948, so that it can be distinguished from other localities of  West Bank and Gaza Strip.
